A New Level of Thinking: 
Thinking With All of Your Senses

What if?

What if you could teach your children or your students how to 
tap into their highest intelligence to create the world that their 
hearts desire? 

What if they knew with complete confidence that they had the 
skills to transform any challenge they meet into a win-win-win 
solution, where individuals, community, and the Earth all thrive? 

What if the key to their success had nothing to do with the latest 
technology or extensive training and education, but rather an 
inner “technology” held within each and every person? An inner 
capacity that transforms learning from effort to joy. That turns 
problem-solving into immersive play. That opens new creative 
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horizons which extend beyond the limits of our current imagining. 
What if, when they turn on this part of themselves, they also 
empower the things they most desire: abundance, connection, 
creativity, intelligence, healing, ease, peace, joy, and love?

This is possible right now by reestablishing the natural 
communication between the mind and the body. This connection 
has been disrupted due to cultural conditioning and an outdated 
educational paradigm, but restoring it can be simple and fast, and 
the impact is profound. It happens when you and your children or 
students learn to think with all of your senses. 

The Intention of This Chapter

We are living during a great shift in consciousness that is 
bringing with it a new paradigm of education and the need 
for skilled guides to walk people out of the old and into the 
new. The goal of this chapter is to support you, a conscious 
parent, educator, or facilitator, to become a new paradigm 
facilitator by teaching you how to unlock the intelligence 
of your whole body. 

Do You See This Too?

Our old thinking habits are destroying us.

People are overwhelmed with information. We struggle to 
interpret and make meaning of the competing ideas that fill 
our heads. News outlets and social media algorithms produce 
a steady stream of messaging designed to target us based 
upon our belief systems and shape our thinking. Gone is any 
attempt at balanced, unbiased reporting. The emergence of 
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terms like post-truth2, fake news3, and alternative facts4 give 
expression to this problem.

Mental overwhelm is not the only consequence. Our bodies and 
emotions are also triggered, making us reactive and ungrounded. 
With truth unmoored from fact, divisive argument, censorship, 
and explosive emotions prevail. Politicized discussions on social 
media quickly devolve into angry and mean-spirited comment 
threads. In this climate, relationships with family, friends, and 
neighbors have become strained or broken. 

Worse than the polarization is the lost opportunity. We have 
so thoroughly demonized each other that rather than building 
coalitions to solve the underlying problems, we direct our 
energy towards proving each other wrong, or we gather 
in segregated spaces designed to exclude the people with 
whom we disagree. This results in more conflict and fewer 
productive solutions. 

If we were to look at the most significant changes over the 
past 20 or so years, it would be easy to blame social media 
and its algorithms for the state we are in. However, the 
algorithm is just the latest mechanism taking advantage of a 
more fundamental vulnerability. 

The Real Problem and the Real Solution 

What makes people so vulnerable to the influence of a polarizing 
media or any form of social, political, or religious influence? As 
parents and educators, what role do we have in the solution?

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The division we experience outside of us is a reflection of 
the inner split between our body and mind. This is why we 
have been so susceptible to conflict with each other. Our 
mind and body have been conditioned to operate as two 
disconnected energy centers. Yet, they continually seek 
wholeness through the other. This is because your mind can 
only make sense of information by offering its thoughts to 
the body’s wisdom for discernment, and your body needs 
the conscious awareness of the mind to make meaning of its 
emotions and inner senses. 

We are human beings; we are not just walking brains. Our 
ability to “make sense” is intimately bound to our senses. Mental 
processing alone cannot effectively discern between competing 
truths. We must be able to feel the truth in our bodies. We must 
also be able to tune into the constant flow of subtle perception 
that runs through our bodies like an underground river and 
cultivate the ability to draw this knowledge into our conscious 
awareness. Our role as parents and educators is to stop teaching 
our children and students that thinking is a mental process alone 
and teach them how to think with all of their senses.

Einstein said, “We cannot solve our problems with the same level 
of thinking that created them.” I believe Sensethinking is a new 
level of thinking that allows us to solve entrenched problems. 

My Promise to You

In this chapter, you will learn the three lessons that shifted me 
out of old ways of thinking and into Sensethinking. This will 
give you the foundation to become a new paradigm guide for 
the learners you support.
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Who Am I?

My name is Aitabé. I’m an educator, a Family and Systemic 
Constellations facilitator, and the creator of Sensethinking.

Ten years ago, I was a high school teacher in New York City. 
For most of my career, I taught at a vibrant public school. 
The school was organized into small, interdisciplinary 
teams, and it encouraged and protected teacher creativity. 
In this environment, I taught science while incorporating 
mindfulness practices and systems thinking. 

I thought of my work as three interconnected pieces, each 
supporting the other: the content and skills I was responsible 
for teaching, mindfulness practices, and systems thinking. 
Why these three elements? The choice was more intuitive than 
strategic. I wanted to be the best teacher I could be and serve 
my students as science learners and as life-long learners. I 
knew from experience that mindfulness practice creates holistic 
support for every part of a person’s life, so I understood that, 
even if it did not directly teach them the content and skills of 
science, it would support their learning. That being said, I also 
designed creative ways to incorporate mindfulness practices 
into science teaching, such as through mindful observational 
drawing of nature during our study of plant evolution. 

I also knew systems thinking was an essential concept for 
any scientific study. All things are interconnected, and life 
science, my subject area, provided the perfect way to teach 
this. I knew that my students would have the best grasp of the 
skills and content I was teaching if they could recognize the 
interconnected relationships between the parts of a system.
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I had great success with this three-part teaching approach, so I 
was unfazed when I was required to work in a new school upon 
returning to teaching after an extended maternity leave. My new 
school had the same philosophy and design as my former school, 
plus I was an experienced and creative teacher who loved my 
work. I assumed I could transfer my previous approach to the 
new school with similar results. You can probably guess where 
this is going: it did not work out as I had imagined. 

There’s an expression in education, “Maslow before Bloom.”5 
It’s educational jargon used to convey the idea that learners must 
have their basic life needs met (as per the teachings of Abraham 
Maslow) before they can direct their attention to educational 
objectives (as described by Benjamin Bloom). In my new school, 
many students lived with such high stress that they couldn’t 
focus on school. Their basic life needs were unmet, including 
the need for safety. Even with the skill, creativity, and care I had 
as a teacher, I was at a loss for how to serve them. Their needs 
required something that the school was unable to provide. 

Yet, during this period, I had an experience that suggested a 
new educational possibility. It was not related to teaching, 
though. It was my introduction to Family and Systemic 
Constellations. Here’s the story.

The Healing Modality That Changed How I Teach

January 2012

5	 Abraham Maslow (1908-1970), a psychologist known for his “Hierar-
chy of Needs”; Benjamin Bloom (1913-1999), a psychologist known 
for his “Taxonomy of Educational Objectives.” 
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I showed up at the Family Constellations workshop with 
butterflies in my stomach and a heaviness in my chest. 

The butterflies were excitement, but the reason for the 
heaviness was less clear to me.

I had done a little research, so I had a general idea of what 
to expect: we would be chosen to represent members of a 
person’s family system. However, this basic description 
revealed nothing of the multidimensional landscape I was 
about to experience.

A client took the chair next to the facilitator. He described his 
issue. He had a confusing relationship with his mentor, a man he 
greatly admired. Their visits would begin well, but as the visit 
would close, they invariably found themselves in conflict. He 
wanted to understand what was happening. They were supposed 
to be writing a book together but weren’t making progress.

The facilitator asked him to set up a representative for 
himself and his mentor. The man looked around the circle 
of workshop participants. He chose one man to represent his 
mentor and another to represent himself. He walked each of 
them to the center of the circle and placed them facing each 
other about six feet apart. The two representatives stood 
silently in the center of the room, looking down. They both 
described themselves as feeling wobbly and unsteady.

The facilitator silently observed the representatives then turned 
to the client and asked him to set up a second representative for 
himself and his mentor. He placed the “second mentor” to the 
right of the first. He chose me as his second representative for 
himself. I stood across from the “second mentor.”
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Having never done this before, I was nervous and uncertain. 
What was I supposed to do? What if I did it wrong? I couldn’t 
remember the facilitator’s specific instructions. Maybe he 
didn’t give me any instructions at all. Finally, he asked, 
“What do you notice?”

What I noticed was that my limbs felt weak. I felt that, if I 
didn’t lie down, I would fall. I told this to the facilitator, and he 
instructed me to follow my movement. As I lay face down on 
the ground, my whole body felt cold, and I started shivering. 
Then, I experienced an unusual pressure where my body 
touched the floor, as if a magnet were pulling me to the ground.

“Who is that?” the facilitator asked as he extended his hand 
toward me. The client looked at me on the floor and took 
a deep breath. “I think that’s my sister. She died as a child. 
I was six, and she was nine. My parents, in their grief, just 
packed up the house and we moved to another city. We never 
spoke of her again.”
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With the mention of his sister, I felt myself lighten. The 
warmth returned to my body. I looked up at him with a sense 
of playfulness and happiness that “I” was being spoken of in a 
positive light. 

As the process continued, the facilitator asked me to stand. 
When I stood, I made eye contact with the man chosen as 
“the second mentor.” Looking at him, I was overcome with 
emotion – so much love! Clear, radiant love. The facilitator 
said, “This is your father.”

The facilitator invited us to follow our movements, and “my 
father” and I embraced. It was our longed-for reunion. 

I returned to my seat in silence and awe. I felt like I was 
vibrating with energy. The heaviness in my chest that I had 
arrived with was replaced with warmth and lightness.

The Three Lessons I Learned from Family 
Constellations

I was profoundly affected by this experience. Here are the 
three things that stood out for me as an educator.

First, we didn’t talk. We didn’t address the client’s question 
with any form of discussion, analysis, research, etc., in other 
words, none of the practices I taught in school. We received 
little information beyond the client’s basic description of his 
issue. Instead of ordinary thinking, we used our bodies and 
represented different parts of the system then were invited to 
trust our feelings and report what we sensed. The information 
that came into my awareness when I represented the role I 
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had been selected for arose spontaneously and was directly 
relevant to the client’s question.

Further, it revealed an entanglement that the client himself 
was unaware of. Never had I been introduced even to the 
possibility that people could do this, much less the experience 
of it. It completely disrupted what I thought I knew about 
the nature of learning and information. “Wait a minute,” I 
thought, “if this is possible, what else is possible?”

Second, where did this felt sense of peace and ease come 
from? When the process came to a close, the profound sense 
of peace I experienced was something I would experience 
after meditation, but even then, it was rare. More typically, 
it would require a whole retreat environment and no 
distractions. Yet, with no preparation, meditation, or special 
training, I had that same feeling of expansive peace, and it 
happened a few times that day! The shared experience also 
created a deep sense of connection with the other participants, 
people who were strangers just hours before. I thought about 
my students at school, who struggled to feel enough peace 
and harmony to sit with their classmates for even a few 
minutes. Could I bring this experience to the classroom?

Third, I could feel the difference between healthy and 
unhealthy, discordant and harmonious. I participated in a 
total of three sessions that day. Each time, I felt a shift in my 
body from confusion or tension at the beginning of the process 
to ease, expansion, and connection at the end. I was learning 
that the felt sense of peace, joy, or love was an indicator of 
systemic health and well-being. In contrast, confusion, tension, 
or other discordant feelings indicated a stuck, unhealthy system. 
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Here are the three key lessons I learned in that 
very first workshop:

1.	 You and I can access information directly through our 
bodies and senses, and this capacity can be used to 
answer the questions we care about.

2.	 Engaging our body and senses naturally nourishes our 
relationship with ourselves and our connection to others.

3.	 The health of a system has an energetic signature that can 
be perceived by the body and the senses. Positive, energized 
feelings reflect harmony and health, while discordant, low-
energy feelings reflect stuck or unhealthy energy flows.

I left that workshop determined to learn more. By the 
following September, I had resigned from teaching and started 
training in Family Constellations. Alongside developing 
my skills as a Constellations facilitator, I independently 
developed tools to translate my new skills to education. 

The Birth of Sensethinking

My teaching has been transformed by what I have learned 
over the past decade as a Family Constellations facilitator. 
To share what I have learned with others, I developed 
Sensethinking, a process designed specifically for education.

Here are the three main ways Sensethinking differs from 
Family Constellations:

1.	 Sensethinking is an inquiry process, not a healing 
modality 
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Family Constellations work is used for personal 
healing. Sensethinking is an educational practice 
designed for research and inquiry.

2.	 Sensethinking does not require extensive training 
to learn 

Training in Family Constellations typically requires 
a minimum of two years and hundreds of hours to 
become a confident, skilled facilitator. The basic 
practices of Sensethinking can be learned in a 
weekend and applied immediately. 

3.	 Sensethinking can be peer-led

Because each healing session is unique and must 
be attuned to the individual client, a Family 
Constellations session is facilitator-dependent. 
Sensethinking, on the other hand, is designed based 
on a pattern of inquiry that I came to identify after 
experiencing numerous constellations, a cyclical 
process I have named The Five Dimensions of 
Inquiry. The cycle guides the process, making it less 
facilitator-dependent and enabling peers to run it.

The discoveries my students make with Sensethinking 
astound me. In a short time, learners can dive deep into 
their questions, gain profound insight, and have a powerful 
interpersonal experience. With each inquiry, they increase 
their Sensethinking skill, becoming more intuitive and 
perceptive of hidden dynamics in a system. I sometimes refer 
to this as becoming the “smartest person in the room” because 
their development of systemic perception allows them to see 
what is unnoticed and inaccessible with ordinary thinking. 
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Here’s a great example from one of my first workshops 
for teachers. Before you read, please note that the subject 
involves a racial slur and the history of slavery.

November 2015

Note: The “N-word” is spoken as written. It is a term 
used to refer to an offensive racial epithet.

“I want to know why my students use the N-word 
with each other. Don’t they understand the history 
of that word?” 

The questioner was an older African-American 
teacher from the Bronx. “I grew up in Virginia,” he 
said. “I would never think of using that word.”

I was surprised by the question. I was facilitating a 
professional development workshop for faculty and 
staff at a progressive public school in the Bronx, 
NY, teaching Sensethinking to a mostly Latinx and 
African American community. I expected the teachers 
to present something from their curriculum, not 
a personal, contemporary issue, especially one so 
charged. Immediately, I noticed bodies shifting in 
preparation for the discussion.

I reminded everyone that our work this day was 
not to use our analytic capacity but our relational 
intelligence to explore this question. 

“Every question contains a system of relationships. What 
are the core relationships in this system?” I asked. After 
a brief discussion, we decided upon three elements, 
“Black Person,” “White Person,” and “The N-Word,” 
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and that they needed to be examined in two different 
settings: 19th-century slavery and 21st-century youth.

I asked for three volunteers, one for each element. 
The representatives for “Black Person,” “White 
Person,” and “N-Word” stood facing each other in the 
center of the room.

I told them that they were in the 19th-century slavery 
setting. After a few moments of silence, I invited 
them to follow their movement. Very quickly, “Black 
Person” moved across the room, as far away from 
“White Person” and “N-Word” as possible. At the 
same time, “White Person” and “N-Word” moved 
closer. “Black Person,” now standing near the door, 
reported that he would leave the room if he could. 
“White Person” and “N-Word” stood shoulder to 
shoulder, looking silently at “Black Person.” 
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In the next round, I asked for three new volunteers. 
They represented the same elements, only now in the 
21st-century youth setting. The representatives started 
as before, standing in the center of the room facing 
each other, but this time, “Black Person” pulled 
“N-Word” close and placed their right arm around 
“N-Word” while holding up their left hand as if to 
stop or block “White Person.” 

“White Person,” said okay and took a step back. 
“Black Person” reported that they felt like “N-Word” 
belonged to them, and “N-Word” nodded in agreement. 

We closed the exercise here. After thanking the 
volunteers, I asked the teacher who asked the 
question if he had any questions or reflections. He 
shook his head no. “I understand,” he said. 

Here’s the new insight I gained from the experience: 
the relationship between the “N-word” and ownership. 
This was the fourth element in this system, and I 
could see that it came into existence in this systemic 
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relationship due to slavery. If we had represented 
“Ownership,” it would be standing with “White 
Person” and “N-word” in the first scene. In the 21st 
century scene, “Ownership” would be standing 
with “Black Person” and “N-word.” When the 
representative for Black people says that the N-word 
belongs to him, he is expressing, “You don’t own this 
word, and you don’t own me.” 

At the end of the workshop, a teacher walked up 
to me, looking very thoughtful. He had been the 
representative for “Black Person” in the second 
exercise. “This is revolutionary!” he exclaimed. 
“When we started, I couldn’t imagine how we were 
going to answer this question without discussing 
it, but what we experienced, what we felt, was so 
revealing! This changes everything.”

Sensethinking Reveals Hidden Dynamics

When I first started testing out these practices in education, 
I found the work compelling and engaging, but the question 
remained: would it really be more informative than just 
ordinary mental thinking? The answer is an unequivocal yes. 

Take this N-word example. In an ordinary academic process, 
topics as sensitive as the history of racism and slavery can 
be very challenging. My experience has been that these 
discussions, if not sensitively facilitated, often end up 
with unresolved emotions that leave people feeling angry, 
hurt, and misunderstood. A bad experience can result in a 
decision to avoid the issue, especially with people they don’t 
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know well or who have different views. Understanding and 
reconciliation fail to occur, and the consequences ripple out 
into all of society.

With Sensethinking, on the other hand, we don’t share our 
opinions. We don’t debate, analyze, compare and contrast. 
Often, we barely use words. Yet, with this embodied, intuitive 
inquiry, we tap into a deep knowing. This allows profound 
new insight to arise directly from the process and leaves 
people deeply affected. Further more, the participants connect 
with each other. They get to experience their peers as channels 
of knowledge, not as opponents in an argument. Without a 
doubt, this is far more powerful than ordinary thinking. 

My Desire for You: Superpowerment!

To review, here are the three lessons of Sensethinking:

1.	 You can access information directly through your 
body and senses rather than seeking answers outside 
of you. 

2.	 Thinking with your senses nourishes your relationship 
with yourself and others, rather than depleting you 
from separation from the mind and body. 

3.	 Truth and health are defined by the positive energetic 
signatures of a system and can be perceived by the 
body. Neither truth nor health result from having the 
“right” ideas in mind alone. 

When I witness people turning on their Sensethinking, it’s as 
if they are turning on their superpowers. And so, my wish for 
you is your own superpowerment! 
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You can have a taste of Sensethinking right now. On the 
next page, I will teach you one of my favorite Sensethinking 
exercises. 

Resource: The Creative Forces Triangle

The triangle is a symbol of the forces of creation. It can 
represent mother, father, and child; thesis, antithesis, and 
synthesis; love, power, and creativity. Or, as in this example, 
the three points can represent the activating force, the 
restraining force, and the reconciling force. I teach The 
Creative Forces Triangle as one of the essential “maps” of 
Sensethinking. 

The Three Creative Forces: Activating, 
Restraining, and Reconciling

Activating Force: Need, desire, motivation, impulse. 
Anything that initiates the creative spark. 
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Restraining Force: The material or medium through which 
the activating force will take shape. This is not the same as an 
opposing force, though it may appear to take on that quality at 
times.

Reconciling Force: How will the partnership of the 
activating and restraining forces manifest? Through creative 
reconciliation. This is the energy that finds a way to bring 
together the activating and restraining influences to create 
something new. 

Think of a clay pot. The activating force is expressed as the 
need for something to carry water. The restraining force is 
the clay that will be shaped into the vessel. The reconciling 
force is the creativity of the craftsperson. The clay pot is the 
manifestation of these three forces. 

As archetypal forces of creation, everything that exists can 
be viewed through the lens of these forces. Sensethinking 
with the Creative Forces Triangle is a direct way to reveal the 
hidden dynamics shaping the issues you care about.

How to Use the Creative Forces Triangle for 
Sensethinking 

Overview 

The exercise is simple in concept. You bring a subject of 
inquiry to the triangle and use your body to sense how each 
force of the triangle feels in relation to your inquiry. 

Choosing Your Inquiry

To begin, make a list of a few different topics you would 
like to explore. What can you choose? The possibilities are 
endless. A simple way to begin would be to select characters 
from a movie or book you enjoy and sense into the three 
forces for each character. You can choose a historical 
period you are interested in and identify people of events to 
investigate. 

You can also choose something more personal, such as a 
challenge or issue that you are curious about. However, if you 
work with a personal topic, do not do this exercise on people 
in your life; focus instead on the issue itself.

Why not use this about people in your life? Sensethinking 
is active sensing in a relational field. As a result, consent 
is essential. When it comes to working on personal 
relationships, there are additional specific considerations that 
I teach. For this exercise, if you want to work with people, 
choose characters from a book or movie or historical figures. 

Set-Up 
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Write down the subject of inquiry plus each force on a sheet 
of paper, Activating, Restraining, and Reconciling. Place each 
sheet on the floor, creating a triangle. You will stand on the 
paper, so give yourself enough space between the sheets to 
stand on or over one sheet at a time. 

You might wish to have a notebook/journal nearby to record 
your observations during the exercise. 

The Exercise

Choose your subject of the inquiry. You may wish to write it 
down in your notebook. Once you have made the decision, 
you can relax your mind. You don’t have to hold onto the 
subject with your mind in any way. 

How to Sense-Think

Now it’s time for the fun part! You will step onto each paper 
and feel the information in your body. This step might be 
challenging for your mind, but I assure you your body will 
give you information. 
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Step 1: Sensethinking Your Subject of Inquiry

Before you step onto the first paper, take a deep breath 
and soften your shoulders, neck, and belly, three areas 
where we often hold tension. Then step onto the center 
paper, Your Subject. Notice what it feels like to sense into 
this subject. I like to imagine that I have been placed in 
blindfolded in a room of treasures. Rest quietly and feel. 
Trust what arises. 

Pay attention to any sensations, how your body wants to 
stand, and where you want to look or don’t want to look. 
Notice how you relate to the other pieces of paper. Notice 
what thoughts arise. Welcome it all as information. If 
doubts arise, acknowledge them, but keep going. If you 
like, you can take notes about your experience.

Step off the paper and release all of the energy. You might 
want to shake or brush off your body to help you clear your 
mind and body. Bring your body to a neutral, relaxed state.

Step 2: Sensethinking the Activating Force

When you are ready, step onto the Activating Force paper. 
Sense as before. Feel free to change the location of the paper, 
if that feels right. Trust what arises.

When you complete this step, release the information and 
return to a neutral, relaxed state. Record any observations.

Step 3: Sensethinking the Restraining Force
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When you are ready, step onto the Restraining Force paper. 
Sense. Change the location of the paper, if that feels right. 
Trust.

When you are complete, step off the paper and return to a 
neutral, relaxed state. Record your observations.

Step 4: Sensethinking the Creative Force

Step onto the Creative Force. Sense and adjust as needed. 

As before, when you are complete, step off the paper. Brush 
off the energy or shake your body. Record any observations. 
You may wish to repeat the exercise a second time to check 
your experience or see if anything changed.

What if You Don’t Feel Anything?

This is the most common concern I get. My response: 
Try again. Or try with a friend, where you each stand on 
different papers, or where one person stands as the subject 
and the other stands as the three forces. I assure you this is 
real, and it does work. Keep trying, and you will build your 
Sensethinking muscle.

Closing the Exercise

Before clearing away the papers, take a moment to be grateful 
for the new insights you received. 

May this exercise serve you well and expand your capacity as 
a sense thinker. Blessings on your Sensethinking journey!

CHAPTER TWO

Imagine a World Where Hearts 
are Educated as Much as Minds

“Educating the mind without educating the heart is 
no education at all.”

- Aristotle 

The old paradigm of education operates under a materialistic 
worldview, where “to have is to be” is creating a sense of lack 
because we can never have enough and are left always wanting 
more. As a homeschool mom, transpersonal psychologist, EQ 
coach, and yoga and meditation teacher, I see a new paradigm of 
education on the horizon, one that operates under a transpersonal 
worldview, where “to love is to be” and we are always enough 
because love is abundant and ever present in our hearts.

All through school, I was taught to chase the American Dream. 
I was told that success meant attending college, getting a 9-5 
job, buying a house, getting married, and having children. I 
came from a long line of poverty and struggle. I was the first in 
my family to graduate high school, so education was important 
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to me. Therefore, I chose to go to college no matter the cost, 
believing that it was the key to a better life. 

I received scholarships, but it still wasn’t enough to pay the 
high cost of tuition. So, without fully comprehending what 
I was getting myself into, I took out student loans. I had no 
idea that I was signing myself up for a potential lifetime of 
compounding debt. 

I believed that college would bring me a sense of success and 
financial stability that my family never knew. It never occurred 
to me that one day in the future, I may not want to work 40 hours 
a week to pay back the loans. I never once thought about what 
motherhood would be like and that I would end up wanting to be 
a stay-at-home mother who homeschools her children. 

I wasn’t educated to seek purpose or meaning in life. It was 
never about finding what made my heart sing. It was about 
finding a career that would make a lot of money. I was always 
a star student who wanted to succeed in school. But, in many 
ways, my education failed me, and I had so much healing and 
unlearning to do as a result of it. 

I had a spiritual awakening in my twenties, and my entire 
worldview crumbled beneath me. My heart was telling me to travel 
and see the world. It was calling me to live a slower life, learn to 
live off the land, and move to an off-grid lifestyle. But I realized 
then that I couldn’t follow that dream because I had already 
enslaved myself with student loan debt, some of which my family 
had co-signed for me, which meant that, if I chose to leave the 
system and ignore the debt, then it would fall on their shoulders.

I began to feel paralyzed by the debt and experienced 
depression and anxiety because of it. I didn’t know what to do 
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with my life in the material realm, so I focused all my energy 
on my spiritual growth. I realized that many of the truths I had 
been handed in childhood didn’t resonate. So, I began a path 
of self-education: studying every religion, philosophy, and 
spiritual practice I could find. 

I came upon transpersonal psychology, and even though it 
was far outside the norm, I knew it was the path for me. Since 
I was already heavily in debt anyway, I trusted my heart and 
took out more loans to pursue a graduate degree in the field. 

Transpersonal psychology differs from mainstream, 
behavioristic psychology. It is holistic and not only 
acknowledges the whole person but also goes beyond the 
person and looks at the spiritual dimension of humanity. 
During my graduate studies, I began to have a vision for a 
new paradigm of education and wrote a graduate paper on 
“Moving Towards a Transpersonal Education System.” 

A few years later, I was divinely guided to a position as 
a school-based mental health therapist position, a job I 
didn’t think I was “qualified” for because I chose to pursue 
transpersonal psychology rather than going the clinical 
route and getting “licensed.” Again, this shows that, when 
something is meant for you, life finds a way to make it happen, 
even when it falls outside the constraints of our systems. 

I spent four school years in this position, working with more 
than 100 children and teens in the public school system. 
Through this work, I gained frontline experience of the 
blind spots in our educational paradigm. I observed a huge 
disparity, with so much emphasis on the thinking mind and 
very little on the feeling sense. 
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Elementary-aged students were taught math, science, and 
literature every day but were in counseling classes for only 
one hour every two weeks. Middle school and high school 
students were left virtually on their own. They could visit the 
guidance counselor if they needed help, but they no longer 
had formal social and emotional education.

As a therapist, I routinely worked with only those children who 
were exhibiting social, behavioral, or emotional problems or who 
had knowingly been through some sort of trauma. These kids 
started spontaneously referring to me as “The Feelings Teacher,” 
and they came into sessions excited to share their feelings with 
me and learn skills to manage them in a healthy way.

I felt strongly that all students should be given emotional 
education and support and that it should be a part of their 
daily routine at school. I began to receive more downloads of 
a new education model. I started envisioning what our world 
could look like if hearts were educated as much as minds. I 
felt called to birth my business, HeartFirst Education, to help 
usher in the new paradigm and bring this vision to life. 

Educating the Whole Person, HeartFirst

Martin Luther King Jr. wrote in The Purpose of Education, 
“The most dangerous criminal may be the man gifted with 
reason, but with no morals.” 

When we operate from the mind (as the old paradigm of 
education does), profit can become more important than people, 
opinions become more important than relationships, and progress 
becomes more important than sustainability. Therefore, we must 
balance education of the mind with an education of the heart, 
focusing on emotional intelligence and virtue development. 
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“I wish that one day, formal education will pay attention to 
the education of the heart, teaching love, compassion, justice, 
forgiveness, tolerance, and peace. This education is necessary, 

from kindergarten to secondary schools and universities. I mean 
social, emotional, and ethical learning. We need a worldwide 
initiative for educating heart and mind in this modern age.” 

-Dalai Lama

THE HEARTFIRST EDUCATION MODEL 
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Traditional education models have separated the mind from 
the rest of the human experience. Learners mostly sit still and 
listen. Read, write, and repeat. But we are multidimensional 
beings. Focusing on educating, only one aspect of our 
existence creates an imbalanced society.

The HeartFirst Education model is holistic and focuses 
on educating the whole person, heart first. This model 
encompasses all aspects of the human experience: mind, body, 
spirit, heart, and community. The heart always comes first 
because nothing is more important, potent, or powerful than 
love and our ability to give and receive it through our hearts. 
Community is also included in the HeartFirst model because 
we are social beings who need each other to survive and thrive. 

MIND

“The mind is a wonderful servant but a terrible master.” 

- Robin Sharma 

The purpose of education is not simply to fill a person’s head 
with facts, preconceived notions, or beliefs. Instead, true 
education encourages critical thinking, curiosity, and divergent 
thought. It’s not so focused on memorizing answers, but rather 
on remaining open-minded enough to ask questions.

The current education system puts math, language, and other 
left-brain activities at the top and places art, music, and 
other right-brain activities at the bottom. Holistic education 
recognizes that both are equally valid.

While our old paradigm has focused so heavily on educating 
minds, it has focused little on understanding the power of 
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thought, shifting your mindset, and learning how to control 
the mind rather than letting it control you. 

I grew up identifying with my mind, not realizing the deeper “I 
am” presence that exists beyond thinking. My mind was trained 
to think negatively, and I never questioned the validity of my 
thoughts or realized that my victim mentality was limiting me. 

It wasn’t until my twenties that I discovered another way 
of being, learning mindfulness meditation and cognitive 
behavioral therapy techniques. These teachings changed my 
life. If I had learned them as a child, I could have made better 
choices and avoided unnecessary suffering. 

The new paradigm will instill mindfulness from a young 
age. Rather than just telling children to pay attention and 
becoming frustrated when they can’t focus, we will actually 
teach them how to pay attention through mindfulness skills. 
This involves teaching kids to be present in the moment, 
practice contemplation, develop self-awareness, and become 
the witness and observe their experience from a place of 
curiosity, nonattachment, compassion, and love. 

Children will also be taught to notice the quality and tone 
of their thoughts. They will learn to recognize the difference 
between helpful and unhelpful thinking and to shift unhealthy 
thoughts into positive, healthy self-talk. 

Our minds are incredibly powerful. Look at all that we have 
created that was originally just an idea in someone’s mind. Take 
a moment and peer back into history and observe how mental 
constructs continuously change the course of life for humanity. 

Look at all that humans have created with technology. It is 
extraordinary what we have accomplished. But unfortunately, 
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our emotional evolution hasn’t matched the pace of our 
mental expansion. So, you might say that, technically 
and intellectually, we are living in a golden age, while 
emotionally, we are still living in the stone age. 

Our thoughts become things. When we think of an idea, 
we find a way to manifest it into reality. So, what if we 
collectively shift our focus to thoughts of a loving, unified 
society? What if we trained the mind to serve the heart and 
used our intellect and technology for the highest good? 

BODY

Just as the old paradigm ignores the heart, it also ignores the 
body. Unfortunately, I learned through my schooling to do 
the same. I was the proverbial professor, who merely used 
her body to carry around her head. I didn’t even realize how 
disembodied I was because I was so engrossed in my mind. 

I didn’t exercise or play any sports, as I associated both with 
traumatic experiences in gym class where a teacher berated 
me for not being able to run a mile, and I was laughed at by 
students when I couldn’t dribble a ball down the court. 

I started to hate my body. Not only did I feel uncoordinated, 
out of shape, and incapable, but I also felt ugly because 
other students constantly criticized how I looked. I learned 
through my schooling that it was safer to live in my mind, so I 
completely ignored my body.

I still remember how furious I felt when I learned that 
physical fitness classes were required for my undergraduate 
program. I thought it was a waste of time, that it had nothing 
to do with my psychology degree, and expected to gain 
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nothing but shame from a fitness class. I’m happy to share 
now that my assumption was wrong. 

A friend suggested we try yoga, which I knew nothing about. I 
reluctantly agreed, and it changed my life because it brought me 
back to my body. I was surprised that I didn’t feel shame in yoga 
class. Instead, I felt a newfound sense of calm, ease, and flow. 

As I deepened in my yoga practice, I realized that yoga helped 
me release old feelings, like anger and shame that had been 
repressed and stored in my body. So, it turned out that yoga 
actually had everything to do with my psychology degree, and 
there was much more to the mind-body connection than I had 
previously considered.

I loved yoga so much that I continued to practice regularly 
and eventually became a certified yoga instructor. I now teach 
several classes a week to children and adults. During my work 
in public schools, I introduced yoga to elementary students 
who were eager to move and explore their bodies in a more 
engaged and meaningful way.

Yoga is an excellent way to honor the body, enhance learning, 
and help children connect to their highest selves. Yoga means 
to yoke or unite. It serves as a bridge for mind, body, spirit, 
and heart. Yoga helps foster mindfulness, embodiment, 
and self-regulation, all important components of a holistic 
education model. 

The body is the first educational system that we experience 
as human beings. We begin learning and exploring in and 
through the body while still in the womb. Children live in 
their bodies naturally but often learn through schooling to 
ignore the body and keep their awareness in their minds.

Many children are hands-on learners and need to experience 
their learning with their bodies to absorb it fully. So 
even something as simple as adding movement to fact 
memorization can go a long way (if we even need to 
memorize facts in the new paradigm.)

Holistic education engages the senses and allows children to 
embody their learning and experience it fully in the present 
moment. This means getting out in nature and connecting to 
the world around them. This also means connecting to their 
bodies and developing body awareness and interoception. 

Another aspect of embodied learning is emotional intelligence 
or EQ. When we teach EQ, we teach children to pay attention 
to their bodies. We teach them to notice the physiological 
sensations that arise when they have an emotion. We also 
teach them to listen to their body as the authority. This means, 
when they feel hungry, they eat, and when they need to use 
the restroom, they go rather than wait for an outside authority 
to permit them to take care of themselves. 

SPIRIT

We are spiritual beings having a human experience, and 
the new paradigm will reflect that understanding. Holistic 
education not only recognizes but also nourishes the spiritual 
dimension of our humanity. 

The old paradigm says, “I know,” while the new paradigm 
says, “I love.”

The old paradigm says, “I have,” while the new paradigm 
says, “I am.”
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It is not about what you do or what you have. It is about who 
you are and how you are being. 

Within each of us is a light, a tremendous source of energy and 
power that, when used lovingly, can create extraordinary change 
in the world. The goal of holistic education is to help each human 
being awaken this power and use it for the highest good of all. 

While the highest potential of a human being is unique to 
the person, it ultimately comes from living in a higher state 
of consciousness where we lead from a place of love. It is 
having a strong sense of meaning, purpose, and connection to 
source energy. It is shifting from “me consciousness” to “we 
consciousness” and recognizing that we are all one. There is 
no separation. 

However, while we are all one, we are also original. To 
truly make a difference in the world, we must be different. 
Yet, the old paradigm of education promotes sameness and 
conformity, leading many people astray from their authentic 
selves as they try to be someone they’re not. 

The old paradigm of education is subject-centered. Our new 
paradigm of education will be person-centered. This means 
that education will look different for each person, and our 
differences will be celebrated rather than feared.

In the old paradigm, children are often asked the cliché 
question, “What do you want to be when you grow up?” 
This teaches them to associate their identity with a career 
and brings them out of the “here and now” and into thoughts 
about the future. This question will have no place in the new 
paradigm where we are focused on who we are and how we 
are being in the present moment. 
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COMMUNITY

Humanity is a social species. Our relationships are essential 
to who we are. Therefore, community will be a central 
value in the new paradigm of education. We will encourage 
cooperation and collaboration over competition. We will 
recognize that we can accomplish more when we work 
together, rather than working against each other. 

When we truly learn to let go of individualism and all this 
focus on “I,” “me,” and “my” and start shifting our perspective 
to “we,” “us,” and “ours,” there will be far more empathy in 
the world because humans will see beyond separation and 
recognize their brothers and sisters as parts of themselves. 

The old paradigm drives separation. The new paradigm creates 
unity, teaching the concept of oneness by illustrating our innate 
connection to each other and all species on Mother Earth. 

The new paradigm of education is not separate or distinct 
from nature. On the contrary, we recognize that we are all one 
and part of nature, not apart from nature. Therefore, nature 
education will be of utmost importance in the new paradigm. 

Ideally, education will take place outdoors most of the time, 
in the open air, whenever the weather allows. Children will be 
taught to plant trees, garden, and build fires. Time will be given 
to engage fully and connect to animals and plant life, as well as 
time to saunter, rest in silence, and observe without interfering. 

Think Outside the Building: The World is Your Classroom

Education doesn’t need to be separated from the greater 
community. Children don’t need to be pulled away from the

family unit to learn. They don’t require the school system to 
develop social relationships either. 

I’ve found through my homeschooling experience that 
homeschoolers have more opportunities to develop deeper 
and richer relationships because families come together and 
learn as a collective, rather than separating children by age 
and educating them away from siblings and parents.

Education isn’t confined to four walls. Humans don’t need to 
sit in a building eight hours a day, five days a week, to get a 
“quality education.” Learning is everywhere, every day. Life 
is school, and the world is our classroom. 

In the new paradigm, we will see many different models of 
education. We will see some students educated in school 
settings, others at home, and some out in the world, whether 
from roaming the forest, swimming in the ocean, or traveling 
to another country. 

HEART

“Having a smart brain is not enough; we also 
need a warm heart. So education must develop our 
intelligence and support the basic human values of 

warm-heartedness and compassion.”

– Dalai Lama.

In ancient times, the heart was considered the center of 
consciousness, and the mind was merely an extension of it. 
However, in modern times, our society has focused heavily on 
the mind and ignored matters of the heart almost entirely.
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We must ask ourselves: Are we thinking beings who feel or 
feeling beings who think? According to Doc Childre, founder 
of HeartMath institute, an organization dedicated to activating 
the hearts of humanity, “We evaluate everything emotionally 
as we perceive it. We think about it after.”

Educating the whole person, heart first, means we consider 
the person’s well-being first. It means emotional intelligence 
takes precedence over academic intelligence. EQ is more of 
a predictor of future success in one’s career, relationships, 
health, and overall quality of life than IQ. Yet, our formal 
education systems spend so much time and energy educating 
the mind and, in doing so, neglect the heart.

We must put well-being first as the primary educational goal 
or benchmark. If someone feels anxious and their nervous 
system is in fight or flight mode, learning doesn’t happen 
anyway because the prefrontal cortex is shut off, and the 
limbic system is running the show. 

I envision an education where we ask, “What do you feel?” 
as often as we ask, “What do you think?” The new paradigm 
will encourage people to listen and follow their hearts, which 
often means following their joy. I firmly believe whatever 
brings you joy, you need more of that in your life. 

We put so much emphasis on the mind, but it isn’t who we 
truly are. Just think of the phrase “learn it by heart.” We use 
this expression to mean that we have learned something and 
now know it from memory. The heart has a knowing that 
goes beyond the mind, and the new educational paradigm will 
teach us to trust that knowing.
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The heart also trusts divine timing. We don’t need to rush to 
deadlines or try to force learning to happen. It will happen 
organically. We must recognize that learning is not truly 
linear. It’s more of a figure 8, with us circling back to things 
again and again throughout our lives. 

The heart is our channel to the divine. It is where we experience 
love. When we live from our hearts, we operate from a deeper 
and higher place. Through the new educational paradigm, we 
will learn to feel safe in the heart’s vulnerability and release the 
need to armor our hearts as a form of self-protection. 

What’s Love Got to Do With It?

“Love is the most powerful force in the universe and we 
have the extraordinary ability to give and receive it.”

- Tim A. Ewell

If education aims to prepare our youth for life and help 
them reach their full potential, then how could love, the 
most powerful force within us, not be an integral part of it? 
Psychiatrist Viktor Frankl, while struggling to survive in a 
Nazi death camp, realized, “Love is the ultimate and highest 
goal to which one can aspire.” Love is what gives meaning to 
our lives. It eases our suffering and connects us.

Imagine if we, as a collective, taught and learned from the 
lens of love. Imagine what our world would be like if love 
were the highest goal of education. Imagine what kind of 
society we could have if we were taught from a young age 
that love was the highest purpose, vision, intention, goal, and 
expectation for our lives. 
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How would this shift the outcome of education? How would 
this change the way we engaged with one another? With the 
greater community? How might it transform the way we see 
ourselves and others?

The mind-oriented paradigm is primarily driven by fear. But, 
while fear serves an essential evolutionary purpose, fear is the 
opposite of love. Fear is rooted in the mind. Love is rooted in 
the heart. Fear wants to make sure we survive. Love helps us 
thrive. 

Fear contracts while love expands. Fear begets more fear. 
Love begets more love. Fear creates separation by wanting to 
protect itself, but love knows only unity. 

Love is who we are. It is our true nature. Love is the highest 
vibration on this planet, and it encompasses all things. Love is 
the greatest force in existence and our most powerful asset as 
human beings. 

Virtue Education

Mind
Mindfulness

Mindfulness is the practice of purposely paying attention 
to the present moment nonjudgmentally, with an attitude of 
friendly curiosity and kindness. It is directing your attention 
to what is actually happening NOW and looking at the present 
moment compassionately, allowing it to be precisely what it 
is. 

We can make mindfulness more fun for kids by asking them 
to be superheroes and engage their “spidey senses” or use 
their “Jedi mind power” to explore the present moment. 

Five Senses Exercise

Look around you and find: 

•	 Five things you can see

•	 Four sounds you can hear

•	 Three things you can touch 

•	 Two things you can smell

•	 One thing you can taste

You can make this more exciting by finding items to 
explore with their senses, such as feathers to touch, musical 
instruments to listen to, and fresh herbs to smell. Taking a 
slow, intentional walk in nature is also a great way to practice 
mindfulness.
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Body
Body Scan 

The body scan mindfulness practice is a great way to help 
children bring awareness to their bodies.

Start by lying down and closing your eyes. Then, bring your 
attention to your internal experience. Take three deep breaths, 
feel the rise and fall of the belly and chest, and observe how 
your body feels in the present moment. 

Bring awareness to the feet. Feel the energy of the feet and 
notice what physical sensations are present. Next, begin 
moving up to the legs, scanning the ankles, shins, knees, and 
thighs and observing the sensations in each space. Continue 
up the body, slowly scanning the hip area, belly, back, and 
chest, followed by the arms, neck, and finally, the face and 
head. 

There are many animated videos available on YouTube that 
will walk children through this process.
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Spirit
Gamma Breath 

Gamma waves are the fastest brain waves. They occur when 
we are highly conscious, alert, engaged, and in flow. Gamma 
waves are considered to be the ultimate brain state. They’re 
associated with greater happiness, heightened creativity, 
enhanced memory, higher cognition, and improved problem-
solving ability. Tibetan Monks show high levels of gamma 
waves, likely because of their consistent mediation practice. 

The breathing practice below (Gamma breath) can help to 
stimulate gamma brain waves.

Inhale through the nose for a count of four. Next, exhale 
through the nose for a count of four. Next, inhale through the 
nose for a count of four. Then, exhale through the mouth for 
a count of four. Next, inhale through the mouth for a count 
of four. Next, exhale through the mouth for a count of four. 
Finally, inhale through the mouth for a count of four and 
exhale through the nose for a count of four.

Repeat this two more times. 
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Heart
Heart Coherence Breath

Researchers at the HeartMath institute have scientifically 
proven heart coherence breathing puts you in a coherent heart 
state where your brain and heart work in balance and your 
nervous system functions optimally. This is a calm, energized 
state where you feel a deeper connection to yourself and the 
world around you.

To practice heart coherence breath, simply inhale for a count 
of six and exhale for a count of six. This equates to just five 
breaths a minute. This slow, deep breathing helps to calm 
your nervous system and regulate your heart rhythm.

You can experiment with inhaling and exhaling through the 
nose or mouth. What is most important is the slow rhythm of 
the breath. Practicing heart-coherence breathing for at least 
three minutes is recommended to achieve a heart coherent 
state. But, naturally, the longer you practice, the more benefits 
you will likely notice. You can practice this breath in any 
position, but a seated position is recommended, as lying down 
changes the direction of the heart’s current.

Guide: Rising from the comfortable chair, the Young One 
sparkles with illumination. 

Young One: The last cloak has gone, and I realize I am that 
wise person. Oh yes.

Next is the Oasis of Discovery. Ah, there is a guide on the 
path. Guide, what happens if I go this way? 

Guide: The choice is all yours. You can go into the Oasis of 
Discovery and have an adventure and find some tools that will 
help you tune into your soul purpose, your soul destiny, why 
you incarnated, and why you are here now. Or, you may feel 
you need to go to the Treasure Chest of Light. Many tools in 
the chest will help free you of any heavy burdens you carry 
and want to get rid of.

I have a light 
staff, the road is lit, and there is a Guide there to help my 
animal friend and me. It is like looking at a screen. I don’t 
have to be in that situation again. I have to look at the screen 
and see the challenge presented to me and what I did, but I 
don’t feel it. I am not in it. I am just observing the screen and 
choose to release it. 

I have in front of me an enormous sheet of golden paper, 
and I can place that episode, that challenge. I can wrap it in 
this paper for I have learned, and it is released, and it goes. 
I can choose whether to see more episodes on this machine 
for viewing challenges. I can determine if there are more 
episodes for me to watch, if I want to, or if that is enough 
for now.

I feel that, maybe, I can watch one more. I watch it on that 
screen, observing, and I am ready to release this part too, so I 
wrap it in the golden paper, and it is gone. 

I feel much lighter now as I walk along the path, and I feel 
like going to the Waterfall of Light for a quick shower.
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Guide: She is getting to know her soul! The Mother is 
discovering the beauty of her soul frequency. My heart is full. 
I know she will move towards the Table of Connection to 
embody her soul imprint at this golden, circular table of light 
that transcends many layers and levels.

What a remembrance! My heart is so full of love. The Elder, 
too, is plugging into his soul mission! 

Elder: I have remembered what I am here to do. I’m going to 
the Table of Connection, for inside the table, there is a Crystal of 
Community made of many crystals. This Crystal of Community 
must be activated so when all arrive at the table, the bonds of 
community, the energies, can start to flow through the family in 
preparation for the entrance to the other gateway, to the New Earth.

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CHAPTER FIVE

Connecting to Nature through 
Food in Education

By Ida Rahayu

I have been an educator since 2004, and teaching is one of my 
passions. I feel grateful to have had the opportunity to work 
at Green School Bali since 2012. It’s been life-changing. The 
school and the community have opened my eyes to how I 
see my connection to nature and how it’s essential that our 
education system teaches our students about this connection. 
This is something that not a lot of schools are focusing on. 
Teaching for sustainability, not just about it, especially in 
the public schools here in Indonesia. The type of holistic, 
wall-less, authentic, and student-centered education wasn’t 
something I had when I was in school. 

As a Javanese person, I am thankful that the island of Bali 
has welcomed me with a lot of love and beautiful energy. I 
feel at home. When I started working at the Green School 
Bali as an Indonesian language teacher, I had little to offer 
my students besides teaching my mother tongue. Two years 
later, the school decided to add a program called “Jalan-
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Jalan,” an Indonesian word that literally means taking a walk 
or traveling. The idea of this program is for students to be out 
and about, exploring, having real experiences, and connecting 
with communities. It’s a mixed-age elective program, where 
students in grades six, seven, and eight can choose what they 
desire based on their passions. 

Green School focuses on student-centered learning and 
getting students to choose what they are passionate about. 
As a teacher, I was to provide classes that gave students 
opportunities for experiential learning, based on their passions 
and strengths. At that time, I decided to give opportunities 
for students to have fun with cooking. I believe cooking is an 
important life skill they will need for the rest of their lives.

The cooking classes went well. The students had a lot of fun 
cooking anything they liked and eating together afterward. 
They made tacos, oatmeal cookies, chia pudding, ceviche, 
and much more. They found some recipes online and 
gathered some ingredients before class. However, I thought 
something was missing. I was wondering what the students 
were actually learning from the class. Apart from the cooking 
experience, something more meaningful and impactful had 
to be happening. So, I started learning more about food and 
nutrition. I would often invite teachers, who were chefs or 
nutritionists, to talk to the class. We had a parent, who is a 
nutritionist and owns one of the healthy food stalls at school, 
come in and share her expertise with the students. She shared 
information about nutrition, a healthy balanced diet, and the 
science behind tastes and how to combine them to create tasty 
meals. She also shared some healthy recipes. During these 
sessions, I learned alongside my students.
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In 2016, I was granted a university scholarship for a year-
long graduate certificate program in Permaculture Design. 
It was life-changing! I felt positive impacts both personally 
and professionally. From the course, I learned so much about 
sustainable living and better understood who I am as a part 
of the natural world. I believed that before I could teach it to 
others, I needed to do it myself. Understanding permaculture 
changed my perspective about loving nature.

At university, I joined the Nature Lover Club. We did a lot of 
hiking, rock climbing, white-water rafting, etc. I thought loving 
nature meant spending more time in nature, planting trees, and 
cleaning up the rivers or the oceans. Now, I understand it’s 
beyond that. I think it’s about understanding my role as part 
of nature. I am beautifully interconnected with all other living 
and nonliving things - plants, animals, microorganisms, fungi, 
water, air, soil, and many other things. Everything I do will 
impact those living things, and I should try my best to make 
a positive impact. One example is eating, an act which every 
living being needs to do to live. If I eat food that is grown 
organically in a way that regenerates the soil and ecosystem, 
I am making a positive impact. However, suppose I eat 
chemically fertilized and sprayed produce. In that case, I am 
making a negative impact by supporting the practice of farmers 
who deplete the soil and create an imbalance in the ecosystem. 
As part of the collective called nature, we must ensure that 
everything is balanced to survive. For me, loving nature means 
loving being a part of it and living in harmony with it. This is 
what I want to share with my students.

Using permaculture ethics and principles, I developed my 
cooking class into a more holistic project-based learning 
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program, called Seeds to Table. The idea is to bring awareness 
to students about the impact of the food they eat on their 
health, the environment, and the society around them. 

Looking at how we eat, generally, we are disconnected from 
our food. Our food system doesn’t allow us to know where our 
food comes from, who grows the plants, how they’re grown, 
who raises the animals, or how they are looked after. Even 
worse, sometimes we don’t know what we put in our bodies. 
Our ancestors used to hunt and gather for food, getting all the 
nutrients they needed as it came from healthy, rich undisturbed 
soil. When humans started domesticating and cultivating 
plants and animals twelve thousand years ago, people searched 
less for food. These days, food is being marketed in highly 
processed forms, grown or raised with a high content of 
chemicals that pollute our bodies and our environment. I 
believe a new education paradigm enables us to connect back 
to the roots of food and nature and be truly one with it.

The cost to our health, the environment, and the resources 
used to produce a lot of convenient, fast foods is 
heartbreaking. The soil is depleted with chemicals used in 
fertilizers, the forests are being cut down for more agricultural 
purposes, and the biodiversity of animals has gone down due 
to deforestation and chemical sprays. These chemicals pollute 
the water, air, and soil, to name a few. Knowing all these facts 
made me realize how important it is for me as an educator to 
inspire my students to be more connected with the food they 
eat and inspire them to create a positive impact. Seeds to Table 
was designed for students not only to learn how to cook, but 
also to understand what makes a healthy and nutritious meal, 
as well as grow edible gardens from seeds and composting. 
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Students learn the whole cycle of food and are encouraged to 
connect with their food and the natural world. 

What does the Seeds to Table program look like? It’s a course 
where students learn how to grow seeds, plant seedlings into a 
garden bed, harvest their crops, cook using the ingredients they 
have grown, and compost any waste. The focus of the class 
is to use only local and seasonal ingredients, organic when 
possible, and generating zero waste. The students love cooking 
classes. It’s mind-blowing what they create. For the cooking 
classes, I would normally share simple cooking techniques in 
the kitchen using simple ingredients they can use later. I like to 
allow them to cook whatever they want as long as it’s healthy 
and sustainable. Valuing students’ diverse creativity is the key 
to education, like valuing the diversity in nature helps it to 
thrive. Giving freedom to students about what they cook gives 
them a chance to explore and learn naturally. It’s okay to make 
mistakes or fail, as there are a lot of lessons in the process. All 
I do in the kitchen during these cooking classes is make myself 
available if they need help, or sometimes I create something as 
well. I am always learning together with them. 

I realized that running the Seeds to Table program for only one 
term was not enough time for my students to experience the 
whole process of planting and harvesting. They also did not have 
the opportunity to gain a deeper understanding of each element, 
like the plants or the soil, and to understand how the whole 
system works. Everything related to food is very complex. There 
are so many elements that should be explained deeper within 
this course. For example, when producing food in regenerative 
farming, we would focus more on perennial plants, and some 
plants would take at least six months to bear results. 
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In 2021, I had the opportunity to redesign and teach 
Green Studies, a subject at Green School that focuses 
on environmental science and stewardship. I used this 
opportunity to develop Seeds to Table as a three-year course 
for Middle School students to learn from grades six to eight. I 
created a different focus for each grade. Grade six is focused 
on soil, seeds, and medicinal plants. Grade seven focuses on 
animals and how microorganisms are part of the ecosystem as 
a source of our food. This includes composting. Grade eight 
covers processing the harvest, ingredients, and enterprise 
projects around food. The course is adaptable for all ages and 
can be taught holistically rather than as a subject.

Seeds and Nursery

The grade six students would start with an introduction to 
permaculture ethics, which consists of Earth Care, People 
Care, and Fair Share. They learn about seeds and understand 
the difference between hybrid and heirloom seeds and the 
importance of planting heirloom seeds. Like anything else, 
seeds are also becoming a commodity that companies are 
monopolizing. A lot of seeds are being industrialized, and this 
impacts our natural ecosystem.

Whenever I have the students grow something from seeds, 
they can choose any seeds available for them to plant. 
“What would you like to grow? Just think about what 
you would like to cook later,” I would often say to them. 
It’s satisfying to see how excited they are watching the 
seeds they planted growing, which also gets me excited. I 
remember one day a student came into class in the morning. 
She rushed to the back balcony where we had our nursery 
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and shouted with excitement, “OMG, my rosella is growing. 
This is so cool!” She would come and check every morning 
and remember to water it. I know that feeling of awe and 
satisfaction to see the beauty of nature. Some students even 
gave their plants names, like Timothy for their tomato plants 
or Brittany for their butterfly pea. This particular student 
wrote in her reflection about her garden bed, saying, “It’s 
challenging to see Brittany Butterfly Pea strangling Timothy 
Tomato.” I loved how they used alliteration with a twist of 
humor to explore what happened with the plants they were 
growing.

Soil

Soil is the key to our food. To connect with our food means 
to communicate with the soil. Many of us do not understand 
the importance of healthy soil to maintain our existence on 
this planet. Healthy soil gives us the nutritious food we need 
to live and keeps our ecosystem in balance. Healthy soil is 
one of the solutions to climate change. However, more than 
a third of natural habitats, like forests, grassland, etc., have 
been cleared for agricultural purposes. Chemical fertilizer is 
increasingly used to grow our food, which depletes the soil, 
killing all the life inside it that is substantial. Depleted soil 
doesn’t give us enough nutrients we need in our food. That’s 
why it’s important to connect more with the source of our 
food and what kind of soil it’s been growing in. 

Soil is a very complex topic, and so many elements around 
it need to be discussed. I would start by getting the students 
to understand the differences between healthy and unhealthy 
soil, what makes soil healthy and what causes soil to become 
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unhealthy, the importance of healthy soil and what we can 
do to keep our soil healthy. The science of soil is my favorite 
subtopic—life under the dirt with all the microbes, insects, 
fungi, and mycelium network. Students also learn about the 
importance of mulch or ground cover to protect the earth.

Permaculture guild

This is another favorite subtopic; one way to keep the soil 
healthy is by planting a biodiversity of mostly perennial 
plants. Students learn which plants are local in Bali and 
which are not and how each plant, including weeds, has its 
function in the system. Students learn about how the natural 
ecosystem works and that we should use the pattern in nature 
as a guideline to design our garden. Each student would work 
in a group, sketch a garden, and make a list of what they 
want to grow. Seeing how excited they are to decide what to 
plant and collaborate is so encouraging. Although sometimes 
they don’t agree with each other, this is when they learn how 
to respect the opinion of others, express their own ideas, and 
work as a team. 

Planting, Maintenance, Harvesting

This is the fun part when the students get to plant the 
seedlings they have prepared. It’s so beautiful how they all 
work together as a team, dividing jobs, composting from our 
compost stations, weeding, or collecting some dry Alang-
Alang (Cogon grass we usually use for roofing) for mulch. 
Sometimes, we have damaged or worn-out Alang-Alang 
roofs, so we use that for mulching our garden. Every time 
we had a class, the first thing they wanted to do was go to 
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their garden and check on their plants. Sometimes, we would 
sit together as a class and quickly reflect on how things 
were going, sharing what was going well in the garden and 
what issues might arise. If there are issues, we discuss why 
they happened and what the solutions might be. After a few 
months, I got the students to harvest whatever was ready 
and for them to cook in the kitchen. They loved it. When we 
did a quick circle before eating, the students would share. 
One student said, “It feels so good to eat something we plant 
ourselves. This way, I appreciate food even more, and it’s 
good to know where this food comes from. I know it’s good 
for my body, and I don’t harm the environment.”

Animals (chicken, bees and composting)

Growing our food regeneratively isn’t possible without 
involving animals and other organisms. Students in grade 
seven look in-depth at the roles of animals in the ecosystem 
and how to take care of them. We focus only on certain 
animals, like chickens, insects (bees), and those who help 
with composting, like worms and black soldier flies. Although 
we have other animals like cows and pigs on campus, I 
don’t focus on these animals. We do use cow manure to 
make our compost, though. For the chicken project last year, 
the students reorganized the chicken coop by designing a 
new house and fundraised to buy some of the materials and 
chickens. They built a new bamboo house for the chickens, 
prepared the deep litter system, and learned how to feed 
them properly. They also learned about black soldier flies, 
which help compost our food scraps and use the larvae as a 
nutritious food source for the chickens.
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Food Health and Food Enterprise Project

At this stage, students explore the many elements of food 
that many people are unaware of. Students go deeper into the 
definition of food and food philosophy. For example, what 
is food to us? Why do we need food? What’s the history 
of food as medicine; how does food impact our health and 
environment; what, where, when, and how do we eat? Yes, it’s 
vital that we enjoy the food we eat, but it is also imperative to 
be conscious of our relationship with it. The students explored 
this topic individually, so they could express their opinions 
and ideas on the subject. They created a Google site with the 
purpose of finding a more profound connection with food 
and sharing their work with a bigger community to inspire 
them. At the end of this course, I asked for students’ feedback, 
and they suggested that they should be able to use different 
platforms, not just websites. Next time, I would love to let the 
students use any media they are most interested in, such as 
creating a short documentary, podcasts, posters, artwork, etc. 
This is a way to connect with the students by listening to them 
and accommodating them when possible. 

Once the students understand more about food, it’s time for 
them to create something using natural ingredients. The idea 
of cooking classes is fun. They love it, and sometimes some 
students do not want to go to break as they enjoy cooking 
so much. But is cooking the only way? Of course not. It’s 
nice sometimes to cook together and enjoy the meals as a 
community, but it is also lovely to add something a bit more 
interesting to the cooking activity. So, I invited the students to 
do a cook-off in a lesson we called Green MasterChef. 
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Green MasterChef challenges them to cook healthy and 
sustainable dishes. It’s not only about cooking; there are a lot 
of skills and values that students can learn here. Collaboration 
is a big part of organizational skills, responsibility, creativity, 
trust, and sustainability. Students could plan what they want 
to make with the group and ensure they only use natural, 
fresh, local, and seasonal ingredients. Since we don’t have 
every ingredient in our garden, I encourage students to 
connect with the food source. We visited farmers, connected 
with the suppliers, and found out where the ingredients 
come from, knowing that the production of it is not harming 
the environment. While planning, they would ask if certain 
ingredients were local. It sparked their curiosity. For example, 
a student asked, “Why don’t olives grow here in Bali?” 
Another student replied, “Because this plant needs a certain 
climate to grow and produce fruit. Bali’s climate isn’t for it.” 
They would name many ingredients they want to use and ask 
if they are local. If not, they would figure out how to use it 
in their dish. It’s nice sometimes to be there listening to their 
conversation while planning their recipes. I am happy they 
have started being conscious of what they are cooking.

The Green Warung Enterprise Project

Another fun thing to add to the cooking classes is an 
enterprise project. It’s a student-led project that they open and 
manage, the Green Warung. “Warung” is an Indonesian word 
for food stall or small restaurant. So, our warung is our school 
cafeteria.

I shared with my students the job openings, descriptions, 
and qualifications needed to fulfill each role. Each student 
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went through the process from applying for the job they 
wanted to having a job interview. For the role of Head Chef, 
they needed to complete a cooking challenge. Students 
run the warung and, of course, they were paid their profit. 
Each student has a role based on what they are passionate 
about including management, accountants, cashiers, 
purchasing team, chefs, cooks, waiters, and marketing crew. 
I collaborated with the Green School finance department, 
marketing and communication team, and managers to help 
mentor the students so they could learn from real experts. 
Students learn from not only me but also our community.

It’s beautiful to see the process and how they propose to get a 
loan from school to start the businesses and pay it back. When 
they start their project, not everything goes smoothly - they 
struggle with their communication skills and collaboration 
but manage to work on it; creating a healthy and sustainable 
menu is not easy. However, they still needed to make sure 
that other students liked it so they could sell it. Yes, students 
needed to ensure they sold healthy and sustainable food, but 
one day they decided to sell Rice Krispies. Of course, they 
had already made them, but I explained, “No, you are not 
selling them, and you know why. Unless you want to make a 
healthy version of Rice Krispies, then, yes.” They understood 
and were not going to make them again. They did conduct an 
experiment to try to make a healthy version using red rice and 
dark chocolate, which was actually quite good. 

Just like in a real business, the students each played a different 
role, and someone got fired as he wasn’t doing his job properly. 
Some of the cooks came to me and said they weren’t happy 
with the head chef as he wasn’t helping his team, and it was 
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hard to communicate with him. I suggested they speak with 
their general manager so they could make the decision to 
resolve the issue. After a long discussion with the team of 
students, the manager made the decision to let the head chef go 
and hired another one from the existing kitchen team. The old 
head chef then had to apply for another role that was available, 
like being a waiter or one of the marketing crew. It’s amazing 
how consciously they handled this real-life scenario. One day, 
one of the teachers told me that he thought some students were 
hanging out in the classroom during break time. He tried to 
talk to them, and they said, “Excuse me, but we are having a 
very important meeting. We are about to fire someone.” He 
exclaimed, “Wow, they are serious about their business!” 

Another thing that happened like in real business, someone 
decided to resign. He thought the job was too hard for him to 
handle, so he decided not to continue. I told him that it was 
okay to step down, but he would need to write a resignation 
letter. After he resigned, I gave him the opportunity to choose 
any activity or a project he would like to do that was related 
to food, for example, gardening. This class really gave 
students the opportunity to learn a lot of life skills, to push 
themselves to try things they hadn’t done before, to discover 
new strengths, and to recognize when they needed to take a 
step back. They learned how to deal with real-life successes 
and problems, both nice and challenging. For example, the 
students reflected that not everyone is nice in these kinds of 
on-the-job situations. The cashier said that some people were 
pleasant, but others were impatient, and it sometimes felt 
rude. The students learned resilience, compassion, and how to 
not take things personally, but instead to overcome all those 
challenges as a team. 
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During the pandemic, the school decided to minimize the 
crowd gathering, including in the Green Warung. So, we 
used the time for team-building activities and professional 
development. The kitchen team decided to experiment with 
making their pasta. We only had flour in our store cupboard, 
so they went to the chicken coop, collected some eggs, and 
stopped at the garden to pick some basil they had grown. 
Finally, the pesto pasta was ready. Last term, pasta was on 
their lunch menu, and it was very popular and always sold out. 

Yes, this Green Warung project provided a lot of learning but 
also required a lot of evolution, not only for the students but 
also for me as a facilitator. All this gratitude encouraged me 
to give back to the island and community. Amazingly, Green 
School exists in Bali, but most students are not from Bali. They 
are from outside of Indonesia. No matter where they are from, 
students should have the opportunity to learn in this way. This 
is why I started sharing my knowledge with the local students. 
I was called to give back to the island and community by 
making Seeds to Table accessible to all local schools in Bali. 

There is so much highly processed food sold in their canteens; 
almost all of them are packaged mostly in plastics. While 
several schools have good waste management, most schools 
in Bali do not. Some school waste would be picked up by a 
truck and put in landfills. I have seen it with my own eyes, 
and they burn the trash within the school compound. They do 
not understand the impact of this waste on their health and 
environment, so I created the Seeds to Table in Bali Schools 
program. 

The idea of this program is a little different, as I am 
focusing more on waste management in local schools, with 
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the objective that these schools start having proper waste 
management, an edible garden, a composting system, and 
cooking classes. As a starting goal, they are encouraged to 
use less plastic or to minimize as much packaging as possible. 
When I started this project, after school hours at Green 
School, I went to a few local schools to teach a group of 
students to grow food from seeds, make worm compost, sort 
out waste, and cook. It felt so rewarding to see how students 
appreciate having the opportunity to have an outdoor and 
hands-on class. They seemed to enjoy it. The principal of one 
of the schools told me how the kids checked on their garden 
every day and nibbled on tomatoes they grew in their garden. 

After some time, I got busier and no longer had time to teach 
the program by myself. So, I decided to invite some of the 
teachers to a 4-day teacher training course so they could run 
the program at their schools without me. I encouraged these 
teachers to start being aware of the greater impact of growing, 
cooking, and eating food. Some great feedback I received 
was that teachers had begun growing their own food at home. 
One teacher told me how she went to a traditional market and 
brought all her containers and bags to reduce waste. She sent 
me a video that inspired her. 

Another day, I went to a bulk store in Bali and ran into a 
teacher from another school. She told me that, because of 
me, she now goes to the shop more regularly and buys fresh 
produce instead of buying food with unnecessary plastic 
packaging and is also starting to cook healthier meals.

I believe our wisdom about caring for the planet comes from 
applying it ourselves - we can be role models to our students. 
One of my student’s reflections after learning about medicinal 
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plants shares this wisdom. “This class showed me how nature 
can help you and how nature gives better products than buying 
them at a store.” Through food, we can bring up our future 
generations to connect more with their bodies and with nature. 

Tips on how to start the Seeds to Table project in 
your school or home:

1.	 Start with yourself. Sit back and reflect on your diet 
and lifestyle. What do you eat daily? Is it whole food, 
less processed, locally sourced, ecologically grown, or 
raised? Do you know where it comes from? How much 
waste do you create every day from your food? Do you 
separate them? Do you compost your organic waste? Do 
you recycle? If not, what happens to your daily waste? Is 
it ending up in a landfill site?

2.	 Start growing food in your school or home. Even if you 
don’t yet have a garden or land, it can be as simple as 
growing tomatoes or mint in a pot. Students can also 
design their pots or containers or reuse old jars.

3.	 Minimize going to supermarkets and buy less packaged 
stuff. You can connect with those who grow your food or 
raise the animals, if you eat animal products, by going to 
the closest farmer’s market instead.

4.	 Growing food might not be accessible at the beginning. 
Also, it takes time to connect with your plants/animals. 
So, spend more time in your garden, talk to your plants 
or animals, learn how they are doing, know what’s 
happening, see if you need to do anything for them, or 
simply enjoy the beauty.
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5.	 At school, you can start with a cooking class before 
gardening because it’s an activity that most kids like. 
It allows them to enjoy the food they cook. Through 
cooking, children can learn more about the ingredients 
and where they come from. They can also learn how to 
grow plant-based ingredients, etc. From there, you can 
continue growing an edible garden with your students.

6.	 Students will naturally be learning science, literacy, math, 
communication, teamwork, entrepreneurship, meditation, 
and many more skills through interaction with nature and 
cooking. Allow this process to unfold uniquely for each 
student. 

7.	 Learn about your area or country’s local or indigenous 
plants with the students and connect with local farmers or 
businesses. 

8.	 Involve any experts in your community. For example, 
there might be parents willing to share their expertise 
in food and gardening with you and your students. 
There might also be nearby permaculture gardens or 
organizations on regenerative farming. Bring your 
students to visit these places or invite representatives to 
your school. 

9.	 Reflect, learn, and evolve as you go. Enjoy the process.

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CHAPTER SIX

Healing From Within: Learning 
Through Safety and Connection

“When you connect to the heart of a child, anything 
is possible.”

Mike’s6 fist thumped loudly on his desk, reverberating 
throughout the room. We all jumped at the sound. I felt my 
heartbeat quickening, knowing what was to come. Before I had 
time to consider my next move, Mike shoved his chair aside, and 
it crashed noisily to the floor as his body lunged toward the door. 
Ten sets of eyes were watching me; they all knew the drill. Mike 
ran from the classroom, slamming the door, windows rattling. 
We all breathed a sigh of relief once Mike was outside the room. 

The above scenario is played out in many classrooms daily. 
An emotionally dysregulated child launching into a fight or 
flight response or, in Mike’s case, a combined fight AND

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flight response. As a teacher, I felt torn; I had to ensure all 
of the children in my class were safe, but I also had Mike to 
consider. Fortunately, Mike and I had been working together 
for a while on his ability to regulate his emotions. He had 
come a long way, and leaving the classroom like this was a 
negotiated strategy. First, I knew I would find Mike outside 
the classroom, sitting on the stairs, doing his breathing 
techniques to calm his autonomic nervous system. Then, he 
would return to the class and continue learning.

Safety and Connection

Two things matter more than anything else to our nervous 
systems: safety and connection. Mike was fortunate; he was 
in a class of ten children with two teachers. I could ‘tag team’ 
with my co-teacher when Mike needed me to sit with him and 
support him to become regulated again. Our nervous systems 
communicate with each other, and a child in a state of fight or 
flight, as Mike was on that day, needs an emotionally stable 
adult around them to support a shift in their state. This support 
is known as co-regulation.

Having the time available to sit near Mike, doing my deep 
breathing to self-regulate my nervous system (which was 
always a little rattled after one of Mike’s ‘moment’s) meant 
that Mike could soothe himself and move out of his survival 
state, allowing reflection and learning to happen again. Only 
then would Mike be able to express that he regretted what 
had happened and how he felt embarrassed that his peers 
had seen him like that again. Mike was able to walk back 
through the incident, noting what it felt like in his body when 
he knew he was in a state of fight or flight, reflecting on how 
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he had followed the strategy of leaving the room and sitting 
on the stairs so that I knew he was safe. Mike was learning 
(albeit slowly) that he was not a ‘naughty kid.’ He just had a 
nervous system that reacted to certain stimuli, and he could 
regulate his emotions through connection and safety. More 
importantly, he practiced self-compassion for his humanness. 

Traditionally, in the schooling system, Mike would be given a 
consequence, such as a ‘time out’ or detention, for his behavior, 
adding to a commonly held belief that Mike could control his 
emotions at that moment. However, science shows us that, 
when our autonomic nervous system launches into an activated 
state of survival, we cannot access the logical and rational 
areas of the brain, making a sensible choice almost impossible. 

Shifting The Lens

Recent advances in neuroscience have created a shift in 
thinking about children’s behaviors. I’m particularly interested 
in the work of Dr. Mona Delahooke,7 who has simplified the 
concept of the Polyvagal Theory by Dr. Stephen Porges8 into 
something tangible that teachers, parents, and therapists can 
apply. Understanding how our autonomic nervous system 
works and using that knowledge to support children has been 
one of the most enriching experiences of my career. 

When we view a child through a behavior lens, we tend to 
believe a child is choosing the behavior to create a specific 
outcome (a ‘top-down behavior’.) When we can shift the 
focus to viewing through a nervous system lens (an automatic 
internal reaction to an event: a ‘bottom-up behavior’,) we

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have an opportunity to connect. Instead of asking, “What 
is wrong with this child?” we can reframe this to, “What is 
this child trying to communicate?” We now have valuable 
information to help us support the child rather than just trying 
to control the child’s behavior. 

The Pathways

I believe it’s essential to have a basic understanding of our 
autonomic nervous system. This has possibly been the most 
valuable thing I’ve learned in over thirty years of working 
with children and adolescents. It has supported my belief 
that humans do their best with their resources at any given 
time. Nevertheless, we have this incredibly advanced internal 
system that we must befriend and understand. 

Our nervous systems have three pathways, to which Dr. 
Delahooke has kindly applied color characterizations, making 
it easy to teach to children.

Green Pathway (Social Engagement) - when we are on our 
Green Pathway, our body will feel relaxed, our muscles 
will be untensed and move with ease, our eyes can make 
contact with others, our face will be smiling, and our voice 
can adapt and match the situation we are in (e.g., quiet in a 
relaxed place or laughing with friends.) In this pathway, we 
can engage with others and be comfortable with time alone. 
We do not need to be constantly ‘happy’ on this pathway, but 
we can fully experience joy and fulfillment when it occurs. 
The Green Pathway provides a healthy sense of self, knowing 
that we can handle whatever arises through access to the 
top-level parts of our brain that help with problem-solving, 
organization, and critical thinking. 
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Red Pathway (Sympathetic Nervous System) - this is our Fight 
or Flight response, our survival mode. On this pathway, we 
are on high alert: muscles are tense, our eyes may dart around 
looking for signs of threat, our face frowns, and our jaw is 
clenched. On this pathway, the body prepares us to fight or 
escape a threat, so the action-based hormone adrenaline is 
pumped around the body, causing the body to move. This leads 
to jumpiness, yelling, hitting, kicking, running, hiding, or any 
number of big movements. I believe we need to understand this 
is an ancient response to a threat - our primitive ancestors spent 
much of their time on their Red Pathway and constantly feared 
being eaten by large creatures with big teeth. The challenge 
for our children today is that they are bombarded with age-
inappropriate information (threats) at their fingertips, as well as 
toxic busyness, and the body reacts to the information the same 
way that our ancestors would have via the Red Pathway - fight 
or flight. This pathway is essential to our survival; however, 
staying on this pathway for long periods can impact our 
health, contributing to issues such as anxiety and autoimmune 
conditions. It also has a significant impact on our capacity to 
learn new things. 

Blue Pathway (Freeze Zone) - this is our shutdown 
response. Historically, if the fight or flight response had 
not worked and the huge creature with big teeth was about 
to devour our cave-person, the nervous system cleverly 
developed an adaptation to shut down, or freeze, feelings 
of emotional or physical pain. Also known as dissociation, 
a child on this pathway may appear lethargic, sad, glassy-
eyed, disengaged, compliant, and slow. The child may be 
unable to communicate verbally, as access to the speech 
and language areas of the brain has been disconnected. 
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Children in a frozen state are often labeled ‘lazy,’ as they 
cannot try anything new on this pathway, nor do they have 
the energy to engage with others. 

While the above information is a very simplistic explanation 
of the nervous system, the goal is for our children to become 
emotionally flexible and build the skills to adapt their 
pathway in the required situation. While we all share the same 
three pathways physiologically, each pathway is shaped by 
our own unique experiences. To build resilience, we all need 
to understand how our nervous system responds to specific 
things, ranging from sensory experiences (smells, tastes, 
sounds, movement, textures, etc.) to physical and emotional 
experiences. Our nervous system is as unique as we are and 
shapes how we behave in any situation. 

Offering: Spend a couple of moments checking in with 
yourself right now. What cues is your body giving you as 
to your current pathway? Notice your heartbeat - is it fast 
or slow or somewhere in between? Notice if your body is 
easily sitting still, or does it need to keep moving, even in 
small ways? Notice your breathing - is it shallow and based 
on the area of your lungs, or are you breathing deeper into 
your belly? What pathway do you feel you are on right at 
this moment? If you identify with the Red or Blue Pathways, 
take a moment to try and shift your pathway back to Green 
- breathe in slowly through your nose for the count of three 
and exhale very slowly through your mouth for the count 
of six, extending this even longer if you can. Two to three 
minutes of long exhale breathing is often enough to be able 
to switch on the relaxation response in our bodies, moving 
us closer to our Green Pathway.
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Aligning My Values

My journey from educator to holistic therapist began before I 
left the classroom. Before working in a holistic school in Bali, 
Indonesia for four years, where we were incredibly blessed 
with small classes and two teachers per class, I had been 
teaching in a large, religious-based boy’s school. This school 
had many boys who had arrived in Australia as refugees. As I 
observed their assimilation into our school, I saw these young 
men express extreme anger, deep sadness, pure determination, 
heartfelt compassion, and frustration through their behavior. 
Attempting to achieve the academic standards expected by 
the school while also needing to process deep trauma was 
fascinating and concerning for me to observe. I realized that, 
even after many years of working with children and teens, I 
needed to learn more about trauma and how to support our 
students, thus beginning the journey to becoming a therapist.

As I worked through my studies, I became intrigued with 
learning more about the nervous system and its impact 
on behavior. As I began closely observing what was 
happening to our children, it became apparent that, when a 
child ‘misbehaved,’ it almost always came from a shift in 
their nervous system pathway, from regulation (green) to 
dysregulation (red or blue), rather than being a conscious 
‘top down’ choice. Everything changed for me when I shifted 
my perception from seeing the child through their behavior 
to seeing the child through a nervous system lens. I finally 
realized that working in a behavior-based education system 
focused on compliance didn’t align with my values and 
beliefs about humans and how we develop and learn. When 
we focus on compliance, we cause the suppression of emotion 
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and the opportunity to learn about our emotional states. I 
believe that emotional awareness and a healthy, flexible 
nervous system are vital to creating healthy relationships 
with ourselves and others. Most importantly, I learned that, 
to develop emotional regulation, a child needs safety and 
connection. Unfortunately, in a traditional, industrialized 
school system, these essential components of emotional 
development are becoming more challenging to provide. 

I must emphasize that I, in no way, blame my disillusionment 
with the traditional education system on our teachers and school 
leaders. The demands faced by our educators are unrealistic and 
unsustainable. How can these dedicated individuals provide 
safety and connection for our kids when they are under so much 
pressure themselves? I believe the system is broken, and it is 
the system that must change if we are to see children grow and 
develop into adults that possess a healthy sense of self.

Through the Therapist Lens

As a holistic therapist, I am passionate and excited about 
the tangible change I see occurring with the children I work 
with. I now have the privilege of working individually with 
children and families to support them in healing from trauma 
and learning to thrive in an often harsh and unpredictable 
world, pushing us more and more onto our Red or Blue 
Pathways. The theme of safety and connection is the basis of 
all my work. This holistic approach to healing creates a safe 
space and a trusted relationship between the therapist and the 
child. When a child feels safe and connected, they become 
open to learning, and together, we can build the skills needed 
to shift pathways. It’s not my role to force a child to change 
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their pathway (think behavior management). It is, however, 
my role to provide opportunities that allow a child to express 
what they need to express, in whatever format they need, 
and to build their skills of emotional flexibility. We are a 
team, and they are never alone, always supported. Together, 
we create a healing space around the child where they feel 
safe enough to dig deep within themselves, tapping into their 
ancient wisdom and exploring what they already often know 
about themselves but, for whatever reason, had suppressed. 

I cannot explain the absolute joy of witnessing a child 
or adolescent begin to understand, accept, and love 
themselves for who they are. Building the skills of resilience, 
compassion, empathy, gratitude, and mindfulness is much 
easier when a child is open to learning and growing within 
themselves. Once that Green Pathway is discovered, it feels 
terrific, and they will want to keep returning to this state. I’ve 
seen children smile for the first time after months of sessions 
together, but it needed to be when they were ready to feel it. 

If only we could support those in charge of our education 
systems to understand how the nervous system works and 
its connection to behavior and learning. If we want children 
to learn to their full capacity, we must allow opportunities 
for the child’s brain to develop naturally - from the bottom 
up. When a child feels safe, connected, and secure, the 
brain’s top levels are activated, allowing optimal learning 
to occur. Placing increasing academic pressure on young 
children ultimately has the opposite effect on both learning 
and emotional development. I now call this ‘developmental 
abuse,’ as it disrupts and inhibits our very cleverly designed 
developmental process. In the new education paradigm, the 
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decision-makers, leaders, and co-creators will prioritize our 
children’s mental health and wellbeing, acknowledging this 
essential component of a connected and healthy society.

I support children in their healing journey through various 
therapy styles in my practice but always from a ‘bottom-up’ 
approach. Safety and connection first, learning and strategies 
second. Each child/teen is free to choose what works best for 
them at that moment. They have the chance to access art and 
creativity, play, yoga, sand tray, talk therapy, relaxation, and 
mindfulness, with psychoeducation woven throughout each 
session as required. 

Psychoeducation is where children learn specifically about their 
nervous system, their brains, and their bodies and how they are 
connected to what they have been experiencing. Once children 
feel safe and open to learning, they are incredibly curious and 
eager to learn all they can about their minds and bodies. 

Here are some stories that demonstrate the power of a child 
healing themselves once they feel that sense of safety and 
connection. 

The Power of Play

“Enter into children’s play and you will find the place 
where their minds, hearts, and souls meet.” 

- Virginia Axline

The freedom to play is one of the most meaningful gifts we can 
give our children. Play is a fully embodied experience in which 
children use their imaginations, opening their minds to their full 
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learning potential. Through play, they learn to ‘listen in’ to what 
their inner voice tells them and how to express themselves fully 
and freely. In addition, play provides opportunities for children 
to navigate their Green, Red, and Blue Pathways naturally, 
allowing them to build crucial skills in emotional flexibility.

I’m always in awe watching children play. I’ve observed 
children using play to express extreme joy, sadness, anger, 
and frustration. In a therapeutic setting, child-centered play 
provides an effective and much-needed opportunity for 
children to express themselves openly, aligning with my 
belief that children can tap into their inner wisdom and heal 
themselves with the proper support. Of course, while patterns 
emerge in children’s play, each child’s experience will be 
as individual as they are. Nevertheless, play is an essential 
developmental experience that should be at the core of all 
educational systems or pathways.

Cailen’s Story: Three-year-old Cailen came to visit me in 
my therapy playroom, as he was having difficulty accepting 
that his parents had recently brought a new baby into the 
home. Cailen was hostile, even aggressive, toward his baby 
sister, displaying dysregulated behaviors, particularly in the 
evenings. Child-Centered Play Therapy is a form of therapy 
that provides a child with a safe space to play with carefully 
selected toys. During the session, my role is to observe and 
only join the play when the child initiates it, creating a space 
for co-regulation and safety. During Cailen’s first session, he 
found one of the baby dolls and dragged it around the room, 
using the bottle to smack the baby in the face. Cailen spoke 
angrily to the baby doll, yelling loudly at it and trying to force 
it to drink. 
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If a child displayed this behavior at school, we would 
probably intervene and speak to the child about treating each 
other with kindness and respect. However, Cailen needed to 
express in the only way he knew how that his world had been 
turned upside-down when this new baby came into the house. 
Cailen expressed through his play that evening meal times 
had become very stressful in the household, and he missed 
the old times when his parents had more time to spend with 
him over dinner. All the stress in the home in the evening 
didn’t feel as safe for him, and his autonomic nervous system 
responded with anger and sadness (his fight response.) 

After a couple of sessions where Cailen beat up the baby 
doll and had a conversation between myself and his parents 
about readjusting what was happening at mealtimes, Cailen 
started to play very differently with the baby doll, showing 
empathy and care by gently feeding the doll with the bottle. 
Mum and dad reported that Cailen had become far more 
gentle with his baby sister, and as time passed, Cailen is now 
a proud big brother who adores his little sister. Cailen had 
some unresolved emotions that he needed to express in a safe, 
coregulated space. Play can reveal much about what a child 
needs to express or communicate.

Offering: Connected Play - create a time and space to play 
where your child is in charge (safety considered, of course). 
If it feels comfortable, allow your child to direct you and 
organize the play on their terms. If possible, try not to correct 
them or redirect them. 

•	 What type of play do they initiate? 

•	 Can they take the initiative during the play, or are 
they constantly asking you for direction or approval? 
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•	 If your child asks, “What do you think about…?” try 
answering with, “Hmmm, I’m wondering what you 
think about it.” 

•	 If they ask, “Do you like this?” (in relation to a 
picture they have drawn, or a tower they have built, 
etc.), try answering, “It’s more important for you to 
decide if you like it or not. What are your thoughts?” 

Allowing a child to be in charge for an amount of time during 
play gives the child a chance to feel in control. This builds a 
sense of self-efficacy, which is the feeling of, “I can do this,” 
as well as letting your child know that you value their opinion.

Movement To Discover

“Yoga is the perfect opportunity to be curious about 
who you are.”

A child with a healthy nervous system will be able to identify 
and manage what they are feeling via the cues from their 
body. They will possess a healthy sense of self, and a strong 
connection between their brain and body will develop, known 
as brain-body integration. Unfortunately, in the therapy 
sessions I run, I’m seeing increasing numbers of children 
who are unable to identify a basic feeling within the body, 
such as, “I’m feeling hot or cold,” “I’m feeling hungry 
or full,” “I’m feeling sad or lonely” or “I need to use the 
toilet.” The sense that allows us to tap into what’s happening 
internally is called ‘interoception,’ and it is something that 
I genuinely believe we need to support our children to 
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develop as early as possible. An underdeveloped sense of 
interoception means that children cannot identify a cue that 
the body provides (such as the feeling of a full bladder or 
butterflies in the tummy) and then decide what to do with 
that cue. This can lead to emotional disconnect, meltdowns, 
undereating, overeating, and toileting accidents, to name a 
few. A strong sense of interoception for teens will allow them 
to notice if something doesn’t feel right for them, hopefully 
deciding not to get into the car with the driver who has been 
drinking or not to take that pill just because everyone else is. 
Interoception challenges are widespread in children who have 
been diagnosed with ADHD, Autism, and with those who 
have experienced trauma. 

For many children and teens today, their lives have become 
overly sedentary. They are expected to sit for long periods 
each day at school and after school. They sit still for many 
hours playing online games, watching videos, or accessing 
social media. As a result, their developing bodies are under-
stimulated. There is a belief that, when a child is sitting 
in stillness, they are being ‘good’ (meaning compliant). 
However, when it comes time to finish their game, they 
display bottom-up behaviors that can last for hours. 

Many parents remain unaware that, while a child’s body may 
appear relatively still during gaming, their mind is on high 
alert. Many games involve the need to make quick decisions, 
life and death, violence and aggression, and this stimulates a 
child’s state of fight or flight internally. The extra adrenaline 
flowing into the body during gaming time needs to be 
released through movement, but the child is not identifying 
the cues it provides. When asked to finish their game (to 
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come and have dinner, for example), the flood of adrenaline 
takes over, and the child can lose all control, spiraling into 
a highly activated state. There is a disconnect between their 
body and mind. 

I have found that a valuable way to connect a child with their 
mind and body is through yoga. Yoga is a fun, healthy, and 
effective way to develop a child’s sense of interoception. We 
often perceive yoga as being about calm, slow movements, 
but in a therapeutic sense, children’s yoga is quite active. 
Of course, the component of relaxation to finish a session is 
essential in helping a child notice their state shifting from 
activated (red) to relaxed (green.) 

In a therapeutic yoga session, I support a child to build that 
sense of brain/body connection through various movements. 
I will sometimes ask a child to hold a pose for thirty seconds 
to see if they can identify which parts of the body they can 
feel and which parts are changing as they hold the pose. 
They are often intrigued by the number of muscles involved 
in a single pose. They notice what happens to those muscles 
when they release a pose. They begin to notice when they are 
feeling silly, having fun, or starting to feel bored or annoyed. 
I deliberately create situations to explore various feelings, 
as we want children to know that all feelings are acceptable 
and necessary. We must listen to our feeling and decide what 
we do. Can we sit with it, as we know it will pass? Or, do we 
heed the feeling and remove ourselves from the situation? 
In our western society, we are adept at pushing away 
uncomfortable feelings and grasping onto the more positive 
emotions. Ultimately, yoga allows us to notice all feelings and 
be OK with them while listening to the messages we receive 
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about ourselves and our place in the world. It builds a sense 
of self and allows us to work through feelings of insecurity by 
realizing that we don’t have to master everything straightaway 
and it is normal to feel uncomfortable sometimes.

Children usually respond well to science, so, in a yoga/
interoception session, I often use a heart rate monitor to help 
a child understand what is happening in their bodies when 
they have been moving and then notice the difference when 
they are still. They are always surprised at how quickly 
their heart rate drops during a short relaxation or breathing 
exercise. When we connect the feeling of increased heart 
activity with the sense of fight or flight, they start to notice the 
body cues when they feel stressed, nervous, or overwhelmed. 
This awareness is the beginning of the development of 
interoception. 

Rebecca’s Story: Nine-year-old Rebecca could not answer 
a question as basic as, “What’s one good thing that has 
happened this week?” I asked this same question month after 
month at the beginning of our sessions. It wasn’t that Rebecca 
never experienced anything positive, but she was unable to 
identify anything that FELT good to her. I kept asking because 
I knew her answer would eventually change after our work 
together through yoga and movement. That would be my first 
clue to the shift in her internal state, with the brain and body 
building a healthy connection. 

At the beginning of each session, Rebecca would immediately 
get the balance board and stand on it. She couldn’t express 
why she needed it, but her body instinctively knew what she 
had to do to regulate herself. Rebecca needed balance and 
movement to soothe her nervous system and feel safe and 
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connected. After several months of therapy, incorporating 
yoga and movement, Rebecca drew me a picture that 
spoke volumes of what she was experiencing internally. 
The drawing was a stick figure person, lying on its side, 
with its head wholly separated from the body. Rebecca 
could not express verbally what she had been experiencing 
all these years. Still, her drawing showed that she was 
starting to become aware that she had an underdeveloped 
sense of interoception, which was a starting point for her 
understanding of why we practiced yoga and movement 
together. From this point, Rebecca engaged more in her yoga 
and movement activities and began expressing feelings of 
joy, sadness, and frustration. This certainly didn’t solve all 
Rebecca’s challenges. However, when she started to feel 
into her body, she was able to begin to take charge of her 
responses to different situations.

Offering: Take time to observe your child while gaming or 
on a device. Notice when they begin to fidget, tap their hands 
or feet, if their leg starts moving up and down, or if they start 
rocking or rolling their body. Notice this in yourself when you 
are at work, on the computer, or on the phone for too long. 
When adrenaline builds, it creates an involuntary movement 
in the body of which we are often unaware of. Encourage 
your child to take regular movement breaks to support 
emotional regulation and release stress. Make sure you have 
some too!
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Getting Creative

“Art can permeate the deepest part of us, where no 
words exist.”

For children who have experienced trauma, finding words to 
connect with feelings can be very challenging. Children often 
experience a Blue Pathway (freeze state) response to painful 
emotions and memories. Therefore, it is essential to provide 
spaces of safety and connection for our children to feel free to 
express what they need to express. 

My therapy room always has a pad of paper and a bucket of 
art supplies close by. When I encounter a child or teen on 
their Blue Pathway, I often place some creative items on the 
table in front of them. I then sit quietly, letting them know I 
am there, co-regulating with them until they can come back 
into their bodies. Often, even after shifting out of their Blue 
Pathway, a child still cannot verbalize what happened. They 
know that they are welcome to use the paper for whatever 
they need to at that moment. Some will scribble on the page 
or draw lines, often in carefully chosen colors, to express 
deep anger, sadness, frustration, or resentment. Others will 
draw themselves in a specific situation or with a particular 
person. I have seen a child draw a very thick line down the 
center of the page, with their family on one side and themself 
alone on the other. Other children write in a frenzied way, 
releasing a gush of words that had been sitting internally 
for some time. Sometimes, they will read their words aloud, 
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sharing their pain with me. Occasionally, they will tear it up 
into little pieces, releasing the emotion with every rip of the 
paper. It doesn’t matter what option they choose, as long as it 
feels right. They know what they need to do. Mike, the child 
from the beginning of this chapter, once drew himself sitting 
outside the classroom, looking calm and relaxed amongst the 
trees. This was how we established that he needed to leave 
the classroom to be able to regulate and return to his Green 
Pathway. The power of a picture! 

Offering: If you or a child you know is experiencing anxiety, 
this activity is often beneficial. It can also be done with 
someone experiencing anger, frustration, loneliness, etc. 
Prepare some paper and colored markers. Now, close your 
eyes and feel into your anxious feelings for a moment. If that 
is too difficult, think of a time when you felt anxious. Notice 
what happens in your body when you think about it. Try to sit 
with these feelings for a moment or two, noticing any signs 
of discomfort in the body. Now, open your eyes and choose a 
color that would describe it. 

Remember this is art, and there is no right or wrong. It’s 
whatever you feel works for you. Now, choose a shape that 
best describes your anxious feelings and begin using your 
selected colored marker to create the form on the page. I’ve 
seen children scribble everywhere, sharing the chaotic and out-
of-control feelings that anxiety often creates. I’ve seen children 
draw block-type shapes with thick lines, creating something 
that shows how much it feels like their anxiety controls them.

On the other hand, I’ve witnessed soft, sad-like, gentle shapes 
being created. There’s no right or wrong - whatever shows up 
for you is perfect! If your mind starts to judge your creation, 
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take a deep breath, letting go of all self-criticism. Once you 
have created something on the page, take a different colored 
marker (one that will stand out) and give your creation 
some human features, such as eyes, nose, mouth, arms, legs, 
etc. Turn it into a character. Now, give your newly created 
character a name (mine is called Anxious Annie, but she’s 
well-known to me simply as ‘Annie’.) Suddenly, our anxious 
thoughts are not just inside us but something tangible that 
we can look at and chat to. Rather than being something that 
controls us, we can now have a chat with our little friend 
when we are feeling overwhelmed with anxious thoughts, 
saying something along the lines of, “Thank you, Annie, for 
trying to look after me. I appreciate your help, but I’m OK. I 
can do this on my own.” This gives a sense of control back to 
the child. The character becomes like a friend trying to help, 
but the child can take some action to regain that feeling of 
being in control. 

Beyond The Child

As much as it brings me incredible joy and gratitude to connect 
with children and teens and witness their unique and powerful 
journeys, some of the most rewarding times for me are through 
the connections with parents and teachers. Supporting our parents 
and educators to explore and discover their nervous system 
pathways leads to growth in co-regulation skills and increased 
emotional support for our children. Every adult in a child’s life 
who develops these skills has the opportunity to change the life 
of a child in the most profound way. When I left teaching several 
years ago, I felt deflated and disheartened at the system. The 
truth is, I still am. In my opinion, the system has let down our 
educators, our children, and our parents. However, I witness daily

the willingness of the parents and educators to sow the seeds of 
a new paradigm of education through their personal growth and 
the support of their children and students through awareness, 
connection, and action.

I have been on my healing journey since I left teaching, and 
I’m truly blessed and grateful to learn something about myself 
through every interaction. I am excited and humbled to be 
part of every child’s healing, of coming back to knowing and 
self-love. The teachers, parents, and most importantly, the 
children and teens I have the privilege of connecting with 
bring me hope, hope that our world will be OK. I genuinely 
believe the emotional future of our children will be born from 
wisdom and passion for seeing their internal worlds thrive, to 
give them the tools to be the best humans they can be. If we 
can provide our children with safety and connection, we know 
they have everything they need to flourish: loving themselves 
and others, taking care of our world into the future, and 
contributing to a compassionate and caring society.

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CHAPTER SEVEN

children are more anxious, depressed, and suicidal than ever. 
Parents are floundering, and young people’s emotional and 
spiritual growth needs addressing.

Unfortunately, the one-size-fits-all 
approach is failing our children now more than ever, and they 
are not adequately prepared with the transferable skills they 
need to support them in adulthood.

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THE RISE OF THE DISCERNING PARENT

The parental conundrum

Parents can no longer bury their heads in the sand and pass on 
the responsibility for their child’s learning to the school. The 
pandemic has helped us realize how inadequate mainstream 
schooling is and that we, the parents, are our child’s best 
educators. Therefore, it’s okay to outsource, ask for help, and 
delegate for our children to build on their natural strengths, 
gifts, talents, and attributes. After all, we adults have our 
strengths, weaknesses, and areas of expertise. 

If children disengage or “switch off,” the opportunity to learn 
critical skills is lost, putting that child at a disadvantage as a 
lifelong learner. 

The parents I work with want their child or teen to find the 
path that is right for them, whether it’s going to university, 
starting an apprenticeship, or building their own business, 
regardless of societal norms or family pressures.

I believe that conscious, aspirational parents have a pivotal 
and crucial role in the rise of the new paradigm of education 
since they know what is best for their child and are intuitively 
connected at a far deeper level than a class teacher. Perhaps, 
it is simply a case of permitting parents to step up and into 
the role of educator that is required. In light of the pandemic, 
there has been an incredible transformation in different types 
of schooling available to the discerning parent, so that we 
no longer focus only on league tables and catchment areas 
but can widen, broaden, and deepen exciting educational 
experiences for our children. I have interviewed experts and 
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parents on the merits of homeschooling, flexi-schooling, 
world schooling, no schooling, forest schooling, democratic 
schooling, private schooling, public schooling, boarding 
schooling, and grammar schooling.

I am not advocating any particular type of schooling, just that 
parents carefully consider their lifestyle, values, culture, and 
long-term plans, so that their children thrive in the now and 
prepare for future successes.

What does it mean to discern? 

That we learn from mistakes in order to rise…

The discerning parents know, intuitively, deep down in every 
cell of their being that now is the right time to break those 
generational patterns, the people-pleasing, and toeing the line; 
that it’s okay to say no – to grandparents, to societal norms, to 
the crumbling and outdated education system. 

Parents I speak with daily want to work with someone 
they can trust, who knows the education system and can 
take what works (minimal, in my humble opinion) and 
adapt what doesn’t to fit the educational and emotional 
needs of each of their wonderfully unique children, so that 
confidence, resilience, and self-esteem are built through 
trust and progression. They want their child to be a happy, 
contented, engaged, life-long learner, curious about the 
world and unlocking their uniqueness and creativity while 
building the critical foundational skills to enable them to 
live a fully potentialized life as an adult.
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The power of presence and perspicacity

Research and experience suggests that raising happy, 
healthy kids requires parents to do just one key thing. It’s 
not about reading all the parenting bestsellers or signing 
your kids up for lots of extra-curricular activities. You don’t 
even have to know precisely what you’re doing, and you 
don’t need a Ph.D. in education. Instead, you just have to 
show up and connect.

Showing up means bringing your whole being, your attention 
and awareness, into this moment with your child. We must be 
mentally and emotionally present for our children when we 
show up.

Propelling children through middle and high school, loading 
them with extra-curricular activities and hours of homework 
to push through a rigorous school curriculum towards the 
highest level of achievement is simply setting them up for 
disaster. That is the old paradigm of education and let’s be 
honest – how many of us has that worked for?

The point is to develop an attitude of curiosity rather than 
immediate judgment. 

Let us courageously and boldly teach a more balanced 
approach and encourage kids and teens to foster an 
individualized definition of success. 

Finding schools, colleges, and universities that are a good fit 
and accepting that getting anything less than nine A*s is okay 
will do more to boost confidence and lessen anxiety for our 
teens.
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It requires a dramatic leap of faith to trust that your teen can 
discover their own path if we give them the space to do so. 

Therefore, it is imperative to parent children consciously 
from a young age to build those foundations and key life 
skills for later, helping them to become emotionally literate 
by developing social and emotional skills and regulation, 
nurturing a curious and enquiring mind, and fostering creative 
approaches to problem-solving.

Through this process, young people build confidence, 
resilience, resourcefulness, and self-esteem. They start to 
work hard and “show up” for themselves. They become 
intrinsically motivated and will do what it takes to move 
towards their goals. How do I know? Because I mentor teens 
to discover their path.

THE RISE OF THE SOVEREIGN STUDENT

What does it mean to be a sovereign student?

When “being sovereign,” we possess our supreme or ultimate 
power.

Sovereignty implies that the individual is free and has the 
authority to conduct their own affairs. 

A sovereign student will state,

“I am here to honor my unique song!”

“I am here to learn what lights me up!”

“I am here to follow my own true excitement!”



A New Paradigm of Education Rising

So how does this relate to education?

Firstly, lessons and learning are co-created with students and 
teachers. The inquiry is child-led, with the teacher simply 
acting as a guide or a “way-shower.”

At SwitchedON! we adopt a shoulder-to-shoulder approach 
to educational coaching and personal development. We are 
not at the front of the class, simply feeding information 
to our students. Instead, we are next to them, facilitating 
transformation. We encourage independent and critical 
thinking, foster curiosity, and empower young leaders to 
go beyond what they (and their parents) thought possible. 
We use a range of growth mindset techniques to enable 
children and teens to see that mistakes are stepping stones 
to greatness. We talk about comfort zones, boundaries, 
perseverance and resilience, procrastination and 
overwhelm, and everything in between.

How can you have a sovereign student in a group setting?

It’s actually quite simple. We allow each other to dance to 
different tunes in a unified field, feeling safe to be uniquely 
seen, heard, and validated in a collective bubble. This is how 
we are rising toward a collective consciousness or, in simple 
terms, making a change from where we are now to a new 
awakened way of living.

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THE NEW PARADIGM OF EDUCATION  
– IN ACTION!

The SwitchedON! Learning Method ™ uses three core 
pillars, the three C’s: clarity, curiosity, and collaboration, to 
ensure that learners become high-level thinkers, enabling 
them to untap their potential and achieve more than they ever 
thought possible. Let’s consider each pillar.

PILLAR ONE: CLARITY

This is the critical pre-working and planning phase on which 
everything else hinges...

“If you fail to plan, you are planning to fail.”

~ Benjamin Franklin
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At SwitchedON!, students gain clarity in the following 
four areas, so that they are intrinsically motivated to learn, 
exponentially increasing their likelihood of success:

1.	 Clear Purpose - their WHY

2.	 Clear Vision - their WHAT

3.	 Clear Goals - their HOW

4.	 Winner’s Mindset - their FUEL

Note: it is their purpose, vision, and goals, not outcomes 
dictated to them by a government curriculum, school, teacher, 
or parent.

Let’s take creative writing as an example to demonstrate how 
to use this pillar:

Most students start writing their stories without deciding how 
they will end. As a result, here’s what happens: they go off on 
tangents, bring in more problems or new characters, over-
complicate the plot, and often never get around to finishing 
their story.

It’s like heading off on a road trip without a clear destination 
in mind and then just going wherever you fancy without ever 
reaching your endpoint.

So, here is what the learner can focus on instead:

By planning their story out in five clear sections before 
writing it, the learner can “start with the destination in mind,” 
making their story hang together better. The story needs to 
have a (1) beginning, (2) rising action, (3) climax, (4) falling 
action, and (5) resolution.
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Planning is useful because it supports learners to clear their 
thoughts before they start writing, saving them valuable time 
later on, as they will know exactly what to write about and 
what comes next, just like having a Sat Nav to take you where 
you want to go, without worrying about getting lost and 
losing time along the way.

So, the first thing that will help learners write proficiently is to 
work on having a clear plan and story structure.

PILLAR TWO: CURIOSITY

Encouraging high-level questioning and critical thinking to 
produce high-quality work.

“Curiosity is the engine of achievement.”

~ Ken Robinson

Students at SwitchedON! learn that the quality of their 
questions determines the quality of their answers. By 
encouraging curiosity, learners develop resourcefulness, 
persistence, resilience, and critical thinking skills in a 
nurturing learning environment where they feel safe to ask 
questions without fear of ridicule or public humiliation. These 
are the questions we consider:

1.	 WHAT ELSE?

2.	 HOW ELSE?

3.	 WHERE ELSE?

In our example with creative writing, many students give up 
quickly if they sense that they are not writing something that 
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will please their teacher. This results in the use of the same 
vocabulary, sentence structures, and ideas because students 
know these are safe and will achieve an average to good mark 
and keep the teacher and parents off their backs! I know many 
children who are too scared to use higher-level vocabulary 
because they are afraid of misspelling words.

If you think about it, it’s like only eating two or three meals 
you like and never being brave enough to try anything 
else. Instead, learners are encouraged to focus on asking 
themselves what else can I write? How else can I write it? 
Where else have I written it?

This form of questioning supports students to vary their 
vocabulary and sentence structure and challenges them to 
keep to their plan, so they create a coherent piece of writing.

Just like with food, children need a varied “buffet” of words 
and writing techniques to choose from to help invigorate their 
writing as they develop their skills and confidence around the 
use of language.

PILLAR THREE: COLLABORATION

Working with like-minded, driven, and aspirational students 
in a positive learning environment means certain success.

“Many ideas grow better when transplanted into 
another mind than the one where they sprang up.”

Most students try to figure things out on their own. They may 
be worried about looking stupid in front of their peers for 
admitting that they didn’t know something.

As a result, their confidence plummets, and they feel less 
inclined to try when something feels challenging. They stick 
to what they know, and their learning and grades plateau.

Let’s focus on developing the confidence, communication, 
listening, and leadership skills to work with others, share 
ideas, feedback, and knowledge, and empower our future 
leaders with the transferable skills and tools they require.

In our creative writing scenario, learners realize that they have 
great ideas, can make valuable contributions, and can help 
other students while graciously receiving help and feedback.

Like a mountain climber lending a helping hand to their 
friend to get over those final peaks.
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To summarise, what makes my unique learning method such a 
game-changer in the classroom?

1.	 It is learner-led, making it relevant and meaningful to 
each individual student. 

2.	 We value creativity, fun, and interaction. 

3.	 It combines proven pedagogy with growth mindset 
hacks – academic coaching instead of simply tutoring 
or teaching.

4.	 We use flexible learning platforms that suit all 
learning styles, so both “fish” and “monkeys” 
succeed. 

5.	 Learning is nurtured in a positive learning 
environment with aspirational learners.

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CHAPTER EIGHT 

Self-Directed Learning - In 
SEARCH of More

“The Secret to change is to focus all your energy, not 
on fighting the old, but on building the new.”

We fell upon Self-Directed Learning by accident.

Our children at the time were 8 and 11 years old and attending 
an International Holistic school here in Bali, Indonesia. They 
walked free, often barefoot, and learned to grow vegetables 
in the community garden. Short moments in the day were 
dedicated to meditation along with their regular school 
subjects, and kids of all ages gathered in the mornings to 
connect. We were in a steady routine, waking up frantically 
rushed in the mornings, dashing around making lunches, 
flinging items into backpacks, and trying to coerce the kids 
into the car, each time hoping to stuff one last rolled-up 
pancake in their mouths before leaving, so they could survive 
until lunch. After school, we often picked up one child with 
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empty eyes (who craved more excitement and challenge) and 
the other close to collapse from exhaustion (over-stimulation, 
I think). We continued to do it though, as all families did. 

We thought, “This is normal, isn’t it?” Both our children 
functioned well enough to get above-average grades. Every 
once in a while, I saw a glimmer of spark in their eyes. Our 
son, Java (11), was obsessed with creating a replica of an 
Antonov 225, the largest airplane from Ukraine. Our daughter 
Khiana (8) dreamed of going to London to see the Tower of 
London after learning about its torturous history. It felt like a 
fairly typical family existence.

My husband and I sat in the living room, staring out the 
window at the waving palm leaves. The smell of the leather 
couch was bold and intensified because the silence in the 
room was deafening. We sat facing each other, blankly, 
internally searching for a solution. We had been running a 
fashion accessories brand for almost fifteen years, but we 
knew it was time for a change. We didn’t know where the 
changes would land us, but we craved more flexibility and 
freedom for our family.

I began the search for something to fit our new needs and fell 
upon a Self-Directed Learning program online. Something 
inside me came alive! Words like freedom, a journey of 
discovery, and a spark of curiosity lit my soul on fire. There 
was tingling energy that only surfaces when something 
connects with your inner knowing. It is like an electrical surge 
that rushes through your body. (Do you know the feeling?)

At dinner that night, we all sat down to talk about it. The 
consensus was that we were willing to try it for a year. I felt 
excited and nervous, knowing we were in for a wild ride. 
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It’s been six years since we began, and it has, indeed, been a 
wild ride. What I have learned about myself, my family, and 
my children is both awe-inspiring and mind-blowing.

I would love to share what we have learned, as I think it’s 
an important piece of the puzzle of the New Paradigm of 
Education. While the process of seeing education and learning 
in a new way was perplexing and personally challenging, 
I also became inquisitive and intrigued by the changes I 
witnessed in myself and my family. This has sparked a 
newfound interest that brings me here with you today. 

For those that venture to try something outside of the traditional 
school system, it began as it does for most families. We brought 
school home. We created a schedule based on subjects and 
hourly increments. We had color-coded spreadsheets with 
everything listed for the week. Like school, we developed a 
plan for testing, projects, and presentations. We downloaded 
apps for science and math and had an endless list of reading and 
comprehension sheets. We got desks for the kids and created 
workstations in their rooms. I’m an organizer with a personal 
obsession with spreadsheets, so this all felt simple. We were 
going to nail it. I felt it. 

Slowly, though, things started to fall apart. First, our children 
didn’t want to sit at their desks; they wanted to sit on the floor 
or on their beds. “How will you focus if you don’t sit at the 
desk?” I thought to myself, irritated and confused. It was only 
a few weeks until the schedules were no longer followed. They 
started to zone out and lose focus quickly. Each subject seemed 
to start or end with either yelling, tears, or both. I felt like the 
whole situation was beginning to spin out of control, and I 
couldn’t hold things together. What was I doing wrong? 
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Thankfully, with our new Self-Directed Learning program, 
we had a Learning Consultant, whom we met with each week. 
Her goal was to help our family create a healthy environment 
for learning. She helped us to re-think and re-organize our 
schedule to be better suited for our family. More importantly, 
she helped us see a new way of approaching learning. It felt 
like what I confidently saw as black and white, was now a 
million shades of grey. I began to question everything. Should 
I force a child, crying and frustrated, to continue learning 
math? Should they sit at their desks to complete their work? 
Is there another way? Should we schedule subjects every hour 
to fit everything in during the week? Is it okay to spend 3-4 
hours in the day creating characters and telling stories with 
Lego? Is going surfing in the morning considered learning? 
What time does a good schedule start? How do we know they 
are learning? What are the most important things to learn? 
How do we keep the love of learning in their eyes?

My belief system of rules and structure that held my life and 
business together was at risk of collapsing, and I was still trying 
desperately to keep it all together. Could it be that I suddenly 
questioned everything I believed to be accurate? The feeling of 
losing control was off the charts, and I started to lose confidence 
in what we were doing. I had only seen one way of learning: the 
traditional way. Could it be that a new path was possible?

This unfolded for years following these initial months. 
I let go of my conditioned beliefs to maintain a sense of 
sanity. I HAD TO. This is what unschooling is. It’s letting 
go of previous beliefs and opening up to new ones. Slowly, 
we let go of schedules, subjects, and testing. We let go of 
expectations and proving our learning. Somewhere within 
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me, though, was a deeper and stronger belief in people. The 
trust I felt wavered, week to week, but was enough for us to 
stay the course. We practiced following our learning instincts, 
understanding our patterns, observing our strengths and 
weaknesses, and experimenting with new ways of learning. 
We learned that my son loved taking things apart and putting 
them together better and faster. He loved efficiency, timed 
activities, and feeling challenged. He loved taking calculated 
risks. We learned that my daughter preferred vision boards 
over lists, continually created complex characters and stories, 
and could stay within a creative flow for hours. She loved 
writing, reading, and music. 

One of the big obstacles in this process was other people. They 
waltzed in, wondering aloud as they witnessed our new family 
routine that lacked subjects, testing, classrooms, and schedules. 
I understood their questions because our life wasn’t considered 
normal, but it was, quite honestly, a constant reminder of our 
choice to leap blindly off the cliff. It stirred up everything 
repeatedly, leading to a feeling of continuous turmoil.

Years passed, but what I’ve witnessed has taught me a lot about 
myself and our children and the learning process. As a result, 
I’m much more comfortable and confident with our evolving and 
changing patterns that are personalized for each family member. 
This has become clear to me through insightful moments 
throughout the journey, moments that I would have never 
witnessed had we not taken the opportunity to try something new. 

This change allowed our children to become independent 
and self-aware of themselves and their bodies. They know 
how to manage their sleep and when their food choices 
affect their moods or productivity. They have a much deeper 
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understanding of their character, tendencies, and motivations. 
They can acknowledge what lights them up, when to take 
inspired action, and when they need to step away. They 
are curious and love learning. We no longer have a school 
year. They learn all year round by choice. We have healthy 
conversations and respect each other’s character and interests. 
We have connected deeply as a family because we had the 
time and space. I feel incredibly confident and trust in their 
ability to navigate life and learning and handle the challenges 
thrown their way with kindness and confidence.

Self-Directed Learning means that the learner takes the 
initiative, sometimes on their own or with the help of others. 
They figure out what they want and need to learn. They define 
those goals, where or how to get the information, how to learn 
in a way that is best for them, and to determine the outcome 
or result of their efforts. It sounds like life, doesn’t it?

I’ve created the SEARCH Philosophy for Learning based on 
our Self-Directed Journey. It outlines a spiral scaffolding of a 
process that our family has lived through and that changed the 
course of our lives. 

As a human race, we have continued to develop and are 
always searching for better ways. This is evolution. The 
dictionary definition of evolution is the gradual development 
of something, especially from a simple to a more complex 
form. This is what we are doing. We have been moving 
from a simple life (think living in caves, hunting for food) to 
finding ways to navigate a more complex reality (the Internet, 
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AI, mental health, Global connection). I continue to search for 
ways to show up and support others in this New Paradigm as 
a parent, as a leader, and as a human.

When our Learning Journey started to fall apart, and I started 
to question everything, my biggest question was, “What IS the 
purpose?” Children spend twelve years in school preparing for 
life. What do we want them to learn? What is the end goal? 
How do we teach our children essential life skills? How do we 
prepare them for the future world? Is what they are learning 
preparing them? 

These were the questions that I was asking myself. First, I 
needed to know what the priorities were. Second, I wanted 
to understand why we needed to learn what we were told 
to learn. I could no longer accept the truth I had been 
conditioned to believe. I needed to understand for myself.

Here starts the beginning of the SEARCH. SEARCH is an 
acronym that describes our family philosophy; Sense of Self, 
Experimentation, Action, Reflection, Change, and Human 
flourishing.

S stands for Sense of Self

Our Sense of Self is best described as our own perception 
of the characteristics that define our identity. It could be 
personality traits, abilities, our belief system, likes and 
dislikes, or the things that motivate us — these all contribute 
to our self-image. This is the development I have noticed 
most in our kids through this Self-Directed Learning process.

Not long after we started Self-Directed Learning, we began 
having a Weekly Family Meetup. As a family, this was our 
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time to discuss and plan for the week. One Monday morning, 
I was eager to share new ideas with the kids.

I had been feeling quite good about where we were as a family, 
but I kept getting this gnawing feeling that it just wasn’t 
enough. So, I continued searching for new activities and classes 
for the kids and couldn’t wait to share what I had found.

One morning in our meeting, it came my turn to talk, and 
I jumped at the chance to describe the activities I had 
discovered. While revealing the juicy details, I glanced around 
at the others and saw their lights completely switched off. I 
stopped. ‘What could be the problem?’ I thought to myself.

I felt instantly annoyed. I had made all this effort and spent a 
lot of time gathering this information.

“What?!” I said, sounding a bit irritated (but quite honestly, trying 
to sound like a kind, curious parent.) I spoke calmly, “Do these 
not sound interesting to you? What do you guys want to do?”

We didn’t get very far that morning. I left our meeting feeling 
down and discouraged. After some time had passed and the 
irritation subsided, I went to my daughter Khiana’s room to 
talk. I asked her about the activities.

After much discussion, questions, and active listening, I had 
an insightful moment.

I realized a couple of important things. First, big groups were 
not her thing. We often assume that social interaction looks 
the same for all kids (and that school is the ultimate example), 
but different people have different preferences. Some thrive 
in large groups, while others prefer to work alone or in small, 
connected pods. She preferred 2-3 kids at most.
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Second, even more importantly, I discovered that she needed 
to know the teacher or the mentor first. She needed to feel 
safe, confident, and connected with this person to give a hard 
YES to a new activity. Ah! Now her reaction made sense. 
She wasn’t getting the information she needed to make the 
decision. It was only through active discussion and reflection 
that we were able to discover this and move forward.

At that moment, we decided that each time she would embark 
on a new activity, we would make an effort for her to meet 
the teacher and that she was entitled to follow her instincts 
in making the decision based on their connection. This 
understanding of herself (aka Sense of Self) has continued to 
serve her exploration during our learning journey, and I feel 
confident it will benefit her for life.

Now, looking back, I can see the importance of this. It is the 
foundation of our being and this philosophy. If a house is built 
on a poor foundation, we all know what happens to the house.

Over the long run, some cracks and shifts weaken it and can 
lead to long-term collapse. (Think of struggles with mental 
health, depression, anxiety, or burnout.)

Their deeper understanding of themselves guides our children 
through life. While continuing to build a strong sense of self, 
children build better relationships, have a better understanding 
of others, reach goals more easily, and ultimately, feel 
happier. This is what, I believe, should be the foundation of 
education and learning.

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E stands for Experimentation

This Experimentation stage is about two different aspects: the 
mindset and the process of learning. 

Mindset

Let’s picture this. You hear about this beautiful campground 
destination from a friend.

You are fixated on this location for the weekend, so you map 
out the route and start the adventure with your family.

Next thing you know, you are faced with construction, and the 
road is closed. You get frustrated and angry that your family 
plans are ruined. You return home with many tears and anger 
from everyone about the collapsed plans.

Alternatively, let’s say you were faced with construction and 
the road is closed. You wonder if there are other ways to reach 
the destination. You re-visit the map, seeing multiple roads 
that could take you there, possibly longer or windier, but you 
are willing to try. You start down this new path and notice 
many other gorgeous places you didn’t know existed. You see a 
stunning waterfall and stop for a roadside picnic. The journey is 
glorious, and then, after a long, adventurous day, you reach the 
beautiful campground destination, just in time to catch the sunset.

Our first steps in Self-Directed Learning could have ended quite 
differently. The road closure could have been represented by a 
rigid view or belief on what, how, or when to learn. We could 
have turned back with tears, disappointment, and a feeling 
of failure, but instead, we chose the mindset of curiosity. We 
decided, as parents, to be more open to possibilities and creative 
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ideas. Experimentation is about discovery. We can head into 
a new form of learning with a hypothesis of where we want 
to end up, but the process of getting there needs to be driven 
by curiosity. This sense of discovery has shown me how it 
develops creativity, interest, and adaptability. 

The Process of Trial and Error

Experimentation also helps us to move through the process of 
learning. It opens up the opportunity to try and learn from our 
results by trial and error.

My son was always interested in being active and healthy. 
He was constantly seeking to challenge his physical abilities. 
When we started Self Directed Learning, his first instinct was 
to start surfing in the mornings. Since he didn’t have to rush to 
school, he would wake up early, and we would drive him down 
to the beach to surf. This continued for around a year then, one 
day, he was curious about trying something different.

He experimented with skateboarding for a little while. He liked 
it, but the interest seemed to fade quite quickly. He spent more 
time re-visiting the idea. We talked about physical challenges, 
like daily push-ups or a boxing class. He tried but quickly 
became disinterested. This went on for almost a year. He was 
willing to try new things, but nothing would keep his attention.

This is the moment, as the parent, you start to feel that panic 
and lose trust. You know the one, right? The voice inside says, 
“He isn’t going to stick with anything!” Or “He needs to learn 
how to be more disciplined.”

We continued to talk about it, non-judgmentally, of course— 
this is the challenging part as a parent. We also need to practice 
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curiosity and inquiry! He tried. He stopped. You could also see 
his confusion because he wanted to feel engaged and lit up by 
his choice but was still struggling to find the right solution.

We bought some weights for home, and he made a little 
mini gym in his room. He started lifting weights, making a 
workout plan, and then began enjoying the routine and this 
new path. He got to a level where he could no longer use the 
free weights and needed more. We got a squat bar and larger 
weights, and soon after, that wasn’t enough. Within a year, 
he had developed a great routine and saw the results of his 
efforts. His mini gym was no longer enough to challenge him. 
We met a friend opening a gym in our area, so he was open to 
trying. That was it! The spark was ignited.

Years later, he continues going to the gym daily and has 
created multiple workout plans for himself and others. He 
has also completed his International Personal Training 
Certification and considers competing in Powerlifting.

I have seen in my son that the most successful, healthy, and 
active lifestyles come from doing things he enjoys. If you 
don’t like team sports, try surfing, skateboarding, or the 
gym. He chose the gym. The same applies to learning. If 
you don’t like Math, try Pattern Making or Chemistry. Find 
alternatives that work for you. It’s about personalization over 
standardization. Find what lights you up and do more of that.

Experimenting with multiple ideas allowed my son to 
remain open to the process and try new things. He still 
surfs or skateboards for enjoyment with his friends but 
finds his weight training to fit perfectly for his lifestyle. Our 
conversations and his reflection helped him to acknowledge 
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what he liked, didn’t like, and what motivated him. He was 
continually adapting and developing his Sense of Self. He 
was witnessing the process of learning through trial and error.

A Stands for Action

“For the things we have to learn before we do them, 
we learn by doing them.” 

- Aristotle.

I can best describe action by sharing my learning journey in 
Public Speaking. To become a public speaker, I couldn’t just 
read about it. I could study all I wanted, but it was a completely 
different feeling once I stepped onto the stage. Anyone that has 
done this can fully appreciate what I’m talking about! Speaking 
in public takes practice. I needed to experience it to truly 
understand. First, I needed to feel the fluttering in my gut, the 
sweaty palms, and the foggy terror. Then, I needed to dive into 
the experience to understand the intricate details, like eye contact, 
hand gestures, voice tonality, pausing, and stage movement. This 
is why action is necessary. It takes us deeper into the experience.

My son didn’t learn about engines and motorbikes by reading 
about them. He took a motorbike apart at age 12. My daughter 
didn’t know about prosthetics until she created a mold of her 
brother’s toe. (This was so cool but a bit creepy.) My son didn’t 
learn about potato guns by studying them, but he built one. My 
daughter didn’t know about Special FX makeup by looking at 
pictures; she learned by creating hundreds of different looks.

 At 11 years old, my daughter Khiana decided to commit to 
100 Days of Makeup, which included imagining, creating, 
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photographing, and posting to Instagram. Her feed included 
gruesome gore, blood, guts, and burns to hilarious illusions 
(like fingers as Churros covered in sugar and chocolate) 
and a full Sasquatch creation with hand-molded teeth and 
prosthetics. When she shared the results of her creativity, this 
led to more opportunities. 

She got a weekly job at age eleven at a Local Family Event 
doing face painting. After almost a year of working at the event, 
they asked her to do a Special Effects Masterclass for kids. 
Because she showed up and took inspired action, she met new 
people at these events and ended up with more opportunities, 
doing makeup for photoshoots, birthday parties, school plays, 
and many Halloween parties. As her skills advanced, she 
required more advanced materials and dove deeper into the 
craft. She searched for a supplier and met the owner of a movie 
design studio in Bali, leading to more interest in film and 
set design. Her actionable steps in learning resulted in more 
opportunities. Her actions naturally guided her to the next steps.

Our children’s knowledge came from engagement and inspired 
action, not passive learning. Jumping fully into projects and 
experimenting has led them to enjoy and be engaged with their 
education and to develop deeper, richer intricacies. It has helped 
them to learn about themselves and to see the next steps forward.

R stands for Reflection

This one was surprising and often struck me at the most 
unassuming times. 

While we live in Bali, Indonesia (I’m originally from Canada), 
we went back to visit family. It was often strange for our kids 
because they would forget the cousins or friends they had met 
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since the previous visit, which was often a year or more. A lot 
happens and changes in a year, so it often felt like they were 
meeting for the first time again. We would meet with a family, 
the adults would break off in discussion, and the kids would go 
to a playroom to hang out with the other kids. 

One day, Khiana went off to play with the other kids, and 
later, we reflected on the time. She started by saying she was 
feeling quite shy. I paused and tried to understand. “What did 
you do? What did you notice?”

She paused and explained. “It wasn’t a problem,” she said. 
“I just became Philipo.” As I mentioned earlier, Khiana was 
always creating detailed characters. Her favorite (and mine 
too) was Philipo. He was a bald, mustache-obsessed, taco-
eating character, who juggled and sang his favorite song. So, 
she put on a bald cap and mustache and became him. He had 
his own Instagram account, a whole taco-loving family, and a 
suspenseful personal story. 

“What did you notice?” I asked.

“Philip made everyone feel relaxed. The other kids instantly 
laughed and then wanted to play. It was easy.”

Khiana learned that, with play and creativity, she was able to 
put others at ease, and they were able just to be themselves. 
Through more discussion, she learned that the characters she 
created were not only for her enjoyment but were tools for 
connecting with others. When we took the time to deepen our 
reflection, it resulted in rich and powerful learning.

When my son started surfing every morning when we began 
Self Directed Learning, my husband picked him up from the 
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beach one day. He came home looking very pleased. “How 
did it go?” I asked.

“Good,” he said.

“You catch some good waves?”

“Yup.”

“Cool.”

The next day, he had a meeting with his Learning Consultant, 
and I sat in the background to listen. 

“What happened since our last call that you want to share?” 
she asked.

“I went surfing yesterday.”

“Oh ya? How was it?”

“Good.”

“Oh ya, why?”

Long pause.

“I caught some good waves.”

“Oh ya. What happened?”

Another pause.

“Well, I was catching some waves, and it was good, but then 
this big wave came. I got excited and paddled hard. The 
timing was perfect. I was up on the wave, and it was like time 
stood still. The sun shone on my face, and the wind blew in 
my hair. I felt so in control and like I had all the time in the 
world.”
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I was nearly in tears. He had experienced this most miraculous 
feeling of flow, and I had washed over it with just a few casual 
words. I learned that day to ask good questions and then to 
wait (really wait) for the answer. I learned to stop filling in 
the blanks. That reflection time allowed him to acknowledge 
and integrate the experience into his consciousness. They 
discussed what it meant for him in his life and how he could 
bring more of that blissful feeling into his every day.

Developing the reflective muscle deepens learning and their 
sense of Self. They weren’t rushing to get the desired result, 
like a test result or a finished presentation, but using each 
moment to observe and learn about themselves and others. 
When we took the time to deepen our reflection, it resulted in 
richer, more meaningful learning.

C stands for Change

As I mentioned, at the beginning of our Self-Directed 
Learning Journey, we moved from traditional schooling at 
home to unschooling towards a more Self-Directed Learning 
environment. At different steps along the way, our Learning 
Consultant (who has become an important part of our family 
today) would continue to ask us, “Is it working?”

This question, while it seems simple, genuinely shifted our 
thinking. Once we clarified and changed to meet our needs, 
we began personalizing our learning. 

We started with hour-by-hour schedules at the beginning. ”Is it 
working?“ she would ask. The answer was a resounding NO. 
So, we continued to ask about subjects, work environments, 
and motivation and tried to find our own ways for it to work.
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Another important part of Self-Directed Learning is Self-
Evaluation. It is similar to reflection but helps us take steps 
forward or change how we navigate. Self-Evaluation is all 
about knowing how you actually feel and taking enough time 
to observe how you moved through the activity and what or 
how you want to change.

Was it exciting?

Frustrating? 

Were you engaged? 

Motivated? 

What areas would you like to change? 

How did you feel about the timing? 

Was there enough time for exploration? 

Were you able to sustain your energy throughout the project?

We had reached the end of a term and were doing a Self-
Evaluation. The family gathered in the spare room with 
the Learning Consultant online, and the kids brought their 
slideshows and ‘show and tell’ items to include in their 
presentation. Colorful images and bold text flashed on the 
screen to summarize their projects. There was laughter, 
smiles, and frowns, all summing up the learning process. 
They shared what they had learned, and I felt proud of them 
and our family. I felt like we were finally getting into a stride. 
Finally, the kids had finished their presentations, and the 
Learning Consultant asked them, “Do you feel satisfied?”

They both took a quiet moment and answered, “No.” I felt 
shocked and surprised! 
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This was another insightful moment for me, asking them if 
they felt satisfied or proud. I had never thought of doing that. 
My heart sank like I had been doing something wrong, or 
I hadn’t fulfilled my role as the parent. I have now realized 
that this was not a reflection of me or us as a family, but 
rather that their accomplishments weren’t in line with what 
was important to them. Khiana needed flow, balance, and 
creative expression. She valued family time together and 
doing the right thing. Java, on the other hand, valued seeing 
improvement and being enthusiastic. He needed to complete 
an exciting project but also feel challenged and able to see his 
self-improvement. 

I witnessed the kids’ willingness to adjust the course as they 
practiced more Self-Evaluation. The insight that I took away 
was the importance of clarifying what resulted, understanding 
how it made them feel, knowing what to change, and being 
okay to continue evolving. 

H stands for Human Flourishing

While being happy may be the goal for our children in life, 
I prefer to think about the end goal as Human Flourishing, 
which is a broader sense of development based on the whole 
child. This could include physical and mental health, good 
close relationships, character, virtues and strengths, meaning 
or purpose, accomplishment, engagement or flow, and positive 
emotions like happiness.

What I have witnessed in our children during this Self-
Directed Learning journey is a deeper and richer development 
of the whole person expressed in Human Flourishing. 
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It’s about:

•	 having a sense of purpose because you have a choice, 

•	 being engaged and motivated by curiosity and a 
willingness to take chances,

•	 taking inspired action,

•	 understanding yourself and having a profound 
capacity to accept others for who they are, 

•	 reaching your potential while managing your physical 
and mental wellness,

•	 feeling good about your identity,

•	 feeling confident in the ability to navigate change, 

•	 being connected with yourself and others, 

•	 learning how to balance these different areas of life.

While, as humans, we are always searching for more, what I 
do think we need more of this.

More awareness

More experimentation

More inspired action

More listening

More choice

More focus on interests

More time and space

More reflection
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More respect

More trust

More happiness

More human flourishing

When I think back to that afternoon with my husband on our 
leather couch, I realize what a pivotal moment it was. We 
were operating from a place of burnout. We’d both lost our 
sense of self and were desperately fighting to get it back. As 
a parent, I wanted to feel grounded in who I was, how I could 
function at my best, and give a solid example to our children 
of what human flourishing could look like.

This experience, personally navigating through it and 
witnessing it in our children, was exactly what I needed to 
find it in myself again, from understanding my body, health, 
and mind to knowing my strengths and abilities and honing in 
on my interests and desires. This is the gift I was given in this 
process.

I thank my children for walking with me on this journey, for 
being curious with me, and for allowing the world to emerge 
before our eyes as we took a step back to enjoy the process. 
This is what learning is all about.

My brother and I had already been self-directed learners for 
five years. Before that, I was at an international school but 
was searching for more time alone. I kept trying to fit it in, 
but at the end of the day, I felt exhausted. I had always needed 
time for reflection, and the constant busyness of school was 
just not for me. 

Coming out of school, I stuck with the same friends. I hosted 
Halloween parties, went to sleepovers, and did anything a 
regular school kid would have done. As time went by, many 
of these friends left the island. The last standing were the 
closest. Finally, the last friend moved away forever, and I was 
left feeling helpless and alone. 

I scrolled through Instagram, like any typical day, to see 
a mutual friend with a bunch of people, going out, seeing 
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things, doing things, and going to parties. Each day, I waited 
patiently, checking my phone, wanting someone to reach out. 
I kept thinking to myself, “I’ll just let fate handle it,” as I 
painfully glared at the “no notifications” plastered on my lock 
screen. I sat there alone on my bed, waiting for some magical 
miracle, where I would be granted a big group of friends and 
unlimited invites until I realized that I could never meet new 
people if the furthest place I ever went was my kitchen. 

I reached out to that mutual friend. Her life was filled with 
the fun and excitement that I was craving. I was chasing that 
teenage dream I saw in shows and movies. I sat anxiously as 
my stomach churned, waiting for a reply. Finally, she replied, 
wanting to meet up. I froze as soon as she stepped in the 
door, intimidated by her perfectly done makeup, fishnets, and 
tremendously big platform black boots that made it feel like 
she towered over me. 

As she spoke, I noticed how different her life was to mine, 
fast-paced, impulsive, adventurous, rebellious! I was stunned. 
Everything felt so foreign yet intriguing. I felt like a blank 
canvas not yet painted by the world’s experiences. I wanted 
to experience this lifestyle, but I knew I would need to adapt. 
I observed every new setting I was put in, subconsciously 
collecting data on the type of scenarios and people I’d be around. 
I became a chameleon. With this costume on, life didn’t feel 
real. The decisions I made didn’t matter much to me because 
I felt like I was never the one making them. I was mindlessly 
agreeing without having any real opinions. Life had no meaning. 
I was an empty vessel. I had become so distant from who I was 
and completely lost my sense of self. I felt like a robot being 
controlled by a mini-me inside. I started to wonder why. 
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Why did I want to change the person I was? 

It started to remind me of how I felt when I was nine, my first 
existential crisis. Lovely. I used to lie on my brother’s rooftop 
and stare blankly into the sky. It was a dome-shaped canvas of 
glistening stars and deep dark colors, but I was overwhelmed 
with those typical philosophical questions. 

What am I working towards? What am I here for? Who am I, 
really?

I was never fully present because I was always floating 
through my own abyss of thoughts. To get myself through it, I 
pushed away these thoughts, along with my emotions.

The Scientist 

Later that year, I started to notice a pattern, so I created a 
graph. It showed my ups and downs and advice for each 
stage. It helped a lot, especially when I hit the lows. Each 
stage had a name, beginning, the honeymoon phase, downfall, 
bottom, rock bottom, spike, plateau, dip, rise, and end. 

Before making the graph, I thought every upsetting moment 
would last forever. It felt like I was digging a deeper hole for 
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myself that I struggled to get out of, but this time, I saw it all 
written on paper. I doubted its legitimacy at first until time 
passed and everything fit.

I was my own science experiment. I was doing a study on 
myself, collecting data, analyzing actions and thoughts, and 
always keeping track. Throughout that process, I learned 
a lot about myself and started to understand why I would 
do certain things or act a certain way. I went through life 
documenting each finding to create a well-rounded personal 
analysis until I found one fatal flaw. 

I came across a big problem that challenged my research. 
I met a new friend, a guy. We spent a lot of time together. 
According to my research, he was perfect, but something 
was off.

Everything pieced together after what felt like a journey 
through hell and back. The graph was not only my science 
experiment of self but a tool for learning, living, and creating.

Over time, my world shifted. I had this newfound lust for life. 
The world felt vast, and the possibilities felt limitless. I fell in 
love with how the trees swayed, how the birds chirped, how 
the sun glistened, and how my dog got excited when he saw 
me.

I accepted each part of myself, along with my emotions. I 
began to see that the most beautiful art pieces throughout 
history were fueled by these feelings, transforming each 
empty canvas into a visual collage of intricate experiences. 
I dove further into art and music, embracing and celebrating 
my individual self-expression. I left doubt in the past and 
was free from toxic cycles. I felt my body was now a vessel 
for the person I’d always been. I continued to capture my 
self-expression and self-directed my projects in a way that 
honored who I was through fashion, art, and music. 

I learned something more valuable than I would have ever 
imagined. Life is learning. It’s a balance of the heart and 
the mind. The road of my learning journey isn’t a straight 
highway but a bumpy, winding Bali road, where cows 
and chickens roam freely. And that’s okay. Because I love 
chickens.

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CHAPTER TEN 

Soul Aligned Education

The New Paradigm of Children’s Education has always 
appeared to me as a straightforward vision of inspirational 
change. From a young age, it has been something that I have 
been very passionate about. I have always known that I would 
not only be a witness to this shift in my lifetime but that I 
would be a part of it. 

Why is that? Simply put, like all humans, when you 
experience a negative, traumatic, or misaligned experience, 
there is a deeper knowing within that the experience can and 
should be better. It sparks something in you. You can get 
angry or feel victimized by the situation or turn that anger 
into a fiery passion to do something positive. I am sure, in 
most cases, we go through both, and that is part of healing the 
human experience. 

My life’s work has evolved over the years. I have worked 
with all types of children, from the young ones suffering 
from tremendous trauma to the adults, still children in my 
eyes, who are suffering into adulthood because they were 
misunderstood by society. 
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By following my passion and intuition, I started my work 
full-time in 2017 under Cosmic Gateway, an education 
platform for adult children to help build awareness of energy 
sensitivity and to normalize the ‘unseen world’ so that people 
can help themselves through knowledge and information. 

This led to the opening of New Earth Children’s social media 
platform in 2019, a platform designed to continue this work 
for sensitive children, Starseeds, parents, and caregivers.

I firmly believe the starting point in evolving general 
education and upbringing for children should be simple. Let’s 
look at some basic categories:

Creative Expression:

Supporting creative expression is vitally important, as creativity 
is the life-giving energy we all possess. Yet, it often gets shut 
down early in modern society. Therefore, from a Soul or Energy 
perspective, disconnection from creative expression also 
disconnects us from our life-giving energy and inspiration. 

When this occurs, it creates all sorts of problems, such as 
depression, anxiety, and a long list of potential “mental 
health” diagnoses. Unfortunately, this issue affects many in 
our world today. 

I know there are many other compounding factors, including 
health, well-being, and environment. However, consider for 
one moment that the root cause of some people’s depression 
or anxiety is the disconnection from their life-giving energy 
and creative inspiration. The remedy could be as simple as 
re-engaging in a creative endeavor that could spark them 
and ‘cure’ or ‘heal’ their “mental health” diagnosis. The fact 
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we are seeing brilliantly effective remedies, such as Art and 
Sound Therapy, becoming more mainstream is a positive 
trend we can celebrate.

To have many different creative studies available for children, 
beyond what is currently offered, is crucial for this new 
paradigm of education. Things that could be included: sound 
healing, crystal bowls, creative writing, jewelry creation, 
creative exploration of food and cooking, architecture (for the 
more mechanically minded students), and innovative design 
opportunities. 

A whole range of things that are outside the box could be 
possible, which will showcase that creative expression is for 
everyone, just in different ways! Below are some key areas 
that I believe can inspire new education methods.

Personal Self-Awareness: 

Personal Self-Awareness is really about building and 
cultivating a good understanding of self. It is important 
for everyone, no matter their age, to know and understand 
themselves. 

As adults, we spend lots of time trying to find out who we are. 
So often, we spend time and money on therapy, medications, 
and self-development, whether holistic or ‘traditional.’ This 
speaks to our disruptive contemporary society and how it 
often disconnects us from who we are at our core.

In most cases, when we journey to find ourselves, this is 
where the greatest change occurs and our most purposeful 
life and work begins. Now, imagine a learning environment 
that supports children’s exploration of who they are, their 
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unique gifts and talents, and what they are most passionate 
about. This would start their learning about themselves and 
set a framework to continue this exploration throughout their 
life. This would in turn promote positive self-awareness, 
confidence, and a sense of direction and purpose. 

Self-awareness is also about developing each individual, 
looking at challenging behaviors and recurring patterns, and 
using personal self-awareness and strategies to establish 
positive and constructive behaviors. It can be a positive learning 
experience to see challenges, obstacles, learning difficulties, and 
growth opportunities. Furthermore, giving children support and 
tools to work with can be fun and motivating.

This is an overarching view of what an entire curriculum 
could be working towards: giving children a great chance to 
achieve more meaningful experiences and setting them up to 
pursue careers they are passionate about. People engaged in 
soul-aligned careers have the confidence, skills, and resilience 
to achieve wonderful, significant, fulfilling things. 

We can also take a broader, society-wide view of what this 
kind of change might lead to. If everyone were immersed and 
grounded in these principles at an early age, it would forge a 
pathway to end many of the problems we see today, such as 
conflict, poverty, and injustice. 

Life Skills:

This subcategory should be complementary to Personal Self-
Awareness. Life Skills are something that I felt were very 
limited in the curriculum during my school years. However, 
they are critical for everyone to participate in society.
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When I refer to Life Skills, I am not referring to looking for 
a job, resume writing, how to use money, banking, tax, etc., 
although I do think it is helpful to assist children to be able 
to go out and thrive in life and society in those areas. I am 
specifically referring to how to have good relationships, healthy 
boundaries, good conflict resolution and communication 
skills, and how to support your mental/emotional and physical 
well-being. Things like identifying when you’re feeling hurt, 
unsupported, angry, and upset, and learning safe ways to 
express and understand your emotional needs.

These skills should be taught at home by our parents or 
caretakers; unfortunately, not all children have conscious 
and supportive parents, especially regarding these topics, 
because possibly the parents aren’t even aware or know how 
to support themselves in this way. 

If children had access to these tools, it would help them every 
day in every aspect of their life.

Energy Awareness and safe places to explore intuitive 
abilities: 

This is my personal favorite and what I am most passionate 
about! As a highly sensitive, intuitive, and psychic child, 
my struggles came in a different form than most children. 
Luckily, I had aware and supportive parents. However, I felt 
like the education system failed me, as I lacked confidence and

didn’t feel that I was good at anything because I didn’t excel 
academically.

I found my confidence only came after leaving the education 
system. I found myself amongst spiritual groups, discovering 
teachers, mentors, and courses that helped me develop my 
intuitive, healing, and psychic abilities. I felt I belonged and 
was good at something for the first time in my life. But, of 
course, good is a bit understated; I excelled in these areas and 
pursued these things professionally as a young adult. 

For all the sensitive, intuitive, energy healers and psychic 
children, especially those who are now adults who were not 
understood as children, life is very hard if you don’t have 
supportive people and an understanding environment. This 
is what sparks my passion to help teach people about Energy 
Awareness, even before exploring intuitive abilities.

When you have these sensitivities, they are often misunderstood 
or misdiagnosed in unhelpful ways. Medication is prescribed, 
which only tends to make it worse or acts as a band-aid solution 
at best. Yet, if children who were interested and wanted to 
take an elective class were allowed to express their unique 
experiences and sensitivities freely and safely, talking about 
it can be healing and give answers. Children would have 
the opportunity to be taught how to utilize their abilities as 
‘superpowers’ as intended, instead of regarding them as a 
disability.

Aspects of Energy Awareness can be taught, for instance, 
becoming aware of what your energy is compared to that of 
other people or how to empower your energy and keep it clear 
so that you’re not empathically absorbing all the heaviness 
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around you that can muddy your energy and make you feel 
depressed and lose your vitality. Once there is a baseline level 
of understanding around these things, teaching can progress 
into the more advanced studies of refining and utilizing gifts, 
like telepathy, psychic vision, remote viewing, and channeling 
energy, to help heal yourself and others. This would give 
an advantage to these rising stars in their own right because 
these are gifts and handy tools that can aid and help advance 
humanity’s evolution.

I believe children are a gift to the world. I feel deeply that we 
can learn so much from them if they are given the safe space 
to show us how to be more connected to the unseen worlds, 
realms, and dimensions. This is just an aspect of all of us that 
most of us have forgotten, and they are here now to help us 
remember who we truly are and the gifts and abilities that we 
all have access to if we so desire.

The uniqueness of each child’s soul:

From more of a spiritual and soul perspective, I believe that 
we all have a unique energy signature that comes from our 
soul’s journey through various lifetimes. 

Every experience we gain on a soul level stays connected with 
us in the form of energy, and we all have access to this, from 
the most incredible achievement and things we have mastered 
and crafted over many years/lifetimes to the most traumatic 
and horrifying events that leave us scared and fragile. All of 
this makes us who we are and sometimes can answer why we 
are how we are from birth, for example, personality traits and 
strong likes or dislikes for certain things. 
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For example, consider child prodigies who can play an 
instrument at a professional level without extensive training. 
This is a perfect example of a child tapping into their soul’s 
abilities that were trained before this lifetime. Keeping in mind 
that we all have this on some level, the importance of being able 
to teach children by nurturing their uniqueness is vital to help 
these visible gifts flourish. It also helps support children with 
traumas or to overcome struggles that might not make sense in 
our conventional world.

When you apply energy and multidimensionality to these 
things, they provide out-of-the-box answers and creative ways 
to find solutions.

My future vision of education and the potential for 
humanity through the paradigm shift

For a long time, I have had a vision of a place where 
education takes place in a peaceful, fun, loving environment 
that is less clinical than it has been in the past. 

It is a space that is a perfect balance of connection with the 
natural world and, at the same time, progressive and forward-
thinking, which connects us to the stars and our cosmic 
origins beyond this world. It is a place where children can be 
supported in all their uniqueness to discover themselves and 
their particular traits as something to love and be proud of, 
where there is understanding for all and, above all else, the 
environment supports the individuals. 

A New Paradigm of Education is where children can be all 
they are here to be and become in this world, where every 
child has the opportunity to express themselves fully, where 
they can utilize their gifts, abilities, intelligence, and soul 
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wisdom to become good leaders, role models, parents, 
business owners, and teachers in the future. Each person has 
a positive contribution to society to make, a contribution that 
impacts the whole as one collective consciousness.

As a planet, we can heal, grow, and evolve, so that we can all 
meet our basic needs and get out of survival mode. We can 
feel empowered to walk boldly into the future and spend our 
time in fun and expansive ways to innovate and become a 
thriving civilization.

This may sound too idealistic for some, yet I know in my 
heart it is possible. I am not the only one. Many others have 
seen this vision, too, including the children. They know it is 
possible, as they are more connected with their hearts and 
souls and less bound up by the limitations of the mind.

I feel strongly there is a higher intelligence working through 
us that serves humanity’s best interest. It brings everyone 
together at the perfect moment. That way, not only do 
individual projects around the world come together and 
collaborate, but the energy behind them is amplified. So, we 
can all move into a beautiful, brighter future with love, with 
Soul Aligned Education at the forefront of this beautiful New 
Earth we are all creating together.

Resource for Educators or  
Parents of Children/Teens:

Technique: Clearing your energy field.

Aim: Have energy awareness for the child and give them a 
tool/visualization technique to help support themselves if they 
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are Empathic, Highly Sensitive, or having challenges with 
energy-related disturbances, such as lack of concentration, 
fears, sleeplessness, or behavior changes, such as mood 
swings and out of character behavior. 

Timeframe: 10 - 30 minutes.

Set up before you begin: Set up a safe and comfortable 
environment that will be uninterrupted for the duration. 
Minimize, if possible, any loud noise, bright lights, or 
anything that could be overstimulating.

You can also include things to create a meditative 
environment, such as soft music, frequency sounds, soft 
lighting, pillows or blankets, and anything specific to the 
child/ren that will make them comfortable.

Instructions: 

1.	 Before commencing:

Ask the child/teen how they are feeling. Use open-
ended questions to allow them the space to speak 
freely if they chose to do so. This can be helpful to 
create the intention (if so desired) for the process.

You might want to use your own creative twist on this 
process to help facilitate something more specific to 
how they feel. For example, the child might be feeling 
anxious about going to school. You can get them to 
talk about where they handle the anxiety in the body, 
so they can have more body awareness of the feeling 
they are having. Then you can incorporate this 
information into this process.
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2.	 Get your child to sit or lay comfortably. If they are 
likely to fall asleep, then get them to sit upright.

3.	 Start by guiding them through three deep breaths. 
If you wish, you can say that each inhale makes 
them feel more relaxed and allows them to let go of 
anything they think is necessary to release.

4.	 Continue this process for as long as needed, possibly 
longer than three breaths. Give them a few moments 
to find stillness.

5.	 Now, guide them with your voice to turn their focus 
inward and ask them to observe how their body 
and energy are feeling in this moment (you can let 
them reply aloud if you wish, but it’s not strictly 
necessary).

6.	 Ask them questions to help the observation process. 

For example:

Do you feel heavy or light?

Do you feel calm or restless?

Do you notice any parts of your body that feel 
uncomfortable?

7.	 Allow this part to be guided by their responses, or if 
they aren’t communicating, use your intuition to lead 
this process, allowing a depth of awareness around 
their present energy state.

8.	 When they are ready to move on to the next phase, 
invite them to call in a color of light.
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For example:

This could be like a shower of light streaming down 
from the top of their head to wash over their entire 
body, or it could look different. It can vary with each 
individual. Allow them to choose the color that comes 
to them, as this always has significance to their 
unique energy signature (individuality is important.)

9.	 You might give the child/ren tips to guide this energy 
color to specific parts of their body. For example, if 
they have identified anxiety in their stomach, it can 
go there to help soothe that area. 

10.	 When you’re finished working with the color of light, 
ask them to visualize grounding that energy color and 
their feet into the ground to help bring them back to a 
more grounded state of awareness.

11.	 Start to guide them back, allowing them to take 
another three deep breaths, with each breath bringing 
more awareness back into the body, back into the 
room, and back into the now.

12.	 After they have come back and opened their eyes, you 
can ask them questions about how they are feeling 
now as opposed to before the process. Then, if they 
have found it helpful, discuss how they could use the 
process at other times to help support themselves.

Educating our Young People 
– Together We Rise ‘The

daughter, and all the expert mental health professionals 
were struggling.

His teacher told 
me he refused to write, yet in the first week of homeschooling, 
we realized he just was not writing in the timeframe the teacher 
wanted him to, plus he wanted to draw the characters and 
scenery first, and then write about it. My younger son’s teacher 
said that he was not focusing, and we discovered that, like the 
eldest, we didn’t need to worry that he wouldn’t be prepared for 
his future. He could focus, just not on the curriculum content or 
the way it was taught in the classroom. What was only meant 
to be for seven months of building confidence, resilience, and 
willingness to learn transformed into certainty that education 
is to be enjoyed using the purpose-based approach, similar to 
what I had used to coach adults since 2001.)...

I have been a life coach since 2001, helping adults transform 
their lives. It wasn’t until I had children that I realized how 
much traditional education holds adults back from fulfilling 
their true potential. Schooling is focused on preparing adults 
for the daily grind of 9-5 employment, for entering a world 
of competition, unhealthy reward triggers, and material 
accumulation. It’s no wonder adults struggle to find meaning 
in their lives after they have spent the first 15-20 years of it in 
a system designed to pump out sameness. 

After the birth of my own children, and their personal 
struggles with change, writing, and focus, I joined the home 
education movement, absorbing as much as I could from 
listening and watching how they learned and also from talking 
with other mothers who had been home educating for years.

I soon realized that the purpose of home education was not 
for me to become a substitute traditional teacher within 
the comfort of my lounge room and kitchen. My role was 
to educate my children in an entirely different way to the 
mainstream school system; we embarked on real learning. 

That’s how I became a Changemaker Coach for my own 
children and for hundreds of others. I have created a new 
paradigm for educating teens, which focusses parent 
educators on being the change they want to see in the world, 
actively listening to their children with their head and their 
hearts and learning to communicate confidently with love (not 
fear) so that there is enough space for the young people in 
their lives to grow and change. 

Coaching your young person opens opportunities for personal 
parental transformation, too. Homeschooling, focused on 
nurturing changemaker teens, taught me about self-reliance 
and how to embrace, navigate, and create authentic learning 
experiences for both my children and myself.

It also raised the frequency of my own ‘being.’ 

I am a product of traditional schooling, too. My own school 
experiences included mainly learning what my parents 
thought imperative for me to learn and them often finishing 
my projects for me, because I either didn’t enjoy the work 
and they didn’t want me to fail or not having enough time 
due to all the extracurricular classes I attended. As I entered 
adult life, I took with me those flawed teachings, resulting in 
a series of life events, a personal Armageddon that included 
divorce, job loss, bankruptcy, a major car accident, and an 
eating disorder. Like so many adult women, on top of my 
own challenges, I was also caring for people with various 
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challenges in their abilities, my son, who is neuro-diverse, 
and a close relative who suffered from dementia. 

In coaching my teens beyond the classroom, I was also 
able to make changes to my own life, walking away from 
everything that kept me stuck in the old way of learning and 
disconnected from my soul.

I was able to be vulnerable and reconnect to myself, 
discovering my passion and original purpose of showing 
people the magnificence within them. Through my coaching, 
speaking, and facilitating, I realized I am able to help clients 
create a healthy and meaningful life and be financially 
rewarded for the work they enjoy. I realized that, not only 
could I help my young people learn from home, but I could 
earn from home, too. I walked away from my six-figure 
corporate job income in health, safety, and environmental 
management, choosing instead to focus on coaching teens and 
adults, starting with my own boys and a small group of adult 
clients. 

Transitioning professionally in this way became a real-
life example for my children. They saw the changes I was 
prepared to make to achieve a connection to my dreams and 
began re-connecting to themselves and their soul desires. 
They gained confidence and learned to voice who they were, 
following a self-directed learning path rather than squeezing 
themselves into a templated model of success defined by 
traditional schooling. 

They uncovered and discovered more deeply their own way 
of being themselves, their Changemaker within.
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What is the Changemaker Way?

The Changemaker Way™ is a meticulously designed 
facilitated online coaching system to help young people let 
go of contention and fear of separation to instead discover a 
profound connection to themselves, their learning, and the 
appropriate curriculum. This connection allowed them to 
pursue their passion and purpose and be confident, happy, 
and positively future-ready. The connection between us grew 
as well, as we lived skills needed for the changing world of 
empathy, curiosity, and vulnerability. The more I could see 
evidence my teenagers were thriving naturally and clearly on 
purpose, the more my sleepless nights of worry diminished. 
I now have certainty I did, and am still doing, the right thing 
with regards to teenagers’ education. 

From the struggle or emotional contention with themselves, 
the possible lack of time and attention available by 
caregivers, with anxiety from past traditional educational 
environments and experiences, or for other reasons, young 
people aged twelve to twenty-five often begin their way on 
the changemaker journey being shy, lost, anxious, bored, 
apathetic, confused, or doubting their ability to learn. Some 
teens reject or are deceptive when it comes to work on offer, 
yet it is very soon clear they all have a certain goal that is 
important to them to be fulfilled. 

We assist students experiencing challenging emotions and 
deficits in communication, social and life skills to develop 
skills to integrate confidently as a focused and contributing 
adult in the community. For this reason, we support mothers 
and mentors of young people to identify appropriate social 
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learning environments, for their young person to connect 
confidently with themselves and be clear on the way forward 
as they work in a structured, yet flexible way. Learning occurs 
when environments are physically, emotionally (mental 
health), and identity safe, allowing the teen to be themselves 
unconditionally. 

Changemaker Teens – How we coach young people

The Changemaker Way has four modules for young people to 
complete. The first three are covered over eight sessions with 
their personal coach. 

Module One focuses on self-discovery and exploration. 
It poses questions to the young person that promotes both 
imagination and critical thinking. The young person’s passions 
for learning are clarified, and a unique one and five-year vision 
for a meaningful life is created. For older youth, a ten-year 
vision is also developed. There is a high potential for this step 
to uncover and confirm a long-term vocation or career.

Module Two encourages the young person to express their 
Hero’s Journey verbally via illustration or song, or by writing 
a story, play, or poem. 

Module Three encourages and allows the youth to design and 
take initiative for the ‘how’ of their own learning and record 
it in a comprehensive and individualized learning plan. This 
is the module where self-directed, self-motivation, and self-
organization goals are scaffolded and embraced with ease. 
The action plan is in the ideal format with the flexibility to 
be tailored for both neurodiverse and neurotypical learners. 
Lifeskills are made clear, fun, and successfully implemented. 
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This learning journey is mapped and used to determine career 
paths, including entrepreneurial endeavors, future study, and 
any additional support and experience required. 

Module Four identifies how The Changemaker Way of 
learning can influence the family as well as the local and 
global community. The individual learning plan is prepared to 
be presented as a project for sharing. 

The program allows young people to become crystal clear 
on what they would like and how to get it whilst learning 
the recognized curriculum components in an inspiring, safe, 
practicable, and life skill-enhancing way. Parents are invited 
to attend the last session to see first-hand what their young 
person has discovered and how they can support them with 
learning environments and resources moving forward.

Changemaker Parents – How we coach parents 
to coach their teens

The Changemaker Way envisages the parent not as a teacher but 
as a life coach and facilitator. Supporting a teen requires the parent 
(usually the mother), to hold the space for transformation, which 
is one of the skills taught in the content in the specific training, ‘A 
Course for Raising Changemakers™’ that with The Changemaker 
Way completes The Raising Changemakers Mastermind™, which 
is becoming rapidly known and being experienced as a thought 
and communication system based on love rather than fear. 

Each learner requires a very specific educational plan 
that supports 21st-century skills that prepare for life-long 
learning, career direction, and joyful life. Experience with 
implementation of the integrated supports detailed below are 
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with young people aged 12-25 and have shown effective and 
beneficial results of:

•	 Increased and clear direction.

•	 Confidence to engage in meaningful activities and 
conversations,

•	 Self-esteem to have the willingness to set and achieve 
goals, and

•	 Maturity to begin building meaningful relationships.

•	 Knowing and creating a sense of safety in peer 
groups to allow appropriate interaction, which has 
led to successful entry into further studies in higher 
education, for example, College and University, with 
support from as early as age 15. 

Parents are taught to use coaching skills and step-by-step 
techniques to support the learner to close the gap between 
dependent learning and to increase student confidence in 
becoming a happy, confident, fulfilled, and contributing 
member of society. 

The steps to achieve these outcomes focus on five main 
priority goals:

•	 Independent learning 

•	 Self-directed learning and living (life skills) 

•	 Self-motivated

•	 Self-organized

•	 Self-directed career
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We believe it is vital to involve the primary caregiver in this 
process so the student can practice at home what they learn 
during their sessions with our facilitators, coaches, and tutors. 
Mothers and mentors model changes required in their own 
lives in appropriate and significant ways, reducing the stress 
and overwhelm and instead bringing increasing ease and 
understanding to the relationship with the learner and the 
family each step of the way. 

What success looks like for Changemaker families

The Changemaker Way supports young people and their families 
with alternative learning by way of a self-directed life. It allows 
families to create the physical and emotional space for their 
children to discover, create, and clearly see the vision of their 
true self. The learning occurs in a way that ensures an exciting 
future of meaning, passion, and purpose, taking intelligent, 
deliberate, and conscious action to become real changemakers. 

Changemaker families shift the trajectory of their lives, 
moving away from the stress of learning to fit into the world, 
which often leads to pain when we can’t mould ourselves to 
unrealistic expectations, and allowing everyone to do what 
they were born to do. 

The whole shift when experiencing the ‘Raising Changemakers 
Pathway’ comprising ‘A Course in Raising Changemakers’ 
and ‘The Changemaker Way,’ whether as an adult or young 
person, respectively, is to give birth to your true self lovingly 
with ease, with love and not fear. The unconscious focus is 
no longer on the separation of birthing, but instead, it’s all 
about the connection. By learning about the authentic self, 
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Changemaker families bring their skills and gifts to the planet. 
They heal themselves, and they heal the world. 

This is a fundamental rise of wisdom and shift in the 
education paradigm.

Instead of educating young people to be adults of apathy (and 
experiencing the pain of disconnection whether that is mental 
health issues, suicide, family breakdown, school shooting or 
global war and catastrophe), searching their whole lives for 
connection to themselves, The Changemaker Way promotes 
life-long learning in pursuit of all that we love to do and be. 
In turn, that love changes the world.

Changemaking is an opportunity to bring alignment to soul, 
genius, passion, and purpose. When we do this, we transcend 
industrialized learning and allow ourselves to shine and 
thrive. As a result, families have more freedom and spiritual 
independence.

Raising Changemakers by coaching a teen (or a parent) in 
The Changemaker Way is definitive but gentle. 

Yet, its impact is profound. 

Greater self-love, awareness, and healing consciousness open 
up even greater possibilities for the entire world. When we 
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all deal with the pain of traditional schooling and work, a 
collective pain diminishes and is reframed. We transition from 
fear to love. 

At times, I have felt judged by people for seeking joy and 
love ahead of all else. I have been warned away from creating 
unrealistic expectations for parents, educators, and young 
people.

Being a Changemaker means embracing possibility, 
vulnerability, and optimism. It does not mean being perfect 
or self-absorbed or inflexibly focused on outcomes. Being a 
Changemaker can be very messy, as you encounter contrast and 
resistance to change and practice transformative ways of being. 

The world is relying on individuals and families to make a 
change and transform. The climate needs change: a world of 
pandemics and illness needs change; a world of war needs 
change. Awareness is rising. Education is becoming real. A 
Changemaker coach can hold the space for you in the messy 
moments and guide you on doing the same for yourself and 
those you adore. 

Individually, as a family, as a community, as a society, as the 
inhabitants of a glorious world, we ache for a beautiful and 
meaningful life. One of the first questions we are asked as 
children is, “What do you want to be when you grow up?” 

The answer does not lie in an aspirational career or an ideal 
level of wealth. The answer is always happiness and love. 
I breathe and continue to walk my talk. I focus on my own 
inspired evolution and on Linda’s and my vision of being the 
Changemaker we are all born to be as we live a meaningful 
life by sharing what we learn with sincere appreciation. 
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“We need to shift our perception 
of who children are and our 

relationships to them; our role in 
their lives. Children don’t belong 
to us. They are not ‘ours.’ If we’re 

lucky, for a short period in time, we 
have the privilege of supporting, 
protecting, and nurturing them.”

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CHAPTER TWELVE 

The Dawning of a New 
Paradigm

If you are reading these words, you’re probably already aware 
of some of the problems within the education system and are 
likely wondering what we can do to bring about change.

This is not a new dilemma. For decades, educationalists and 
well-known figures have been calling for a different approach 
to education, as have many teachers and parents. Yet, very little 
has changed, and the old paradigm has persisted…until now.

The past few years have brought great upheaval to schools 
and educational institutions worldwide. Whilst this has 
been devastating in many ways, it’s also created a unique 
opportunity for galvanizing a shift toward a new educational 
paradigm. Enforced lockdowns and the switch to temporary 
homeschooling gave parents from all walks of life a unique 
insight into what and how their children were being taught 
in school. The experience has left many questioning why we 
persist with the same outdated educational approaches that are 
not serving many of our children. 
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These are questions I’ve been ruminating over for some time: 
Why do we restrict our children to learning about specific 
things, all at the same time, whether or not they are interested 
in the subject matter? Why do we compare, measure, and test 
them as though they should all aspire to the same goals? What 
is the point? Why are we wasting their talents, creativity, and 
uniqueness? 

Over my lifetime, I’ve experienced the English education 
system from many angles. In fact, as a parent, teacher, and 
owner of a tuition business, I’ve spent much of my adulthood 
supporting the old school-based educational paradigm in 
some way or another. It may therefore come as a surprise to 
read that my ‘big vision’ for a New Paradigm of Education 
doesn’t involve schools at all! 

Before I elaborate on my vision, I’d like to explain how I 
arrived at such unconventional views and, to put my ideas 
into context, I’m going to outline my own educational 
experience.

My educational journey 

My personal experience of the education system started 
many decades ago when, aged five, I joined a small primary 
school in England. I enjoyed learning and progressed fairly 
uneventfully through those years, moving up to secondary 
school at eleven. Unfortunately, at that point, my educational 
experience began to go downhill. 

Looking back, I later realized that, although I was at a ‘good’ 
school, it wasn’t the right fit for me. My former interest in 
learning and my quiet self-confidence plummeted as I was

subjected to a seemingly relentless focus on working hard, 
homework, tests, and exams. By the time I left, aged eighteen 
and with three disappointing A-Level grades in subjects in 
which I had no particular interest, I’d lost all motivation for 
learning. What’s worse, over my time at secondary school, I’d 
concluded I was stupid, developed low self-esteem, and lost 
my passion for the things I’d previously loved to do. 

Of course, I can only speculate as to whether the outcome 
would have been better had I attended a different school. 
However, I suspect that, although my day-to-day experiences 
would have differed to some degree, the dents in my self-
confidence and self-esteem were the consequence of the 
educational paradigm in which it was entrenched rather than a 
direct fault of the school itself.

Following on from school, I took a gap year before moving on to 
university, where I rekindled some of my former love of learning 
and self-confidence, and I discovered that I wasn’t perhaps as 
stupid as I’d thought. Studying subjects that interested me and 
having more choices over study methods and assignments meant 
I performed better than I ever had at school. I still found exams 
intimidating but managed to get through them by taking Bach’s 
‘Rescue Remedy’ to calm my nerves and memorizing essay 
outlines that I could regurgitate in the exam hall.

During my final year of university, I decided to pursue a 
teaching career. Looking back at my school years, I realized 
my academic challenges were not due to a lack of ability but 
the result of my emotional state and eroded self-belief. I could 
see these were consequences of the learning environment 
and teaching approach, rather than something intrinsically 
‘wrong’ with me. I wanted to help students to have a more 
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positive learning experience than I had, so I enrolled in a 
teacher training course and, in 1996, I began my first year as a 
primary school teacher. 

Over the following years, I taught across the primary age 
range (five to eleven years old) in a mix of state and private 
schools. Throughout it all, I aimed to prioritize my students’ 
emotional well-being, creating a learning environment 
that fostered teamwork, trust, and support. My classroom 
management style stemmed from an early training in 
assertive discipline during my first teaching post, focusing on 
mutually agreed rules and students taking responsibility for 
their behavior. ‘Good choices’ were rewarded with stickers, 
class points, and certificates, whereas ‘poor choices’ led to 
consistent, proportionate consequences. 

In 2008, after twelve years in the primary classroom, I left 
school life behind to set up my education business, Flying 
Start Tuition. Not long after, I encountered neuro-linguistic 
programming (NLP) and subsequently trained as an NLP 
practitioner. During that weeklong training, I remember 
thinking: If only I’d known all this when I was a schoolteacher. 
Even better, had I known it when I was a student! 

Following on from my practitioner course, I embedded NLP 
techniques into the teaching and learning programs at Flying 
Start. These techniques help our students to learn more 
effectively, grow in confidence, and handle emotional states 
such as anxiety and stress. NLP continues to form part of our 
holistic approach to education, an approach that values well-
being and mindset, alongside skills and knowledge. 

This decision shaped how the business has evolved and was 
the beginning of my disentanglement from the belief systems 
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embedded in the old educational paradigm. My NLP training 
was life-changing, not only in its impact on my business (and 
the students who have passed through its doors), but also in 
how it transformed my understanding of human behavior and 
how I see myself, others, and the world in general.

A shift in my perspective

When my eldest daughter, Charlotte, was six, we decided 
to remove her from school to educate her at home. Her 
younger sister, Ava, was home-educated from the outset. Our 
journey into home education opened my eyes to possibilities 
other than school-based learning. Through this process, I 
understood far more about how children (and adults) learn 
than I had as a teacher. However, my shift away from the 
mindset of the old paradigm didn’t happen straightaway. 

Whilst my approach to education was quite progressive in 
many ways, it was based upon the old paradigm ‘comply 
and achieve’ ways of thinking. Back then, I bought into the 
commonly held assumptions that a good education meant 
achieving good grades (whether at home or school) and that 
children needed to do what the teacher (or, in my case, their 
mother) asked them to do.

This attitude was ingrained in me. Throughout my teaching 
career, I had run my classrooms on the foundations of collective 
decision-making and positive rewards rather than criticizing, 
blaming, or punishing, but the underlying assumptions were 
the same: students should be obedient, hard-working, and (for 
the most part) attentive. So, even though I may have rejected 
some elements of the existing paradigm, I didn’t question the 
foundations upon which the paradigm was built. 
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Given my teaching background, it is hardly surprising that, when 
we first embarked on our homeschooling path, I envisioned our 
approach would be mainly school-at-home, interspersed with 
home education tutor groups and educational outings. However, 
as my ideas about education began to loosen up, the ‘school at 
the home’ part was dropped relatively early, and over the years, 
we shifted to a more free-flowing, autonomous approach often 
referred to in-home educating communities as ‘unschooling.’

Alongside my experiences in the home education world, my 
NLP Practitioner course rekindled a thirst for learning that was 
the catalyst for my ongoing program of self-development that, 
a few years later, led me to non-violent communication (NVC). 

I’ll be honest, when I first sought out NVC training around 
2014, my motive was still entrenched in the old paradigm 
– my aim being to get my children to comply in the nicest 
way and with the least resistance possible! As my training 
progressed and my understanding deepened, I came to realize 
that this is not the point of non-violent communication at all! 
Whether communicating with a child or another adult, the 
underlying principle is acceptance and connection, rather than 
being a nice way to persuade others to do what you want. This 
realization transformed how I communicate with myself and 
those around me, and it also triggered some fundamental shifts 
in how I view parenting and education. 

The shaping of a vision

My ongoing personal development, through training, reading, 
and research, together with my experiences as an educator 
and parent, have combined to shape my vision of a new 
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educational paradigm. Alongside the emergence of this vision 
has been my growing awareness of the systemic influences 
that created and still perpetuate the old paradigm. 

I now believe that we come into this world with all the 
wisdom and resources we need to unlock our purpose and 
potential. Children are born free of judgment and self-doubt 
and full of trust, wonder, and awe. From the moment we’re 
born, we start to learn. Learning is what we do all the time. 
It’s a natural, intrinsic part of being human. 

For many, school takes away our natural sense of curiosity, 
the ability to learn for the joy of learning, to find out things 
for ourselves. Instead, it teaches us to look to others for 
approval, to trust others to tell us what to do, what to learn, 
what’s right and what’s wrong, to judge whether we are 
failures or successes, to decide if we are good or bad.

Don’t get me wrong, there are many amazing schools and many 
more wonderful teachers. I fully believe that most teachers have 
the best intentions for their students. They work long hours 
and are committed to making school a positive experience. I 
certainly don’t doubt that teachers can and do make a powerful 
impact on many children. But the system is fundamentally 
flawed, and most of them are unwittingly reinforcing it.

If you think about it, most of what children are taught in 
schools is for the sole purpose of demonstrating that children 
can pass an exam. We spend years trying to cram irrelevant 
facts into the minds of our children. Facts they will mostly 
have forgotten a few days after they’ve been taught them, 
facts they can now find at the tap of a button in the moment 
they actually need them…if they ever do. Yet so many skills 
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that are vital for humans to thrive, to survive, are not even on 
the school curriculum.

Children don’t need to be crammed full of facts. They don’t 
need to be told who to be or what to aim for. Given the proper 
support and a nurturing environment, children will learn. They 
just need to be given the space, freedom, and loving support 
to explore this for themselves. 

In fact, children often learn best with a hands-off approach. I 
know from my own experience that children can and do learn 
without being explicitly taught, and there are countless other 
parents, educators, and researchers who know the same. 

Take reading, for example many children learn to read 
without any formal instruction. Although both my daughters 
had some initial instruction, when they were left to their own 
devices and given the freedom to choose what to read (rather 
than school reading scheme books,) their reading took off.

What’s more, many children who are taught fail to learn. 
Anyone who has worked in education will know that many 
children struggle at school and need extra support, but to what 
extent are their struggles a direct consequence of trying to fit 
the child into the system, rather than allowing the system to 
be shaped by the child? How many children are being taught 
subjects that don’t interest them, using methods that don’t 
work for them, in an environment that is not suited to them? 
What is the real impact of this dogged approach to education?

It is certainly not a new revelation that the one-size-fits-all 
approach to schooling doesn’t serve many of our children. It 
is fairly common for children to be deemed as having gaps in 
their learning and to require extra support in order to ‘catch 
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up’ with their peers. These gaps only exist because of the old 
paradigm values in which the schools are entrenched, the idea 
that all children should meet certain standards at a certain age 
and in a certain way. How about, rather than asking where 
the children ‘should’ be and how to ‘fix’ them, we ask if 
the existing educational paradigm is actually creating these 
problems in the first place? 9 

A school system based upon testing and measuring is, by 
design, labelling many children as ‘failures’ from an early 
age. In so doing, it’s teaching them that they’re not good 
enough, they need to try harder, and they must do more. Yet, 
how many children have other strengths and talents that are 
unseen because they are locked into a system that values a 
narrow range of academic subjects over everything else?

The sad consequence of this approach is that our children 
learn not to follow their passions, nor to harness their 
inner guidance but to self-judge, self-criticize, and doubt 
themselves. They are raised not to think critically, not to form 
their own opinions, nor to express themselves truthfully, but 
to follow the crowd. Over time, these once wise, bright-eyed, 
eager beings, full of awe and wonder, grow into adults who 
are disillusioned, dissatisfied, depressed…disconnected.

Disconnection is the root of all problems

In fact, I believe that disconnection causes many of the 
problems we see in the world today. Disconnection within: 
between our mind, body, heart, and soul. Disconnection

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from each other. Disconnection from Nature. Disconnection 
from life. Disconnection from our divinity. Because we are 
disconnected, we lose our sense of purpose, joy, and ability to 
love ourselves, and others, unconditionally. 

We are driven by the urge to meet our needs by any means 
possible, based upon the assumption that resources are 
limited, and we need to compete to get them. And because 
we are taught to compete, we judge ourselves and often 
find ourselves lacking. We judge others in the same harsh, 
unrealistic way too. This reinforces our separation, leading to 
criticism, blame, anger, and conflict.

This way of thinking and behaving is deeply embedded in our 
psyches by the conditioning we receive from birth, through 
our cellular memory, from our memories of past lives, and 
the individual and collective traumas we’ve experienced 
throughout history. 

Education in our modern western world is designed to mold 
children into model citizens of a framework based upon the 
presuppositions of scarcity, competition, and right/wrong 
thinking. This is the ‘winners and losers’ version of living. 
It’s a model that teaches our children they must work hard to 
compete for the world’s limited resources. 

A ‘good education’ is regarded by many as essential for 
children to have the best chances of being successful and 
functioning well as adults in society. Yet, so many adults are 
not functioning well at all. In fact, many adults go through life 
in a daze – constantly busy, frazzled, stressed out, and living 
for a couple of days off each week. 
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Sadly, many of our children are not functioning well either. 
It’s clear from the statistics that children’s mental and 
physical health problems are on the rise. Whether or not it’s 
the sole cause, this work-hard, competitive approach to life is 
certainly not helping. 

Hence, the existing educational paradigm is not the problem. 
It’s part of a much bigger problem, a symptom of the 
mechanistic, disconnected way of living that has become 
predominant in our modern western culture.

Therefore, to move toward a new paradigm of education, I 
believe we need to change how we think about life and living. 
We need a collective shift from disconnection to connection.

A connected approach 

I believe that connection, within ourselves and with others, is 
essential to move us away from a divided world, full of inner 
and outer conflict, towards a more harmonious, peaceful, 
and sustainable way of being. We connect with ourselves by 
nurturing our heart, body, mind, and spirit, by discovering 
what brings us joy and by following our passions. We connect 
with others by letting go of judgment and blame, by fostering 
empathy and exercising compassion. 

Crucially, we need to understand how we are all connected 
and part of Nature – that the world is an interconnected 
whole. If we can reconnect with, nurture, and heal Nature, we 
will also be nurturing and healing ourselves. From this place 
of connection, we will achieve balance, harmony, and joy. 
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It’s clear that, rather than helping us to foster these 
connections, the prevailing paradigm of education (and 
living) serves to divide us.

My vision of a new paradigm of education

So, you may now understand why my ‘big vision’ is a world 
without schools - at least not in the sense of institutions where 
parents send their children for much of the week. (I don’t 
believe the separation of children from their families for large 
chunks of their childhood is necessary or desirable.) 

Instead, I envision community-based living and 
learning, where people live together harmoniously and 
interdependently, where skills are shared, and resources are 
allocated according to need. 

Where there are no deadlines, no ‘must dos,’ ‘should 
haves,’ no judging and blaming. Instead, we would live 
with acceptance and connection, living joyfully and freely, 
nurturing ourselves and our children, and taking responsibility 
for our health and wellbeing.

In this new paradigm, there are no labels; no one is ‘better’ 
than anyone else. Instead, we are all accepted as we are, as 
unique individuals with our own, unique way of perceiving the 
world and our exceptional skills, talents, challenges, and needs. 

My vision in this new paradigm is learning through life. 
Education is life, and life is education. There is no need for a 
distinction between the two. I believe we are innately designed 
to learn what we need to learn, when we need to learn it, and 
that having this freedom to learn is a fundamental feature of the 
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new paradigm. This freedom will enable our children to explore 
their unique talents and gifts, follow their passions, and shine.

Education in this new paradigm may come in many forms. I 
love the idea of community-based learning hubs for all ages, 
where adults and children learn together, following their 
passions and sharing their skills and knowledge. 

I’m not envisioning returning to the nomadic, tribal, tech-free 
ways of old (although if that is what calls to you, then go 
for it!) In fact, I am not envisioning any one specific model. 
Different forms of living will appeal to different people, 
and I believe that, given the freedom to choose, people will 
naturally gravitate toward the path that calls them.

This is not just a new way of educating. It’s a new way 
of living. Of being. More than that, I believe it’s the next 
stage in human evolution – a crucial stage if we are to 
avert global disaster and avoid mass extinction. 

It won’t happen overnight, and it won’t come from the 
policymakers, the governments, or the world powers. Those 
people are so entrenched in the old paradigms. They have 
little or no incentive to change. 

What can we do within the existing system to 
move toward the vision? 

While my longer-term vision is for a completely new way of 
living and educating, I am painfully aware that these changes 
will take time – generations. I believe there are plenty of steps 
we can take now, as educators and parents, to start the shift 
towards a more connected approach.
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Many shifts are already taking place around us as increasing 
numbers of parents are calling for change within the existing 
education systems, many of whom are looking for alternatives 
to mainstream schools. Notably, the home education 
community has been growing steadily and has seen a sharp 
influx over the past few years. 

It’s heartening to see many parents and educators coming 
together to create alternative learning hubs for children. 
This is a promising sign and one that I welcome. However, I 
hope that, rather than finding new ways to deliver the same 
knowledge-based, exam-driven curricula, people will think 
outside the box and look at the bigger picture.

It’s clear that we need urgent solutions to the world’s 
problems, and our young people need the freedom to be 
imaginative, creative, and inventive so they can come up with 
those solutions. To avert global crises and repair the damage 
that has been done, we need to equip our children with the 
skills to collaborate, communicate, and thrive. We need to 
be fostering the brilliance of our young people now – not 
wasting their formative years teaching them irrelevant skills 
and filling them with redundant knowledge. 

To be clear, I’m not calling for a ban on all academic subjects. 
Some children have a passion for mathematics or science or 
English. However, I would like to see a much more rounded, 
balanced education available to all children, an education 
incorporating life skills, emotional and social intelligence, 
spirituality, creativity, imagination, deeply embedded with 
nature, and community involvement. 

I’d also like to see much greater flexibility within the current 
education system to allow children the freedom of self-directed 
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learning. Rather than teaching pre-determined content, I would 
like to see children being taught how to learn effectively 
and encouraged to follow their interests and passions, with 
educators acting as facilitators rather than dictators. 

I would also love to see flexi-schooling being a real option 
for families who would like to go down that route. (This is 
something we tried for a year with our daughter, and she loved it, 
but sadly the school wouldn’t allow her to continue for more than 
a year.) I believe this could be beneficial to schools, too, enabling 
smaller class sizes and easier allocation of resources each day. 

Around the world, there are many examples of different 
educational models, including democratic and Steiner 
schools, that I would like to see more readily available to 
more students. There are also a growing number of innovative 
projects that seek to effect change within the existing 
educational models, for example, the Harmony Project.10 This 
inspiring, pioneering program aims to teach children (and 
their teachers) how we are all connected to nature and how to 
live together more peacefully and sustainably. The Harmony 
Project is a charitable organization led by Richard Dunne. It 
was inspired by the book Harmony: A New Way of Looking at 
Our World 11 by HRH the Prince of Wales. It provides schools 
and educators with a framework that aims to put Nature’s 
principles at the heart of teaching and learning. 

It was the Harmony Project that inspired me to run a project 
on a local care farm that we affectionately nicknamed

‘Farmony.’ The project aimed to introduce home-educating 
families to the Harmony principles within the context of the 
farm and through the three key areas of harmony with self, 
with others, and with Nature. The potential for this and other 
such projects to build the bridges between the old and the new 
paradigms is exciting, and I’m heartened to see the Harmony 
Project going from strength to strength.

So, how can we, as parents and educators, 
facilitate this shift? 

I believe a necessary starting point is to rethink how we raise 
our children, as parents, educators, and communities. We need 
to shift our perception of who children are, our relationships 
with them, and our role in their lives. Children don’t belong to 
us. They are not ‘ours’ to control. Yet, if we’re lucky, we have 
the privilege of supporting, protecting, and nurturing them for 
a short period.

Crucially, parents and educators must understand how our 
current education system creates and feeds into the dominant 
way of thinking and living that underpins our existing societal 
structures. This realization will help expand the understanding 
that education is not something that needs to be ‘done to 
children.’ Life is education. It doesn’t need to be separate. We 
can learn what we need to know when we need to learn it, and 
there is no need for prescriptive curricula, testing, and exams. 

A key part of this shift is to understand the illusions about life 
and work. For example, most of us believe we need to work 
hard at school to get a good job, so we can continue to work 
hard until we retire. One justification for sending children 
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to school for much of their childhood is to facilitate parents’ 
work, a means of educational childcare. 

But do we really need to spend much of our adult lives 
working (for many of us, we work simply as a means 
of paying our bills and providing for our families?) 
Anthropologist David Graeber puts forward an interesting 
perspective on the work-life conundrum. 12 He contends that 
over half of modern-day jobs are actually pointless and that 
many could be done in a fraction of the time. 

Graeber is not the only person to be voicing these thoughts. 
With the changes in work demands and patterns over recent 
years, many people are questioning the need to be chained to 
their desks for large chunks of time and are calling for a shift 
to a more balanced way of life. 

I appreciate this is not a quick and easy shift to make. We live 
in a society where money is the main way of meeting many of 
our needs, and we are primarily entrenched in the nine-to-five, 
five-days-a-week working model, but we are beginning to see 
that there could be other ways, and as more people open their 
eyes to new possibilities, changes will start to happen.

Communication is key

To create change, I believe we need to understand how we are 
perpetuating the competitive, right/wrong, separation paradigm 
through the violent way in which most of us are conditioned 
to communicate. Although we may not perceive how we 
communicate as being violent, think about how we often speak

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to our children. If they have a meltdown, they’re chastised 
for being difficult or naughty; if they answer back or refuse 
to do something, they’re accused of being rude, demanding, 
and challenging. Children learn by modeling behavior. Adults 
consistently model the behavior they don’t wish to see in their 
children and then blame them for misbehaving. 

This way of interacting with children stems from the old 
control-comply paradigm of child rearing and is reinforced 
by parenting ‘experts’ and educationalists the world over. 
Although there has been a move towards ‘carrot’ rather than 
‘stick’ (rewards rather than punishment) methods of child-
rearing and schooling over recent years, much of the popular 
advice still seems to me, in some form or another, a version 
of ‘How to get your kids to… [insert here what you will, e.g., 
listen, sit still, go to bed on time, be nice to their sibling, etc.]’ 
The underlying assumption is that children need training, 
taming, and pacifying, and that if they don’t comply, there is 
something wrong with them or the adult ‘in charge.’

What’s more, as parents and teachers, we often make 
judgmental comments about children’s behavior. These 
may be made with the best intentions at heart, a desire to 
encourage or to motivate, to steer or to correct. Or they may 
be borne out of anger, when, in the heat of the moment, we 
are triggered by something a child says or does and the words 
just spill out, unchecked.

When we are triggered, we tend to blame others for our 
emotional reactions to their behavior, thinking they are at 
fault because we feel like this when they do that. These 
automatic responses are based on learned, repeated patterns 
first formed in childhood. In fact, our thoughts, actions, and 
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feelings are rarely based upon the truth of the situation we see 
in front of us. Instead, they are based upon our judgements 
about what we are observing. 

How we respond to our children usually depends on what we are 
telling ourselves about their behavior, drawing on our own past 
experiences, often learned patterns from our own parents. So, 
how we treat and speak to our children is mostly a consequence 
of all that’s come before. It’s a self-perpetuating cycle.

Marshall Rosenberg (founder of the Center for Nonviolent 
Communication) referred to this type of judging, blaming, 
thinking, and communicating as jackal behavior. The 
jackal’s life-alienating way of communicating is not (as I 
used to believe) simply the way humans are. Instead, it is 
a common symptom of our modern society, a consequence 
of the right and wrong mentality that we are conditioned 
into from birth. 

Thankfully, there is a flip side to the jackal: the giraffe. 
The language of the giraffe is life-enhancing; it’s how 
we communicate when we are connected with the inner 
compassionate nature that Rosenberg believed (as do I) is 
inside us all. Those of you who tend to rely more on the 
reward and positive feedback style of communicating with 
the children in your care (as was my default strategy until 
more recent years) may be surprised to learn this is also 
regarded as jackal communication 13. In fact, any language or 
behavior designed (whether consciously or unconsciously) 
to coerce another person into doing what we want them to do 
is a form of jackal communication.

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As an assertive-discipline-trained, sticker-chart-loving 
teacher and parent, it took me some time to get to grips with 
this concept. I just didn’t see anything wrong with praising 
and rewarding children, and I couldn’t imagine how else to 
control a class of students without resorting to less favorable 
measures! 

Releasing the old paradigm

Over time, my view changed as I came to realize that this 
perceived need to control is a symptom of the old separation 
paradigm of living. This realization led me to consider: what 
if parenting and educating weren’t about getting children 
to do what the adults want them to do? What if, instead of 
spending our time and energy trying to control children, 
we did less, trusted more, and allowed them to be…well, 
children?!

It’s a hard habit to break, but I believe we need to break 
it if we want to bring about change. So, how do we do 
this? We begin by reconnecting with our inner giraffes, by 
understanding that we are all compassionate beings at heart 
and that behind everyone’s jackal is a loving, wonderful 
‘giraffe’ just waiting to come out. 

Fundamental to this is understanding the connection between 
our needs, feelings, thoughts, and words (or actions). Like 
Rosenberg, I believe that our behavior is an effort to meet 
our needs. So, if we can uncover the needs behind the jackal 
words and behavior, we can gain a greater understanding 
of what is going on for the other person, and we can more 
readily empathize with them. 
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From this place of empathy, we have a choice: either to 
continue in jackal mode, with our judging and blaming 
language, or to step into our giraffe skin and communicate 
from the heart. This may sound simple in theory, but I know 
from experience that it takes some getting to grips with – 
especially if your jackal has been very loud for many years, as 
mine has. 

Crucially, we need to transform how we communicate with 
ourselves, to learn, what for many of us are, the long-lost skills 
of self-empathy and self-compassion. Moreover, I believe that, 
if we can open our eyes to the systemic reasons behind the 
jackal behaviors, in ourselves and others, then it is easier to see 
that it is not our fault; in fact, it is nobody’s fault. In so doing, 
it becomes easier to release our blame and guilt and open our 
hearts to love. Naturally, it is so much easier to love and accept 
others if we can first learn to love and accept ourselves. 

If we can learn to love ourselves unconditionally, we will be 
more readily able to love our children unconditionally too. 
As we start to shift from judgment, blame, and separation 
towards acceptance, compassion, and connection, so will our 
children. Consequently, our children will grow into loving, 
compassionate adults, who will instinctively raise their children 
that way too…And in so doing, we will break the cycle.

Closing thoughts

I believe we are all born with the seeds of our infinite potential 
glowing brightly inside our souls. We are all born with innate 
wisdom as loving, accepting, compassionate beings. 
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As the years go by, the glow becomes fainter and fainter until, 
for many of us, it fizzles out and dies, leaving behind the shell 
of what we could have been.

For some of us, the embers are rekindled, often decades later 
when, perhaps dissatisfied with the path our life has taken 
or triggered by a major life-changing event, we get a sense 
or hear a voice, a whisper inside us that nudges us to make a 
shift, a change, to do something different. 

How would it be if we didn’t have to endure decades of 
struggle to find our true purpose, our inner calling?

What if, instead of micro-managing our children, we simply 
allowed them to be the wise, infinite, loving, curious souls 
that we all are?

What if education was not about competition, right/wrong, or 
success/failure? 

What if it was about learning to communicate with self and 
others compassionately?

What if the arts, sports, creativity, and self-expression were 
valued as highly as mathematics, English, and science?

What if, instead of spending years of their lives memorizing 
and regurgitating facts, children were given the space and 
freedom to discover the joys of life? 

What if they were trusted to find out for themselves the things 
that truly set their souls on fire? 

Children already know how to learn. They don’t need us to 
show them. Babies are born into this world, ready to explore 
and discover. Young children already know what adults have 
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long forgotten and spend much of their later years striving to 
rediscover. 

Sometimes, when I look at the state the world is in and think 
about how far away we are from the new paradigm, I feel 
overwhelmed, hopeless, and despondent. Does this sound 
familiar? If so, take heart. Remember, we don’t have to do it 
alone, nor do we need to do it all now. We only need to take one 
step at a time, and that step will be different for every one of us.

We are living through a time of great transition, and we all 
have an essential part to play in this transformation. We are 
the bridging generation. The old is breaking down, and the 
new is being birthed. Like any birth, the labor may be long 
and hard, but the result will be magical. Something never 
before witnessed on this planet. The most significant change 
needs to come from each of us as individuals. 

We all have the power within us. We just need to let go of the 
fear and shake ourselves free from the conditioning. Instead 
of asking how, trying to rationalize it, or figuring it out, we 
need to connect with our inner guidance and trust in life. 
Crucially, we must empower our children to do this too. 

As more of us start to do so, we will create a ripple effect, and 
as these ripples grow, we will shift into a new paradigm, a 
paradigm of connection, compassion, and love.

I was just four years old when I was invited to train with an 
Olympic fencer. On that day, I was playing basketball with 
my best friend. Our parents had looked at the local park 
district to put us in a class together, so they could carpool. 
Little did we know the basketball coach was a fencer too. 
The coach would follow my mom to the car after each 
practice saying I should try fencing. To be honest, my mom 
didn’t even really know what fencing was. There was a local 
tournament coming up, and my mom said I could watch and 
tell the coach thank you, but no thank you. My mom always 
thought I was the princess who would want tea parties and 
dress-up. When we arrived at the tournament, my mom 
thought I would hate it. She even coached me on what to say 
to my basketball coach. She told me to say, “Thank you for 
thinking of me, but this is definitely not me.” 

When we arrived, the gym was filled with shouting and the 
clanking of swords. The atmosphere was incredible. Seeing 
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the action and feeling the tension in the room, my whole 
body tingled as I took it all in. Girls can sword fight? Without 
hesitation, I told my mom I wanted to fence! My parents 
were so supportive of my dreams that naturally they said 
yes. To their surprise, I loved fencing just as much as I loved 
playing with my dolls. From that moment, it had my heart. 
I was focused, persistent, and trained for over twenty-five 
hours a week at the age of five. I was taking five classes and 
five private lessons a week, driving to a fencing club that 
was over an hour away to practice. At first, I was in public 
school, trying to find the balance between school, training 
hard, traveling at a super young age, and competing. But 
when I was in second grade, my parents decided to let me try 
homeschooling so I could follow my passion. I had the time 
and energy to focus on fencing, which formed most of my 
curriculum. Fencing, alongside mindfulness, were both great 
teachers to me.

I vividly remember, at age ten, being in a national fencing 
championship. My body was trembling as I knew every move 
had to be perfect if I wanted to win. I felt the power running 
through my soul with every movement and breath I made. My 
sword was no longer separate from my body; we had become 
one. I knew that I had the power and strength to become the 
national champion, I reminded myself, as sweat was gushing 
like a waterfall from every pore on my body. The packed gym 
was silent. I paused…. took a huge breath and chanted the 
affirmation, “I believe and trust myself.” Once those words 
vibrated through every cell in my body, I was ready.

We were in the last few minutes of the match when I realized 
that I was losing. I could hear my coach yelling at me in the 
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background of the noisy gym. But his words were a blur, and 
my mind was already lost in the aftermath of the match. I was 
too worried about losing and wasn’t being present in each 
moment. Finally, I came back to the precious moment of now. 
I said, “I know I can do this,” even when my nerves felt like 
they were getting the better of me. “No matter how hard it is, 
I know I have to keep it together. I am the champion of this 
match. I am not giving up.”

With only ten seconds left, I was just one point down. I was 
no longer scared or worried. This moment was all I had. I had 
trained like an Olympian for many years to be here. I heard 
the referee say, “Ready, fence!” I fleshed, making my body 
become an arrow pointed straight at my opponent’s body, 
using every muscle to move forward as fast as possible and 
scoring a point that tied up the score and put us into overtime. 
I walked back to my start line, staying present, thinking of as 
many affirmations as I could say. I felt my breath coming out 
of my body like a warm breeze at the beach. I felt my hand 
and sword strong and ready. Once again, I heard the words, 
“Ready, fence.” I waited for the other fencer to come to me. 
Pausing, I used the momentum of the energy in the room. I 
blocked her sword and attacked, hitting her and seeing my 
light go off. I was victorious! I had just become the National 
Youth Fencing Champion Epee Girls at ten years old.

That moment transformed me into the person I am today. I 
learned the power of affirmations and believing in yourself. 
After winning the championship, I realized my journey on 
the fencing strip was over. It was so clear that I was living 
in fear of what everyone would think of me if I quit fencing; 
everyone was always saying I was the face to beat. They told 
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me I would be the next Olympian, meant for greatness in 
the fencing community. The day I walked into the cold gym 
where I had trained countless hours to become the champion, 
the room was dark, stale, and gloomy. I remember sitting 
down across from my coach and my mom. My coach looked 
deep into my eyes and told me I was a quitter for leaving the 
fencing world. He told me, if I quit now, I would always be 
a quitter. Call it as you wish, but fencing was just no longer 
a part of my journey, and I accepted it with pride. I looked 
back in my coach’s eyes, thanked him for his time and loyalty 
to me through the years, and walked out of that gym with 
my head high. I live my legacy now in the moment of what 
is right, not self-sabotaging my journey to be accepted by 
others.

I spent many days, weeks, and months diving deep and 
rediscovering who I was at age ten. I discovered my journey 
and purpose, giving myself the grace to find Meka the person, 
not the fencer. I discovered I am here to spread the beautiful 
light of love and help change my generation and future 
generations in a new paradigm of education. Fencing was the 
pinpoint I needed in my journey to feel and know the power 
of loving and believing in myself. Life is precious and should 
be abundant with love and gratitude. 

When my passion turned more within, I discovered 
mindfulness. I still remember my first yoga class and sound 
journey, walking into the large empty room without knowing 
what to expect, other than it sounded fun and something my 
mom and I could do together. This led me to want to learn 
more. Again, like fencing, the desire to be a part of this 
new practice was instant. I turned to my mom and told her 
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I wanted to become a yoga teacher. She laughed and said, 
“That’s great, sweetie. I wanted to be a taxicab driver when I 
was young.” I adamantly replied, “No, Mom, It’s not like that. 
I am meant to do the training to become a yoga teacher.” To 
see if I was serious or not, my parents agreed that, if I could 
come up with half the tuition, they would pay the other. I 
started making earrings and jewelry to raise funds. 

After one class, I told my teacher how I was meant to become 
a yoga teacher and that I had a huge calling from the universe 
to take on the training. To my surprise, the yoga teacher and 
the owners of the amazing sanctuary offered to pay my half of 
the tuition so that I could start the training! In the weeks that 
followed, with divine timing, I took nine months of school on 
top of my regular homeschooling to become a certified yoga 
teacher. Then I studied to become a Reiki master, becoming 
the first 10-year-old in the world to do it.

I now have the wisdom and knowledge I learned on the 
strip as a fencer to help me develop classes alongside all I 
have learned through yoga teacher training, Reiki, and other 
modalities I have studied. I’m passionate about finding new 
ways to bring mindfulness to my peers and adults, which is 
necessary for this new paradigm of education, for example, 
taking the time to write and develop classes to prepare young 
menstruators for when the universe gives them the powerful 
sacred force of bringing life into this world. 

Most kids I teach are between seven and fourteen years old, 
but I teach adult classes too. I also offer online mindfulness 
classes for young ones. What I love most is seeing my 
students walk out of my class more confident and ready for 
the journey the universe has for them. I am grateful to have 
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this freedom in my life, where I can balance mindfulness 
teaching alongside my homeschooling. 

I believe that teaching kids to love all their flaws and embrace 
and be proud of who they are is so important, as well as 
taking time to build the skills of forgiveness to yourself and 
others. It is also essential to end deep-rooted trauma lines that 
can be passed down from generation to generation. Making 
sure we learn to care for our physical and mental bodies is 
also part of mindfulness. Learning to create space for your 
highest good, to dance, to do yoga, breathwork, meditation, 
journaling, art, and so much more are all keys to this new 
paradigm we have entered together.

From a Quantum 
perspective, education is received and shared through a 
frequency of light like a web of connection. I invite you to 
also consider education not only as a three-dimensional object, 
such as “school,” and instead envision it as a living, evolving 
consciousness that is five-dimensional and beyond. 

If education was defined as a “system,” let it be in accordance 
with the system of the Earth and all her creatures, great or 
small, the alignment of the stars, the beating of your heart, 
and the abundance of nature. Let it flow like a waterfall, an 
abundance of water trickling into the Earth’s veins serving 
us all collectively, rather than being drawn person by person 
from the smallness of a rigid, artificial, dried-up dam. Nothing 
is separate; we are all one. Knowing this is great education. 
I imagine education that flows following natural cycles, the 
elements, light language, soul-aligned education, sacred 
geometry, outdoors/indoor learning, and self-care. I imagine 
lessons guided by the stars and great reverence to divine 
order, which nature brings forth. I invite you to consider what 
ignites your views on holistic education. 

Gandhi14 described holistic education as being of the head, 
hands, and heart. For example, if a child (or adult for that

matter) is tired, emotional, hungry, or not feeling safe, this 
affects the child’s body, mind, and soul as a whole eco-system. 
It all comes back to being regulated15, as learning happens 
when the neurons of the amygdala (emotions), hippocampus 
(learning and memory), and prefrontal cortex (self-regulation) 
are calm and not disconnected from the body. There are 
thousands of different models, research, and practices that 
reflect holistic learning as the alignment of the body (The 
Chakras16), mind (Maslow’s Hierarchy of Needs.17), Earth and 
soul (Quantum Planes of Existence.)

“All things in nature are not only one with themselves 
but also one with totality.”

Let’s look at how the brain is designed to serve the needs of the 
body, environment, and emotions before moving into learning 
and self-actualization. You can imagine the brain as a tree 
going from root to rise, in correlation with the Chakras. It starts 
with the reptilian brain designed for the Physiological (root 
chakra) and Safety (sacral chakra) needs of a person and moves 
up into the mammalian brain, which is the center for Love 
and Belonging (solar plexus) and Self-Esteem (heart chakra). 
The highest part of the brain branches into Self-Actualization,

which includes cognitive (throat chakra), actualization 
(third-eye chakra), and transcendence (crown chakra). This 
interconnectivity in receiving information shows that learning 
happens in a state of wholeness. Therefore, connecting deeply 
with our emotions and multi-dimensional experiences as a 
human is the ultimate school. Life is, in fact, school! Knowing 
this, can you imagine creating a system for education that is 
out of balance with our natural state of consciousness?

The old paradigm of education focused on the Intelligence 
Quotient (IQ) as a standard measure of intelligence, yet this 
is out of order with the evolution of the whole brain system. 
By honoring our emotional intelligence (EQ) and energetic 
intelligence (EnQ),18 it’s possible to rise into a higher state 
of consciousness. This is where learning happens19. Holistic 
education is a state of consciousness that, when activated, 
brings curiosity, joy, and all kinds of learning. It’s a pleasure 
to witness students and adults in this state of happiness, where 
anything is possible! When children are calm, they can use their 
minds for whatever kinds of learning they desire. For example, 
my daughter Coral loves drawing, writing, counting, bike-
riding, playing in the sand, and dressing up, and she is always 
curious to learn and explore everything. I welcome all of it!

By embodying education of the highest frequency of 
light, we can support future generations of children as our 
collective imprint serves as a “model” of education. As we 
are transforming, so too is education. Wholeness is where 
suffering ends and enlightenment appears as an ever-evolving

I invite 
you to explore the depth of these tools as direct transmissions 
of light. You will find real-life experiences about my daughter, 
students, children, and adults with whom I have co-created. 
They are not listed in any order of the mind, body, earth, soul, 
or ascension, as the experience brings forth the connected 
sense of learning or wholeness. Being a student of the light 
has educated my whole being, and it is my sincere wish that 
something ignites within you as well. 

1. Design Your Life: What’s your vision for a new 
paradigm of education?

I invite you to do this exercise to clarify what kind of 
education you feel you are aligned with using visioning 
techniques. You can also use the technique for other visions 
you may have. Focus on one at a time.
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I have connected with educators, mentors, parents, business 
owners, and intuitive beings from all around the world through 
our podcast, A New Paradigm of Education, where we talk 
about their vision for the future of education, which is already 
happening now. I have found that, while there is not a one-size-
fits-all “system,” the podcast guests all share a common thread 
of wanting to innovate education by considering what is best for 
each unique child, as well as the highest good of humanity. 

In general terms, the old system of schooling was to send 
children all day to match parents’ routines, who also chose a 
9-5 role. However, since this paradigm shift, I have witnessed 
a change whereby people are choosing to follow their passions, 
take time for life, and design what suits their lifestyle. 

Humanity’s consciousness has risen, with many people ready to 
step into a New Earth or A New Paradigm of Education. So, what 
does that look like for you and the greater good of humanity?

Each of us has a role that will both align with our higher selves 
and support children. It may be taking a small step, exploring 
what is possible, birthing a new school, stepping away from all 
that doesn’t serve you, connecting with other change-makers, 
offering a course or your unique gifts, or taking a quantum 
leap into a fifth-dimensional school. So, I invite you to play, 
enjoy, relax, and expand your consciousness, to know there are 
limitless options within the Quantum field when you visualize 
what you wish for this new paradigm of education. 

Here are some real-life examples of people I’ve met, who are 
walking their paths toward a new paradigm of education in 
their own ways.
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	□ I have interviewed unschooling families whose absolute 
dream is to be immersed with their children all day. Why 
would they want to be apart and miss precious moments? 

	□ I have met with mothers who are burned out and value 
self-care as an essential aspect of this new paradigm. 
Often, they collaborate with other families and 
homeschool together by having some days on or off. 

	□ I have met a range of people who have set up 
forest schools, New Earth schools, or unstructured 
communities that allow families to come and go 
according to their desires and routines. Set days are not 
required; why not use the cycles of the Earth as a guide 
for time? For example, the new moon, eclipses, etc.

	□ Some people have remained in regular schools but are 
activating changes through policy or changes within 
their homes and, most importantly, within themselves.

	□ I’ve seen projects birthed with community members 
offering their gifts or areas of specialty, which support 
children’s values, intuition, innovation, and life 
as key for learning. This might either be part of a 
“school” or their own form of education, for example, 
tree education, crystals, ayurveda, dolphins, life 
skills, information technology, or gratitude. 

	□ I’m part of Magic School run by the Oneness 
Foundation, which is a multi-dimensional school of 
light where we offer classes to kids or teens in the 
Quantum, such as “Wand Magic,” “Meditation,” 
“Spirit-Animals,” and “Light Language.”

	□ I’ve seen mobile schools where students travel around 
Hawaii in a van to different portals or energy power 
centers and allow the wisdom of the land to educate 
them. 

	□ How about homeschooling hubs? You can drop off 
your child to a mentor or be there all day with your 
child. These are highly flexible, and you could use a 
curriculum or simply allow life to be a curriculum. 

	□ Flexi-schooling is a similar option, where school days 
are interspersed with planned days off for a better 
balance of time with the family. 

	□ Self-directed learning and entrepreneurship have sky-
rocketed, and I have met with many teens who are 
already authors or have soul-aligned businesses. This 
is the new paradigm of youth!

	□ There are limitless options, and perhaps, there will be 
many you try as you work towards your vision. 

Your turn: What’s your vision for this new 
paradigm of education?

	□ Close your eyes for a few minutes. 

	□ Take some long, deep breaths, exhaling more slowly 
than you inhale.

	□ Imagine yourself feeling grounded, your feet sinking 
deeply into the Earth.

	□ Take another breath and move up your body with 
a spiraling cord of golden light past the top of your 
head into the sky. Keep going higher and higher.
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	□ Welcome your higher self and your guides as you 
land on a cloud of white light.

	□ Take another breath and fully relax in the clouds, 
allowing them to hold you.

	□ Now ask yourself, “What do I need to see at this 
moment that will support a new paradigm of 
education?” (You could adapt this as applicable.)

	□ Allow yourself to receive any answers through 
visions, words, codes, symbols, feelings, colors, or 
whatever else comes in. 

	□ If nothing is present, stay with that. Trust that you 
will receive the answers you have asked for later, if 
not now.

	□ Once you feel complete, say thank you. Being 
grateful supports the fruition of miracles.

	□ When you feel ready, return to your body.

	□ You may do this practice on repeat.

	□ Take a rest, draw, or write your vision, depending on 
what feels aligned.

	□ Share it! A new paradigm of education is about co-
creation, connection, and collaboration.

	□ If you feel guided to know precisely how to activate 
this template of visioning, you can reach out to me or 
any other mentor you feel guided to create with.

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2. Cosmic Dreaming and Activations

Here are some channeled meditations for children, activating 
their connection with guides, animals, nature, light language, 
crystals, as well as body and breath awareness.

Here are some real-life examples of energy sessions that my 
daughter and I have channeled together. They are appropriate 
for a child around five years old, but you could adjust these 
accordingly.

	□ “Light-Hearted Activation”: Hug heart to heart. Send 
a golden cord of light connecting your hearts and 
visualize the energy running back and forth between 
your heart centers. Ask the child: Do you see any 
colors? Can you feel a rod of light? What else do you 
experience? 

	□ “Energy Blessing”: Imagine your fingers or hands 
are filled with golden light. Send this golden light 
to your food, plants, or others. You can ask the child 
what they wish to bless. I sometimes add a chant-like 
OM to make it fun and amplify the light. This is a 
blessing of light, so the more you practice, the more 
the connection with their guides will develop.

	□ When children make sounds of animals or noises, 
perhaps they are activating us with light language. I 
will often join in when my daughter makes sounds 
and send light at the same time as receiving it. Play is 
the doorway to the divine.

	□ “Lion’s Breath”: Breathe in and then, as you exhale, 
“roar” like a lion. The animal or sound you choose 
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could change, for example, to a bear, dolphin, etc. 
You can invite a connection to a spirit animal that the 
child could develop over time. You also ask the child 
to hold their stomach as they breathe, so they learn 
body awareness.

	□ “Bubble of light”: Imagine you are inside a bubble of 
light. It is magnificent and covers your whole body 
and aura. How does it feel? Are you happy? You can 
pop it and come out again when you wish. When the 
child is ready, this could be developed over time as a 
Quantum Tool for restoration or protection. 

	□ “Prayer”: This is not necessarily about being religious 
(though it can be); it is about learning how to be 
grateful, create miracles, and build a relationship with 
the universe, guides, the divine, or nature. Design 
the prayer with an affirmative frame, send it off on a 
balloon of light, and allow it to return in divine order. 

	□ “Crystal Magic”: There are many kinds of activations 
with crystals, in their physical and energetic form. I 
have used them to develop emotional skills, like having 
a rock friend who supports the child, gives healing, and 
works with them in delivering messages. I have placed 
crystals in nature to “find” children. Crystals find you. 
My daughter is learning how to care for them and 
experimenting with healing through interaction. I have 
allowed her to develop her interaction with them to see 
what she will discover for herself.

	□ “Sacred Geometry” is everywhere in nature: 
snowflakes, flower petals, crystals, shells, the stars, the 
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galaxy we spiral within, the air we breathe, even our 
eye corneas, the grid lines, and multi-dimensionality 
aspects of the Quantum field. The spiral below 
represents energy and the evolution of the soul and 
a Fibonacci sequence in math. The pyramids and 
other sacred places were built with sacred geometry. I 
have been to the Oneness University, Ekam, in India, 
a powerful geometrical temple of light. With my 
daughter, we used a crystal pendulum over different 
shapes to experiment with the direction of energy and 
physics and to build a connection with crystals as a 
living consciousness. You could also get into nature 
with your students or children and see what you can 
find. Nature is sacred. Enjoy. 

3. The Little Buddha Under a Tree

(You can call this exercise whatever you like, the little 
unicorn, the little snow angel, etc.) 

Here is a channeled story that can be used for sleep, 
meditation, or visualization with children to connect with 
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their higher selves, animal spirit, guides, and the Quantum 
dimension.

The story below is something I channeled with my daughter. 
It activates the column of ascension or three hearts connection 
between the Earth heart in the core of Mother Gaia, the 
physical heart of the child, and their soul star in the sky. It 
also acts as a safe place to return to each day, as the setting is 
always under a tree, and we always imagine traveling to the 
clouds. You could offer this as a meditation, but my daughter 
and I do this when she is lying down ready to sleep. She 
usually falls asleep when we reach the clouds, and we go to 
the Astral dream realm. You could instead use the clouds as a 
portal for manifesting by connecting with their chosen power 
animal or the divine. I always ensure that we return to Earth, 
even if she is asleep, so it is a grounded and safe practice. 
I invite her to travel again through the dimensions if she 
chooses to do so. This story works well for my daughter at 
age five. Feel free to create your inspired version. 
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The Bodhi Tree is the name of the tree the Buddha 
sat under when he was enlightened and became very 

happy. What’s the name of your tree? You can hug 
trees in real life and receive positive energy. Always 
ask them for permission to do so. You can also draw 
your tree with your favorite light colors, guides, and 

animal friends.

Storytime:

“Once upon a time, there was a little buddha under a golden 
tree. What a beautiful tree it was. She felt like her feet were 
sinking into the tree’s roots, getting lower and lower, and 
spiraling down into the Earth. There was a cord of light 
spinning through her, spinning like she was traveling down 
into the sacred heart of mother Gaia. What a magnificent 
place it was, connected with beautiful crystal light. She then 
traveled back up the golden cord of light to the golden tree. 
She walked around the tree and was greeted by a special 
winged friend (unicorn, lion, dragon, Blue Avian etc.) 

“Can you see your unicorn? What color is it? Very good. The 
unicorn said it would fly up into the clouds, and you could 
join it if you want to. Put your hands on your heart and feel if 
it says yes. Breathe in. Breathe out. 

“It’s time to go. If you’re ready, hop onto the unicorn’s back. 
It’s time to fly, higher and higher, as high as the clouds. You 
can fly higher and higher again. It’s time to arrive. You can 
get off your unicorn and step onto the clouds. How nice does 
it feel! It’s luminous white with sparkles of joy. How peaceful 
and relaxing. This is a place you can go in your dreams and 
travel anywhere in the universe. If you feel ready to dream, 
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ask your unicorn to take you on an adventure. You can enter 
the dream realm and fly anywhere together. If you want to 
stay in the soft clouds, relax here. You can connect with the 
stars, too. Your soul star is here. Enjoy. 

“When you’re ready, hop back onto your unicorn and travel 
down the spiraling light. Down, down, down until you reach 
the magical tree, feeling its luminous leaves on your feet. Now 
keep traveling back down until your feet are on the Earth again. 
Very good. You see the little buddha and feel one with it. You 
touch your heart and say thank you to your unicorn. See you 
another day. Your unicorn is ready to sleep. You can too.”

2. When Math Turns into Mindfulness

I was guiding a student with one-on-one math sessions. I felt 
aligned to do so, as he loves math and always showed up 
enthusiastic, wanting to know more. It was not forced upon 
him, like in the old paradigm of rigid learning or control. 
Math for Billy22 was like art or sport for another student. He 
loved it and was sharing his gift with the world. However, in 
this session, he was unusually distracted and feeling anxious. 
We started with a few questions, but he looked distant instead 
of with his usual curiosity. 

“What’s on your mind today, Billy?” I asked compassionately. 

He replied, “It’s the cross-country. I can’t stop thinking about it.” 

“Why is that so?” I asked. 

“Well, I feel so nervous. I’m going to Nationals, and I want to 
win,” Billy replied. 

22	 The name Billy is a pseudonym.
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I then realized that the best way I could support him would 
be through meditation. I was sure this would be something 
“new” to him, so I approached it as an invitation for him 
to decide upon. First, I asked him to close his eyes for one 
minute with his permission. Then, I offered a safe place for 
him to visualize himself running on the track and imagine 
himself coming towards the end of the race and feeling happy, 
regardless of the outcome, and with a desire to do his best. 
Finally, I explained that he could always come back to this 
place and visualize it again at any moment. 

(Note: I did not feel aligned to ask him to visualize winning, 
as it’s important that I was not influencing his decisions. But, 
of course, if he naturally envisioned this, then this outcome is 
possible.)

The next session, Billy was beaming when he arrived. 
He explained that he came second at Nationals. He even 
mentioned that the visualization helped him feel calm and 
have a place to focus. I was so happy for him. Of course, 
his training would have supported his running as well, 
but what helped his nerves was practicing this one-minute 
visualization. 

One-minute Visualization for Kids/Teens

	□ If you want, please close your eyes. This is the place 
where you can make your dreams come true.

	□ Sit up straight and feel your hands in your lap.

	□ Take in one breath and out one breath. In, out. Very 
good.
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	□ Imagine yourself … (for example, running on the 
track.) Then, have a look around at what you see and 
what you hear. 

	□ Now imagine yourself feeling so happy (while on the 
track.)

	□ This is your dream. You can choose what you want to 
do in it. I will give you a few seconds to enjoy it.

	□ When ready, wiggle your hands and toes and open 
your eyes.

	□ You are welcome to share with me, draw a picture, or 
write down your experience.

Some chapters offered direct 
guidance on how to become regulated, have our needs 
met, and more importantly, become role models of holistic 
education by showing up as the best versions of ourselves. 
Other chapters offered direct services for children who may 
need therapy or more profound work, which also supports 
the entire family unit to rise. We are not saying we need 
to be superhumans, but rather to do our tasks gently and 
lovingly and be the best that we can be at each moment. It’s a 
lifetime’s journey right there!

A number of chapters in this book also explored the idea 
of rising in terms of bringing together a collective field of 
consciousness. If we can show up with more awakened truth 
and joy, this has a ripple effect. We are all one; nothing is 
separate; therefore, education will also reflect what we bring to 
it. This also is true for our environment; therefore, schools of 
the future will be high vibrational centers as the consciousness 
of humanity continues to rise. Rising was also reflected in 
being sovereign co-creators. What do we wish to create that 
will support us for the highest good of all? Also, what do we 
choose to de-create to allow more space for expansion? 

Another theme is “life is school,” as several authors have 
written directly in their stories. This in itself shows the 
expansion into the new paradigm of thinking! We have left
